April 7: Senators 13, RubberDucks 12 (10): The Akron 
RubberDucks rallied from 10-1 down to tie the game and force extra 
innings thanks to three home runs, but Harrisburg walked Akron off 
with a 10th inning single.  
 

Tonight’s starter: Tugboat Wilkinson makes his Double-A debut on 
Wednesday night. The left-hander is coming off an impressive spring 
where he tossed 2.2 innings with four strikeouts for Team Canada in 
the World Baseball Classic. During the quarterfinal matchup against 
Team USA, Wilkinson struck out Cal Raleigh and Bryce Harper. The 
left-hander comes to Double-A after striking out 220 batters over his 
41 games with High-A Lake County, which is the most strikeouts in 
Captains franchise history and the most in High-A during his time. 
 
Fun offensive night: Despite dropping their first game of the season 
on April 7, the RubberDucks offense had an amazing night at the dish. 
The RubberDucks pounded out 12 runs on 12 hits, including three 
home runs (one being a grand slam) in the loss. Akron’s 12 runs on 
April 7 is tied for the fifth most runs scored in April by the franchise 
since 2005: 16 runs (4/27/25 vs RIC), 15 runs (4/26/05 vs BOW), 14 
runs (multiple-last 4/19/15 vs BNG), 13 runs (multiple-last 4/13/25 vs 
ALT) and 12 runs (multiple-last time before 2026 was 4/21/15 at 
REA). Akron’s 12 runs in Harrisburg were tied third most in an April 
road game since 2005: 14 runs on 4/22/07 at REA, 13 runs on 4/6/08 
at HBG, 12 runs on 4/7/26 at HBG and 4/21/15 at REA. 
 
What a weekend: The Akron RubberDucks swept the Reading 
Fightin Phils on Opening Weekend winning 3-1, 9-3 and 5-0. The 
RubberDucks pitching staff struck out 33 Fightin Phils (double digit 
strikeouts in each game) during the series. Akron’s 5-0 win on 
Saturday, April 4 marked the earliest shoutout win for the 
RubberDucks since at least 2005 (1-0 win over Altoona on April 7, 
2024 and 4-0 win at Binghamton on April 5, 2012). At the plate, the 
RubberDucks powered six home runs in the three games. Ralphy 
Velazquez’s home run to kick off the 2026 scoring on Opening Day 
marked the earliest home run (by date) by an Akron batter (Gio 
Urshela homered on April 3, 2014 at Binghamton) and the earliest 
home run at 7 17 Credit Union Park since at least 2005.  
 
Coach D in Year 3: Greg DiCenzo returns for his third season at the 
helm in Akron. DiCenzo has led Akron to a 157-118 record in his first 
two seasons including a postseason appearance in 2024. DiCenzo 
joins Joel Skinner, Brad Komminsk, Dave Wallace and Rouglas Odor 
as the only managers in franchise history to manage three or more 
seasons. Pitching coach Michael Poole, hitting coach Jordan 
Becker and athletic trainer Derrik Diaz return for a third season 
alongside DiCenzo in 2026. 

RubberDucks and Senators: Akron is facing Harrisburg for the first 
of four series this season and first of two visits to FNB Field. In 2025, 
the RubberDucks and Senators split the season series 9-9 with 
Harrisburg going 7-5 against Akron at FNB Field. All time Akron is 
305-287 against Harrisburg. Top prospects in the series includes: 
Guardians (MLB.com): #3 IF Angel Genao, #4 IF Ralphy 
Velazquez, #6 RHP Khal Stephen, #15 OF Alfonsin Rosario, #16 C 
Jacob Cozart, #26 LHP Josh Hartle

Susana, #7 IF Seaver King, #11 LHP Alex Clemmey, #14 LHP

Akron Homers: The RubberDucks have powered nine home runs 
through the first four games of the season. Those nine home runs 
have Akron tied for the Double-A lead in team home runs with the 
Biloxi Shuckers. The RubberDucks, Shuckers, Eugene Emeralds (9) 
and Greensboro Grasshoppers (8) are the only non-AAA teams to 
have eight or more home runs so far this season. Akron’s nine home 
runs in four games have the RubberDucks on pace to have their most 
home runs in April since at least 2005: 27 April home runs in 2016, 24 
April homers in 2008, 23 April homers in 2017, 18 April home runs in 
2013 and 16 April home runs in 2006, 2023, 2024 and 2025. 
 

A Place in the World: Two members of the 2026 RubberDucks were 
featured on the big stage of the World Baseball Classic. Dylan 
DeLucia represented Team Italy. DeLucia pitched in two games (one 
start) during the tournament allowing two runs on four hits over 7.2 
innings while striking out eight. Matt Wilkinson represented Team 
Canada. He made two appearances striking out four over 2.2 innings 
pitched. Wilkinson notably struck out Bryce Harper and Cal Raleigh in 
his appearance against Team USA. 
 

In the Angel city: Angel Genao got off to a hot start to 2026 picking 
up a hit and scoring a run in each game against Reading. Genao 
capped off his huge series with a three-run home run in Akron’s win 
on Saturday. Genao returns to Akron after 77 games for the 
RubberDucks in 2025. He hit .259 with 17 doubles, four triples, two 
home runs and 37 RBI with the Ducks over those 77 games, but he 
was most impressive in September batting .349/.429/.419 in 11 
games picking up 15 hits and scoring eight runs. Genao’s strong 
career numbers earned him a spot on the Guardians 40-man roster in 
November. He is one of two MLB top 100 prospects on the 
RubberDucks roster to open 2026 along with Ralphy Velazquez. 
Genao is ranked No. 64 and Velazquez is No. 86 in all of MLB 
according to MLB Pipeline.

On October 29, 2013, then team owner Ken Babby and general manager Jim Pfander stood before a capacity audience at the Akron Civic Theater and announced 
that the team would be known henceforth as the Akron RubberDucks. In addition to being symbolic of the fun, family-friendly brand of entertainment offered by minor 
league baseball, the name also honors Akron’s long history as the “Rubber Capital of the World.” Brandiose Marketing of San Diego, California designed the team 
logo, colors, and various marks and insignias. Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.”  In broadcast coverage, 
referring to the team as “the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
