
THE LAST TIME OUT: Harrisburg catcher Alex Dunlap drove home four on three hits and lead the offensive onslaught 
for the Senators in an 11-2 win over the Brookies on Sunday afternoon at Peoples Natural Gas Field. Harrisburg set their 
season high totals in runs on 13 hits, handing Altoona its largest loss of the season. Altoona struck first on an RBI single 
from Mason Martin in the first inning, scoring Oneil Cruz from third base. Later in the fifth, the Brookies got a run on an RBI 
double from Jason Delay, his second double of the week for Altoona. The Brookies only managed four hits in the contest.

TODAY'S GAME: Altoona plays their lone series of the season with the Yard Goats.

WELL THAT'S NEW: The Curve's 11-2 loss to Harrisburg on Sunday was their largest margin of defeat this season. Prior to 
Sunday's game they hadn't lost a game by more than 4 runs all season.

LOVE TO SEE IT: 2021 Curve RHP Max Kranick made his major league debut on Sunday for the Pitsburgh Pirates becom-
ing the 173rd player in franchise history to reach MLB after playing for the Curve. Kranick sat down all 15 batters he faced 
before a 1:04 rain delay chased the team's from the field in St. Louis. He recorded the first debut start in MLB history that 
ended with five or more perfect innings since 1893, per the Elias Sports Bureau. Kranick batted in the first inning before he 
took the mound, making him the second starting pitcher in Pirates history to hit before he threw the first pitch of his MLB 
debut. Paul Maholm did the same on Aug. 30, 2005, in Milwaukee.

THE FUTURE: Curve RHP Roansy Contreras has been named to the National League roster for SiriusXM Futures Game tak-
ing place on Sunday, July 11 at 3:00 p.m. at Coors Field in Denver, CO. Contreras is the 20th player in franchise history to be 
selected from the active roster to the game, first since Ke'Bryan Hayes in 2018. Contreras along with Greensboro RHP Quinn 
Priester give the Pirates two participants in the game for the first time since 2012 when Gerrit Cole and Jameson Taillon 
both were selected.

WALK IT OFF: Mason Martin's walk-off two-run homer on Friday night marked the second walk-off victory of the season for 
the Curve. It was the 22nd time in franchise history that the Curve have hit a walk-off home run, first since Hunter Owen 
defeated New Hampshire with a 2-run homer on June 1, 2019.

THAT'S RODOLFOLOUS: Rodolfo Castro is tied for first in all of Double-A (tied for eighth in all of MILB) with 26 RBI this 
month. Over his last 20 games he's hitting .395 (32-for-81) with 4 2B, 7 HR, 24 RBI. Castro is 2nd in the league in hits (55) 
and RBI (37), and T-8th in HR (9).

THE YARD GOATS: Hartford enters play on Tuesday at the bottom of the Double-A Northeast League Northeast Division 
standings. The Yard Goats dropped 4-of-6 in their series with the Richmond Flying Squirrels. Hartford is managed by former 
Major League infielder and Connecticut native, Chris Denorfia. Denorfia, who grew up in Southington, came to the Rockies 
organization after spending the 2019 season with the Chicago Cubs as Quality Assurance Coach. Denorfia played 10 years 
in the Major Leagues with Cincinnati (2005-06), Oakland (2008-09), San Diego (2010-14), Seattle (2014) and the Cubs (2015). 
The former outfielder finished his playing career in the Rockies system at Triple-A Albuquerque in 2017. After his play-
ing career, Denorfia joined the Cubs front office as a Special Assistant to the President/GM in 2018. The current roster for 
Hartford features just three players that have played for the Yard Goats prior to 2021: RHP Matt Dennis, OF Willie Abreu and 
OF Manny Melendez. The Yard Goats have three players on the Rockies 40-man MLB Roster (LHP Yoan Aybar, RHP Tommy 
Doyle and INF Elehuris Montero).

FOR ALTOONA: RHP Roansy Contreras makes his ninth start of the season on Tuesday. Contreras struck out at least seven 
batters for the fourth time this season in his last start on Tuesday vs Harrisburg...For more on Contreras, see page two.

FOR HARTFORD: RHP Ryan Feltner makes his third start with the Yard Goats tonight. Feltner was Colorado's 4th round 
pick in 2018 out of Ohio State University. He went 3-1 with a 2.17 ERA in 7 starts with High-A Spokane before his promotion. 
Feltner hails from Hudson, Ohio and was selected in the 25th round out of high school by Toronto, but opted to play college 
baseball. Baseball America identified him as having the "Best Fastball" and "Best Breaking Ball" in the Big 10 prior to his 
Junior season in 2018.

PROSPECT WATCH: The Curve active roster features eight of the top-30 prospects in the Pirates organization according to 
Baseball America. INF Oneil Cruz (No. 2 Pirates, No. 50 overall), INF Ji-Hwan Bae (No. 9), INF Mason Martin (No. 16), OF Cal 
Mitchell (No. 19), Rodolfo Castro (No. 22), and RHP Travis MacGregor (No. 28) are all ranked by BA.
