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BACK ON TRACK: The Delmarva Shorebirds ended their four-game losing streak on Tuesday night with a great
offensive showing, led by Samuel Basallo who matched his career-high with 4 RBIs in an 11-6 win. The Shore-
birds used a run of eight unanswered runs that included a three-run homer by Basallo to take a 9-2 lead.
Fredericksburg made some late innings threats but the bullpen for Delmarva was able to hold the lead despite
a total of 15 walks by the pitching staff in the game.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: The Shorebirds and Nationals will square off in a Wednesday matinee with the Shore-
birds opening day starter, Juan Nunez, getting the call against southpaw Jake Bennett. Bennett is the No. 9
prospect in the Nationals' farm system and is the team's 2nd round pick from the 2022 draft out of Oklahoma.

CREED'S POWER SURGE: Creed Willems has been off to unbelievable start in 2023 as the Delmarva catcher
connected for his fourth home run of the season on Sunday afternoon. His four home runs are currently the
most in the Carolina League as he paces the team in most offensive categories. Willems registered a career-
night in the home opener on April 11 with a personal-best 3 hits and 4 RBIs in a 7-2 win over Kannapolis.

STIVEN IS FEELING IT: Stiven Acevedo has taken his offensive game to another level at the beginning of 2023 as
he recorded his fifth multi-hit game of the season on Tuesday night as he registered two more RBIs in process.
Acevedo has reached base in all 8 games he's played in with hits in 7 seven of them. The Shorebirds' outfielder
haf:l reaIIIy progressed in the early season after batting just .197 in 54 total games last season between the FCL
and Delmarva.

LIVING UP TO THE HYPE: The first r)ick in 2022 Draft, Jackson Holliday, continues his impressive start to his first
full-season in professional baseball as he has two 4-RBI games this season and is tied for second in the Carolina
League in extra base with 6, only behind his teammate Creed Willems who has 7. Holliday has found himself
on base often as he owns an on-base percentage of .500 thanks to 9 walks. He has drawn at least one walk in
every game but one this season with a hit in seven of his nine starts.

RIGHTING THE SHIP: A few of Delmarva's returning arms in 2023 have gotten off to nice start. Edgar Portes has
picked up a pair of wins in relief in his first two appearances with one run allowed in 4.2 innings and 5 strike-
outs. Yaqui Rivera struck out 8 across 6 innings with only 1 earned run allowed. Darlin Alcantara allowed just
one unearned run over three innings on Friday against Kannapolis.

HALT THE WALKS: The Delmara pitching staff has been haunted by walks in the first ten games of the season
as they have allowed 72 free passes after yielding a season-high 15 on Tuesday night versus Fredericksburg.
Tuesday was Delmarva's fourth game this year with ten or more walks but are not 3-1 in those games.

THE BALTIMORE KID: Maxwell Costes has made the most of his playing time as the Baltimore native has a hit
and an RBI in three of his first four starts including his first professional home run on Sunday afternoon in the
first pitch he saw in the at-bat. Costes is 2nd all time at the University of Maryland in home runs as he hit 40
across his four-year career there.

PAYBACK TIME: Delmarva looks to reverse their fate from 2022 against the Fred Nats as their North Division
rival had the upper hand in 2022 by going 7-17 versus the Nationals. Virginia Credit Union Stadium was espe-
cially not Iﬁind to the Shorebirds as they went 1-11 in games at Fredericksburg including losses in their first 9
contests there.
