SAINTLY SLUGGERS: After belting 15 home runs over their first five days in Vegas following an 18-homer homestand last week vs 

Iowa, the Saints now lead all of baseball with 68 home runs on the season. Over their last seven games, the Saints lead all of 

baseball in home runs (24), runs scored (76), team slugging% (.692) and team OPS (1.121). Prior to Wednesday, St. Paul had 

clubbed 47 round trippers in their last 20 games going back to April 14, the most in any 20-game stretch in franchise history. The 

Saints have homered at least once in 20 of their past 24 games since going back-to-back games without a homer on April 10-11.

THE SAINTS ARE HOT: The Saints are 10-3 over their past 13 games since April 25, holding the best record in Triple-A that's tied 

with seven other teams for the best record in Minor League Baseball. During this run, the Saints have outscored their opponents 

104-61 (+43) after running a deficit of 38 runs (112-150) over their first 24 games to start the season in which they went 9-15. The 

Saints are above .500 for the first time since they were 3-2.

DOMO ARIGATO, MR. SABATO: First baseman Aaron Sabato now has five homers in five games in Las Vegas, including the sixth 

three-homer game in Saints history on Tuesday night. After riding the bench in 10 of the first 14 games of the season for St. Paul, 

Sabato has started 17 of 23 games since April 14. In that stretch, the former UNC Tarheel is 20-for-57 (.351) with all seven of his 

homers and is producing a 1.264 OPS that ranks fourth among all Triple-A hitters with at least 30 PA in that run. Only Chris 

Williams  has hit more homers in a single series in franchise history, going deep six times in five games June 13-18, 2023 @LOU.

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints offense continued to dominate as they opened up a nine-run lead at one point in a 13-8 win 

over the Aviators, clinching a road series win on Saturday night at Las Vegas Ballpark. Orlando Arcia  got the Saints on the board in 

the first. With two outs and Gabby Gonzalez  on first (walk), Arcia drilled a run-scoring double off the wall to make it 1-0. An error 

that kicked off a Las Vegas glove on a shallow pop up made it 2-0. After the Aviators got one back on a solo homer by Michael 

Stefanic in the second, the Saints offense went into high gear, scoring multiple runs in the next four frames. Kyler Fedko  cracked a 

two-run single in the third. Aaron Sabato  and Ryan Kreidler  each blasted homers in the fourth, with Sabato's marking his fifth of the 

series. After a three-run fifth, Sabato's two RBI single made it 12-3 after six. Alex Jackson  added a solo homer in the eighth, his 

sixth of the year and third in the past six games. Five Saints relievers all recorded four outs or more on a bullpen day.

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After adding another inning-opening blast to their ledger on Saturday, the Saints continue to lead all 

of baseball in home runs to lead off an inning (see below). Orlando Arcia  (4), Kaelen Culpepper  (4),  Aaron Sabato  (3), Alex 

Jackson (2), and Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an inning each this year, with 

Culpepper twice leading off with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul. Culpepper is one of 17 hitters in MiLB with 

multiple "leadoff homers" (HR in 1st inning by a leadoff man); only Devin Fitz-Gerald (Wilmington) has more than two (3).

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the year with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects, marking the most players 

listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. Between Walker Jenkins , 

Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they touted four prospects on either the MLB.com or Baseball 

America Top-100 list to open the year, surpassing last year’s three. Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), Andrew Morris  (13/13), Marco Raya 

(18/21), and John Klein  (20/23) all opened the year in St. Paul, along with LHP Kendry Rojas  (10/8) on the injured list. RHP Ryan 

Gallagher  (19/22), OF Hendry Mendez  (12/14), and RHP C.J. Culpepper  (22/-) have all since joined the Saints mid-season.

BARREL ME, BLAZER: On Tuesday night, the Saints lineup matched a season-high with seven "barrels," the optimal combination 

of exit velocity and launch angle. Any batted ball that exceeds 99 mph of exit velocity between a launch angle of 25-31 degrees 

qualifies, with each mph of velocity added increasing the range another 3 degrees (i.e. 100 mph between 24-33, 101 between 23-

35, etc). The hard-hitting St. Paul lineup lead Triple-A in the metric as a team, and have produced more barrels than 21 MLB clubs.

ARCIA, WE SEE YA: Saints infielder Orlando Arcia  has hit safely in 13 straight, the longest hit streak for a St. Paul batter so far this 

year and tied 3rd-longest in the Int'l League. The 31-year-old veteran is 24-for-55 (.436) with five homers & nine extra-base hits 

during the run. The Venezuelan's career-long streak was 19 straight games from July 11-Aug 6, 2011 in the DSL.
