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SHOREBIRDS BLANK HILLCATS TO WIN SERIES: The Delmarva Shorebirds secured their second straight series
win to open the second half as they shutout the Lynchburg Hillcats 5-0 on Monday night. Delmarva capitalized
on a pair of early balks by Lynchburg starter Yorman Gomez as a balk in each of the first two innings forced in
a run to make it 2-0 Shorebirds. They used a wild pitch in the fourth that scored Samuel Basallo to extend the
lead to 3-0 before the game was stopped due to weather in the top of the sixth. After an hour and half delay,
the game resumed and Delmarva went back to work by scoring in the sixth on an RBI single by Elio Prado.
They added another run on a wild F;:itch in the seventh to take a 5-0 advantage. Moises Chace took over on the
mound after the delay and tossed his best outing of the season by throwing four shutout frames with a career-
best nine strikeouts and he'd take Delmarva to the finish line in the 5-0 win.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Juan De Los Santos gets the ball on Independence Day and he'll square off with right-
hander Luke Young for the Nationals. This will be the fourth time Young faces the Shorebirds and his second
time as a starter. His first start as a pro was versus Delmarva on June 3 and he tossed four shutout innings on
just one hit in a 7-1 victory for the Fred Nats. He went 2.1 innings out of the bullpen in each of his relief ap-
pearances on April 18 & 23 and Delmarva scored a combined 6 runs (4 earned) during his time on the mound.

BACK LIKE HE NEVER LEFT: Trendon Craig has had an instant impact for the for the Shorebirds since rejoining
the team on June 9 after two months on the IL. In 17 games since returning, Craig is slashing .349/.440/.587
and has collected a total of 10 extra-base hits, and 10 RBI, while also stealing 7 bases. Craig has reached base
safely in 21 of 23 games with the Shorebirds and has multiple hits in 10 of his 23 games with Delmarva. His 16-
game on-base streak that was snapped on June 23 is the longest by a Shorebirds hitter this season.

BLAZING BASALLO: Samuel Basallo is currently in one of his hottest stretches this season. Since June 18,
Basallo is batting .366 with 5 home runs and 13 RBI. During his current run, he was named the Carolina League
Player of the Week for June 20-25 versus Augusta, featuring a game where he went yard twice for his second
multi-homer game of his career. He also hit the first grand slam of the season for the Shorebirds on Sunday in
8th inning to break a 0-0 tie in the eighth inning. Basallo is currently the league-leader in RBI amongst active
players and is 10 RBI on the next closest player (Zach Cole - Fayetteville).

THE 'BIRDS ARE HOT?: After a tough month and tough 20 game stretch where the Shorebirds went 4-16 from
May 28-June 18, Delmarva is playing with some momentum as they've won their last two series against Au-
gusta and Lynchburg. It's the first time the Shorebirds have won consecutive series since the end of April when
they took four of five from both the Fredericksburg Nationals and the Salem Red Sox.

THE X-FACTOR: The most decisive stat for the Shorebirds this season in the outcomes of their games is whether
or not they out-hit their opponent. In game where Delmarva out-hits the opposition, they are 28-4. When they
are out-hit, their record is 3-31 and our 2-6 when hits are equal.

SETTING THE TONE: The starting pitcher for the Shorebirds has been a difference maker over the last two
series as the starters have a combined ERA of 1.88 over the last 11 games with 50 strikeouts (10.4 K/9). The
starter has departed from the game five times during this stretch without allowing a run and no one has al-
lowed more than three runs.

TIME FOR REVENGE: The Shorebirds welcome in rival Fredericksburg for the first time this season and our look-
ing for payback after dropping six out of seven games to the Freddies last time the two matched up from May
30-June 4. Delmarva was walked-off three times in that series and lost a pair of games in extra innings.

LAST OUTING (6/29 @ LYN): De Los Santos earned the first save of his
professional career last time out in Lynchburg by tossing five, shutout
innings in relief of Deivy Cruz as the two would combine to blank the
Hillcats 8-0.

vs. FREDERICKSBURG: Juan De Los Santos has faced the Fred Nats
plenty in his career as this will be the third time this season, and the
seventh overall going back to last season. Fredericksburg beat De Los
Santos the last time they saw him on June 3 by scoring 5 runs on him,
but only 1 was earned across 1.2 innings as he took the loss in a 7-1
defeat. He was also the starter against the Nationals on April 21 and
went 3 innings where he allowed 2 runs on 5 hits with 4 strikeouts and
4 walks. The right-hander had an ERA of 2.92 in four starts versus the
Fred Nats in 2022 across 12.1 innings with 16 strikeouts and 6 walks.

2022 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS: 2022 was overall a nice season for De Los
Santos as he established himself as one of the more consistent arms
in the Delmarva rotation early in the season. The right-hander had a
strong first two months of the season before a tough June where he
had an ERA of 8.44 in five appearances. The length of his starts began
to go down in July as he easily eclipsed his prior career high in innings
thrown as he finished season with 79.2.

BAD LUCK: Despite a 1-6 record this season, Juan De Los Santos has
quietly put together a strong season for the Shorebirds. The right-
hander was the victim of some tough defense as he allowed 12 runs
in June but only 3 of them were earned. 13 total unearned runs have
scored against De Los Santos this season, which is the most of any
pitcher on the staff.
