June 17: RubberDucks 10, Curve 9 (10): Akron scored five in the
fourth highlighted by RBI doubles by Luke Hill and Wuilfredo
Antunez and punctuated by Cameron Barstad’s RBI single. Altoona
tied the game in the sixth on Omar Alfonzo’s second homer of the
night. The game was suspended headed into the top of the seventh
due to rain. On Thursday, the two teams resumed the game. Akron
tied the game in the ninth inning thanks to an Altoona throwing error
before winning the game in the tenth inning on an Alfonsin Rosario
walk-off walk.

June 18: Curve 4, RubberDucks 1: Altoona took game three of the
series after scoring three in the first and holding Akron to just five hits
in the loss. Jacob Cozart had two hits while Jose Devers had
Akron’s lone RBI base knock of the night.

Today’s starter: Justin Campbell makes his eighth Double-A start
on Friday night. The right-hander is coming off a no-decision against
Erie on June 13 after allowing two runs (one earned) over 4.2 innings.
The start in Erie was Campbell’s career-high in innings pitched. He
has gone over 70 pitched four times since being promoted to Akron.

ChipDippers: The RubberDucks will take the field on Friday and
Saturday nights as the Akron ChipDippers. The two-night only rebrand
is the newest in the RubberDucks’ Only in Akron series that
celebrates the food and terms unique to Akron. Around 1939, J.J.
Lawson started his Lawson’s Milk company in Cuyahoga Falls. As his
business expanded, Lawson started offering more products including
his famous French onion chip dip. The popularity of the dip inspired
other Ohio companies like Toft Dairy and Smith’s Dairy to create their
own French onion dip. Lawson’s chip dip is still sold in local Circle K
convenience stores in Northeast Ohio.

Home Cooking: The Akron RubberDucks are 21-9 at 7 17 Credit
Union Park this season. Those 21 wins are the tied second most by
an Eastern League club at home this season (Richmond 26 and
Somerset 21). Akron is averaging 5.4 runs per game at home while
Akron pitchers are working toa 3.14 ERA at 7 17 Credit Union Park.
Since the start of 2024 (the Greg DiCenzo era), the RubberDucks are
82-43 when playing in downtown Akron.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 319 walks rank
first in Eastern League and second in Double-A this season. Eight
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season. Nick
Mitchell leads the RubberDucks with 37 walks (eighth most in EL).

RubberDucks and Curve: Akron is facing Altoona for the first of four
series this season and the first of two in Akron. Last season, Akron
was 13-8 against Altoona, including 9-3 in Akron. Akron is 300-250
all-time against Altoona. Top prospects in the series includes:
Guardians (MLB.com): #9 OF Jaison Chourio, #13 OF Alfonsin
Rosario, #17 C Jacob Cozart, #21 RHP Justin Campbell, #25 LHP
Josh Hartle, #26 LHP Rafe Schlesinger, #30 INF Luke Hill

Pirates (MLB.com): #14 C Omar Alfonzo, #26 INF Duce Gourson,
#28 INF Callan Moss

How about Hill: After a strong start to the 2026 season with Lake
County, Luke Hill has continued to swing a red-hot bat in Double-A.
The infielder is batting .271/.831 with seven doubles, a home run and
eight RBI in 13 games played with the RubberDucks. He has recorded
a multi-hit game in four of his 13 games with Akron so far.

Red hot Rosario: Alfonsin Rosario started swinging a hot bat on the
recent road trip to Chesapeake and Erie. He hit.357/.431/.905 with
three doubles, a triple, six home runs and 20 RBI during the trip and
earned EL player of the week honors. In the month of June, Rosario is
batting .321/1.198 with four doubles, a triple, six home runs and 22
RBI. He now leads the RubberDucks team with 12 homers this
season.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.25 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 590 strikeouts over 563.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, starts, games and
innings pitched Jack Jasiak leads the Eastern League in wins with
seven this season. He would be the first Akron reliever to rank among
the EL wins leaders in a season since Skylar Arias won the fifth most
games in the league (7) in 2021. He is one win away from tying
Bradley Hanner (8 wins in 2024 and 2023) and Josh Martin (8 wins
in 2015) for most wins by an Akron reliever since 2010. Steven
Wright’s 9 wins in 2009 are the most by an Akron reliever since at
least 2005.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .333/.437/.577 with 22
runs scored, 29 hits, four home runs and 15 RBI in his last 22 games.
Chourio hit his first professional multi-home run and career-high five
RBI game on June 2 and hit a game tying solo home run in the ninth
inning on June 11. He has four homers in June, which is one away
from setting a new career-high for most homers in a month. Since
being promoted to Akron, he ranks top 10 in the EL in average
(fourth), OBP (second) and OPS (eighth).
