ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Home for the Holiday  
The Fightin Phils return home for their final series at FirstEnergy Stadium before the All-Star Break through Sunday against the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, 
Double-A affiliate of the Toronto Blue Jays. It is the 17th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and 10th-of-11 at America’s Classic Ballpark. 	
Entering play on Saturday, Reading leads the season series over New Hampshire 9-7, which includes a 5-4 record in Reading and 4-3 mark in Manchester. 

Tough Friday Night
The Reading Fightin Phils (6-4, 36-43) dropped a 12-4 decision to the New Hampshire Fisher Cats (6-4, 39-38) on Friday night at FirstEnergy Stadium, evening 
the six-game series at two games apiece and creating a three-way tie atop the Eastern League Northeast second-half standings. New Hampshire built a 5-0 lead 
through four innings before Reading answered with three runs in the bottom of the fourth, highlighted by Pedro León’s solo home run and an RBI double from 
Alex Binelas. Raylin Heredia added his 16th home run of the season in the sixth to trim the deficit to 5-4, but the Fisher Cats pulled away with seven unan-
swered runs over the final two innings, including a bases-clearing double from Victor Arias and a four-run ninth. Alex Amalfi (3-6) earned the win in relief, 
while Braydon Tucker (6-5) took the loss after allowing five runs over 3.1 innings. Arias finished 3-for-6 with five RBI to lead New Hampshire, while Binelas 
went 3-for-4, extended his on-base streak to 23 games, and drove in a run for Reading.

Hello Tello
Raider Tello made his Double-A debut on Thursday night and turned in a first game for the ages. The 25-year old reached base four times, had two hits, and 
launched the first grand slam of his profession career into the pool in right field. His grand slam was already the sixth one hit by the Fightin Phils this season 
and first since Caleb Ricketts hit one on June 9 vs Portland. Tello began the season with Jersey Shore (A+), came off the injured list on Tuesday, and was 	
promptly promoted to Reading on Thursday. The Phillies signed Tello as an undrafted free agent in 2024 out of Iowa. 

Binelas Stays Hot  
Alex Binelas stayed red-hot on Friday night with another three hits. two doubles and run scored. Over his last 10 games, dating back to June 23, Binelas is 
slashing .429/.489/.810 (1.299 OPS), along with 15 runs, seven doubles, three home runs and 10 RBI. Binelas has a hit in nine-of-10 games and collected two-
or-more hits in six of the contests. The highlight of the stretch was a four hit and four RBI night last Saturday, which included his 18th home run of the season. 
Binelas is also currently riding a 23-game on-base streak, dating back to June 7 and has a .341 average and .437 on-base percentage over the streak.

Bryan Gets on Base  
Bryan Rincon’s season-best 26-game on-base streak came to an end on Thursday night. It was the longest on-base streak by a R-Phil since Keaton Anthony’s 
25-game on-base streak in 2025. The Phillies’ 27th ranked prospect’s on-base streak was the longest by a Fightin Phil this season and was the fourth longest on-
base streak in the Eastern League this season. The shortstop posted a .378 on-base percentage over the streak, which dated back to May 19. 

Raking Raylin  
Raylin Heredia extended his hit streak to nine games with two more hits, including his 16th home run of the season and his league-leading 40th exra-base 
hit. Over his nine-game hit streak, dating back to June 24, Heredia is slashing .333/.348/.644 (.992 OPS), along with 10 runs, two doubles, four home runs and 
seven RBI. Over the hit streak, Heredia had multiple hits in five of the games, which included four contests in a row from June 26-30.

Dueling Quartets 
Both Bryan Rincon and Riley Tirotta picked up four base hits for Reading on Wednesday night, accounting for eight of the team’s 16 hits on the night. Rincon’s 
four hits matched both a season and career-high, with his last coming on May 1 at Hartford. Tirotta’s four hits marked the third time in his career he has had 
four-or-more hits in a game, with his last being a five-hit contest on June 21, 2024, with Buffalo at Scranton/Wilkes-Barre.

Offense Stayed Hot 
In their 10-4 win on Thursday night, the Fightin Phils scored nine-or-more runs in six games in a row and seven-or-more runs in seven-straight games, a 
stretch that ended on Friday night. Reading has now won six-of-eight games, since June 25, and over that stretch is second in the Eastern League with a .320 
average and leads the league with a .967 OPS. The R-Phils have also scored a league-high 72 runs (9.0/game) and slugged 20 home runs, also the most in the 
Eastern League. On the season, Reading has hit 108 home runs, which is closing in on first palce Somerset, who has 121. The Fightin Phils are on pace for 188 
home runs this season, which comes after hitting 118 during the 2025 season.

This Day in Baseballtown History 
July 4, 2012: At Altoona, a day after being forced into action as a pitcher in a 14-2 loss, Darin Ruf scores Reading’s only run in a 1-0 blanking of the Curve.  
Ruf is plunked by a pitch to lead off the 2nd inning and eventually scores on a botched fielder’s choice off the bat of catcher Bob Stumpo.  Stumpo, who was 
making his Double-A debut, would play nine games with the R-Phils from July 4-22 but never get into a game played at FirstEnergy Stadium.

Here Come the Cats 
New Hampshire enters play today with a 40-37 record, along with a 6-4 mark in the second half. The Fisher Cats took four-of-six games against Somerset last 
week, and following this week, they return home to face Portland. New Hampshire’s roster features seven of the Blue Jays top-30 prospects: Gage Stanifer (5), 
Victor Arias (10), Fernando Perez (16), Javen Coleman (22), Cutter Coffey (23), Danny Thompson (25) and Adrian Pinto (29).

New Hampshire Tone Setter
Righty Jackson Wentworth makes his 15th start and 14th appearance of the season tonight. So far, Wentworth is 4-4, with a 4.31 ERA (30 ER, 62.2 IP), along 
with 46 strikeouts. Wentworth last started on Sunday against Somerset, allowing three runs over five innings, with four strikeouts. He has started twice against 
Reading this season, allowing six-earned runs over 4.2 IP, and has an 0-2 record. Wentworth began his pro career in 2025 with Vancouver (A+), going 5-5, with 
a 4.35 ERA across 26 starts. The 23-year old was drafted in the fifth round by the Blue Jays in 2024 out of Kansas State.
