Missions (3-5, 34-43), 2-1, on Wednesday night at Nelson Wolff Stadium. The 
Missions scored the only run by either side in the first eight innings when 
Braedon Karpathios smacked a leadoff triple in the second inning and later 
scored on Albert Fabian’s sacrifice fly. That would be all Ashton Izzi would 
allow for the night as he worked 6.2 innings on the hill, striking out six San 
Antonio batters along the way. Sandro Santana picked up a pair of strikeouts 
in the eighth, allowing the Soddies to overtake in their final turn at-bat. Jack 
Hurley drew a walk to begin the ninth and quickly moved up to third on two 
wild pitches. Junior Franco drove him in on a bloop single to tie the game and 
Demetrio Crisantes later chopped one to second to allow the go-ahead run to 
sprint home with ease. Carlos Rey entered and converted the save opportunity, 
completing the 2-1 Sod Poodles win.

NOT TOO SHABBY, IZZI?: Turning in the longest start of the year by a Sod 
Poodle Wednesday night was Ashton Izzi...his 6.2 innings of one-run ball 
earned him his third quality start of the year...in his most recent five road starts, 
he is 3-0 with a 0.98 ERA (3 ER/27.2 IP) with 26 strikeouts and only five walks.

TWO-FOR-WON: Amarillo needed only two runs to defeat San Antonio last 
night, a feat they have accomplished 28 times total in franchise history...they 
have won more games (6) with two runs or fewer against the Missions than 
any other Texas League team...Amarillo has been held scoreless through eight 
innings 52 times total in the history of the club and last night’s win was only the 
fourth victory in such situations...entering play last night, their most recent win 
without a run through the first eight innings was on August 23, 2025 at SA.

KEEPING UP WITH THE JONESES: While he was held out of the hit column 
last night, bringing his career-long 9-game hit streak to an end, Druw Jones 
still reached base twice, continuing a stretch of play where he has been an on-
base machine...he has reached base safely in 29 of his most recent 30 games 
(5/21-c), good for a .462 OBP...the stretch includes an active on-base streak of 
17 games (6/9-c) which is the second-longest among Sod Poodles this season.

NICE DEMET YOU: Among Texas League batters since his Soddies debut on 
June 2, Demetrio Crisantes ranks tied for 1st in doubles (10), tied for 1st in 
extra-base hits (16), 3rd in hits (32), 4th in SLG (.630), 4th in OPS (1.065), and 4th 
in runs (24)...his 10 doubles in June are tied for the 3rd-most by a Sod Poodle in 
a single calendar month in club history, matching Ben McLaughlin who did so 
in April earlier this year...he joined Druw Jones (4/29/26 at MID) on Sunday as 
the only Soddies ever to hit for the cycle.

GRAN TORIN-O: For the year, Cristofer Torin ranks 9th among Texas League 
batters in hits (70) and tied for 2nd in triples (4)...since May 3, Torin ranks 1st in 
Double-A baseball with an 8.8% strikeout rate (min. 138 PA).

WHAT CONTI DO?: In his most recent 17 road games (5/14-c), Gavin 
Conticello is batting .413 (26x63) with 24 RBI and a 1.336 OPS.

THE ‘PEN IS MIGHTIER: Over their most recent 16 games (6/13-c), the 
Amarillo bullpen ranks 2nd in the Texas League in ERA (3.87) and WHIP (1.32)
