SIX GAMES: The Sounds turn their attention to Memphis for a six-game series with
playoff implications. The Redbirds earned a win on Sunday and enter the week tied
atop the International League standings along with Rochester. Sitting -2.0 GB of the
pair after dropping the final three against Durham, Nashville will have to win the
series and get some help from Toledo in order to clinch the first playoff spot of the
season in the International League.

WICH HUNT: With a win on Wednesday, Brett Wichrowski became the first
Nashville pitcher since Sean Manaea in 2016 to win each of their first two Triple-A
starts with the Sounds. Manaea did so on April 11 and April 16 during the 2016
season when he entered the season as the Athletics no. 2-rated prospect. Through
his first two games, Manaea had allowed just 10 hits with two earned runs including
a home run and added 17 strikeouts to just two walks and carried a 1.50 ERA.
Wichrowski has won each of his first games backed by solid offensive output behind
him with the Sounds scoring eight runs in each of his first two starts. Through his
first two Triple-A games, Wichrowski has allowed eight earned runs (2 HR) on 10
hits with nine strikeouts and six walks over 10.2 IP.

GOOD TIMES, HARD TIMES: Brewers no. 16-rated prospect Tyson Hardin finished
strong in another solid outing with Nashville. The right-hander weathered the early
storm allowing a pair of runs in the first two innings to retire 11 straight to end his
outing. His five strikeouts over 5.0 IP give him 23 through 16.2 IP against the Bulls
since his promotion to Nashville on May 17 across three starts. He finished the
series with 16 strikeouts and six hits allowed and three runs. His 36 strikeouts since
making his Sounds debut rank first in the Brewers farm system as does his 1.89
ERA and 33.1 IP through his first six Triple-A starts. The right-hander hasn't allowed
more than two earned runs in any of his first six Triple-A starts.

STEADY EDDYS: Eddys Leonard recorded three of Nashville's eight hits for the
game in Sunday's series finale, going 3-for-4 with a home run and both Sounds RBI.
It was his third 3-hit game this season and first since May 2 vs. Norfolk. Sunday
was his 18th overall multi-hit performance and third of the series against the Bulls.
He ended the series 8-for-14 (.571) with Sunday's home run, a triple, three RBI, two
walks, and five runs scored. His 11 multi-RBI games this season are tied for the most
on the team along with Jeferson Quero and his multi-RBI performance gave him
the clubhouse lead (37) entering the final series of the first half by one over Quero.
His 10 home runs this season give him six straight 10+ home run seasons. With six-
games remaining in the first half of the IL schedule, he ranks top five in the Brewers
farm system in: OPS (3rd, .930), hits (T-3rd, 58), doubles (T-3rd, 12), XBH (4th, 24),
total bases (4th, 104), SLG (4th, .545), HR (T-5th, 10), and AVG (5th, .304).

AINT NOTHING LUKE-Y ABOUT IT: With a 2-for-4 day at the plate on Sunday,
Brewers no. 11-rated prospect Luke Adams is hitting .298 (14-for-47) with seven
home runs, two doubles, and 11 RBI since beginning his minor league rehab
assignment and making his return from injury that sidelined him for 42 games from
April 15 - May 26. He's hitting .265 over his last 10 Triple-A games since rejoining

the Sounds with four home runs and a double. Sunday marked his fourth multi-hit
game of the season and second of the series after going 2-for-4 with a home run
and double on Friday night. He extends his on-base streak to 18 straight games
dating back to April 2, it's currently tied for the seventh-longest active on-base
streak in the International League.

G-SHARP: Right-hander Garrett Stallings tossed yet another efficient outing as he
allowed three runs on five hits and punched out a season-high nine in five innings of
work on Saturday night. The nine strikeouts are his most in a start since he tied his
career-high with 10 strikeouts on September 7, 2023, vs. Jacksonville with Norfolk.
Saturday night was his sixth career game with 9+ strikeouts and fourth time in
Triple-A. Since making his Sounds debut on June 1, 2024, Stallings ranks third in
the Brewers organization with 204.2 IP.
