ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils stay on the road and continue their penultimate road trip of the season at the Altoona Curve, Double-A affiliate of the Pittsburgh Pirates. It is 
the fifth-of-six match ups with the Curve this season, with all six at People’s Natural Gas Field in Altoona. After not playing at all in 2024, this week is 	
Reading’s first match up with the Curve since playing a series in Altoona from July 18-23, of the 2023 season. Reading leads the season-series 3-1.

Game 116 Recap
It was another all-around effort on Friday night, as the Fightin Phils captured their third-straight win, 6-2, over Altoona. Reading struck first again after an 
Aidan Miller leadoff double and stolen base, and then he scored on a single from Jose Rodriguez. The R-Phils tacked on again in the second as Bryson Ware 
doubled and two bunt singles scored him. Cade Fergus then scored on a wild pitch from Curve start Blake Townsend. Altoona struck in the bottom of the 
fourth when Nick Cimillo singled home Konnor Griff to make it 3-1. But, Reading added two more in the top of the fifth. Rodriguez doubled, his second of 
three hits on the night, and then a Dylan Campbell singled plated Rodriguez. Caleb Ricketts extended his hit streak to 12 games with a double to score 	
Campbell and make it 5-1. Reading plated another run in the sixth when Rodriguez singled home Miller again. Jean Cabrera earned the win, allowing one 
run over five innings, with seven strikeouts. Eiberson Castellano allowed a run in the bottom of the sixth as Cimillo scored on a double from Omar Alfonzo. 
Andrew Baker tossed two-scoreless innings of relief and Tristan Garnett finished the night with a scoreless ninth inning to wrap up the victory.

It’s Miller Time
Aidan Miller’s red-hot August continued by reaching base five times on Friday night (2B, 2 BB, 2 HBP). It tied a career-high in times on base for Miller, with the 
last coming on Sept. 1, 2024, when he had five hits against Hudson Valley. He had two home runs on Thursday night, which marked the first multi-homer game 
in Miller’s professinal career, as he homered in back-to-back at bats. Over 18 August games, the Phillies No. 2 prospect is slashing .365/.467/.676 (1.143 OPS), 
with 21 runs, 11 doubles, four home runs, 13 RBI and is 11-14 in stolen bases. Miller enters play today with an Eastern League best, and Phillies organizational 
best, 48 stolen bases on the season. He is the first Fightin Phil to swipe 40+ bags in a season since Quintin Berry in 2009. If Miller is to reach 50 over the next 20 
games, he would be the first Reading player to steal 50-or-more in a season since Jose Leiva swiped 50 in 1987. Miller’s other Eastern League ranks are: 6th OBP 
(.368), 4th BB (61) and 3rd runs (64).

King Felix
Felix Reyes turned in his second-straight three-hit game on Friday night. It was the 13th game this year that Reyes had 3+ hits. Since the start of last week’s 
series against Akron on Aug. 12 (10 games), Felix Reyes is slashing .400/.438/.644 (1.082 OPS), with 10 runs, eight doubles, one home run and nine RBI. Reyes 
now qualifies to be ranked amongst the Eastern League leaders and holds the following ranks on the season: 1st AVG (.333), 8th OBP (.365), 1st SLG (.568), 1st 
OPS (.933), 3rd 2B (27), 4th XBH (42) and 5th total bases (167).

Getting it “Dunn”
Veteran Nick Dunn launched two home runs in Wednesday night’s win at Altoona. It marked the first time in Dunn’s career he posted mutliple home runs in 
a game. It was the sixth time a R-Phil had multiple home runs in a game this season, with Paul McIntosh doing it last on Aug. 14 vs Akron. Dunn is currently 
riding a seven-game hit and 12-game on-base streak. Over the on-base streak, Dunn is slashing .318/.426/.636 (1.062 OPS), with 10 runs, two doubles, four 
home runs and 13 RBI. The Phillies acquired Dunn for cash considerations from the Seattle Mariners on June 14.

Ricketts Rolling
Caleb Ricketts is currently riding a season-long 12-game hit streak, dating back to Aug. 3. Over the streak, Ricketts is slashing .333/.368/.537 (.905 OPS), with 
10 runs, five doubles, two home runs and 10 RBI. His 12-game hit streak has matched Keaton Anthony’s team best 12-game hit streak (5/22-6/4).

McIntosh Back on Track
Since going 3-35 (.086) over nine games on Reading’s two-week road trip from July 29-August 10, Paul McIntosh has turned things around in a big way. Over 
six games since the end of the last road trip, McIntosh is slashing .360/.429/.680 (1.109 OPS), with three runs, two doubles, two home runs and six RBI. He has 
three multi-hit games in his last six contests, including two hits on Tuesday to begin the series at Altoona and a double on Thursday night against the Curve.

This Day in Baseballtown History
August 23, 2004: At Reading, Carlos Ruiz hits his second solo home run of the game in the bottom of the 9th to lift the Phillies past New Britain, 7-6, in a stand 
alone make-up game.  New Britain had rallied from a 5-0 hole to take the lead, 6-5 in the 8th.

Altoona has a 57-60 record and is first in the Southwest Division in the second half with a 27-22 record. The Curve took four-of-six games from Richmond last 
week heads to Harrisburg next week. Altoona’s roster includes xx of Pittsburgh’s top-30 prospects: Konnor Griffin (1), Termarr Johnson (6), Esmerlyn Valdez 
(15), Mitch Jebb (18), Omar Alfonzo (19), Jack Brannigan (21), Anthony Solometo (25) and Wilber Dotel (28).

Altoona Arm
Righty Antwone Kelly makes his 10th start for Altoona tonight. He’s 2-2, with a 2.70 ERA (13 ER, 43.1 IP). Kelly began the season with Greensboro (A+), going 
1-1, with a 3.03 ERA over 14 starts. Kelly allowed two runs on five hits over 2.1 innings at Richmond last Sunday. He spent all of 2024 with Bradenton (A), going 
1-6, with a 4.43 ERA. The 21-year old signed with the Pirates in 2021 out of Aruba.
