June 4: Baysox 11, RubberDucks 6: Alfonsin Rosario launched a
two-run home run as part of a four RBI night, but Akron could not
overcome Chesapeake’s six-run fifth inning in the loss on Thursday.

Today’s starter: Dylan DeLucia makes his 11th start of the season
on Friday night. The right-hander is coming off a no-decision last
week against Richmond after tossing six innings allowing one
unearned run while striking out five. He is making his third start of the
season against the Baysox on Friday night. He is 0-0 with a 6.00 ERA
and nine strikeouts in his two starts against Chesapeake this season.
After a rough April, DeLucia pitched to a 2.16 ERA with 23 strikeouts
in 25 May innings.

Red hot Alfonsin: Alfonsin Rosario is on fire at the plate as of late.
The RubberDucks outfielder is currently on a five-game hitting streak
batting .421/.478/.842 with four runs scored, five doubles, a home run
and four RBI. He is tied with Wuilfredo Antunez for most home runs
on the active RubberDucks team with seven so far this season.

New Duck on the pond: Luke Hill joins the RubberDucks after an
impressive start to the season at High-A Lake County. The infielder hit
.274/.436/.597 with 10 home runs and 37 RBI in 38 games for Lake
County. Hill was red hot in May batting .342/.500/.808 with eight
doubles, a triple, eight home runs and 26 RBI in 22 games for the
Captains. He led MILB in slugging and OPS (1.308) while leading
High-A in OBP and the Midwest league with 17 extra-base hits in
May. His eight homers and 17 extra-base hits are the most by a Lake
County hitter in May since 2007 and 2011 respectively. Hill earned
Midwest League Player of the Month honors in May. He had two
multi-hit games in his two starts with Akron.

Tale of two locations: Akron is an impressive 19-8 record at 7 17
Credit Union Park in 2026. The RubberDucks are batting .244 with
138 runs scored, 43 doubles, nine triples, 19 homers, 127 RBI and 34
stolen bases in Akron. On the mound at 7 17 Credit Union Park, the
RubberDucks staff is working to a 2.99 ERA with 241 strikeouts over
241.0 innings. In the Greg DiCenzo era, the RubberDucks are 80-42
at home. On the road this season, Akron is 10-17. The Ducks staff is
working to a 5.10 ERA and 245 strikeouts over 227.2 innings. At the
plate, Akron hitters are batting .216 with 134 runs scored, 36 doubles,
six triples, 21 home runs, 120 RBI and 30 stolen bases.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 271 walks rank
first in Eastern League and second in Double-A this season. Nick
Mitchell leads Akron and is second in the EL in walks with 36.

What a Rush: The RubberDucks offense is red hot right now. Akron
scored double digit runs in three straight games from May 30-June 2
(first time since at least 2005) and put up 50 runs in the last seven
games. Akron is hitting .290 as a team with 16 doubles, three triples,
six homers and 45 RBI in those seven games.

May men: The Akron RubberDucks went 14-13 over the month of the
May. Akron’s pitching staff worked to a 3.89 ERA during the month
compiling 230 strikeouts over 233.2 innings pitched. Adam Tulloch
did not allow an earned run over six appearances during the month
while Dylan DeLucia paced the starting staff with a 2.16 ERA in five
starts. At the plate, the RubberDucks hit .231/.330/.348 as a team with
48 doubles, nine triples, 12 home runs and 117 RBI. Ralphy
Velazquez hit .371 during the month before his promotion after 15
May games while Jose Devers hit .303 in 24 May games. Jacob
Cozart hit three home runs during the second month of the season.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.01 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 486 strikeouts over 468.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, starts, saves and
innings pitched Jack Jasiak leads the Eastern League in wins with
seven this season. He would be the first Akron reliever to rank among
the EL wins leaders in a season since Skylar Arias won the fifth most
games in the league (7) in 2021. He is one win away from tying
Bradley Hanner (8 wins in 2024 and 2023) and Josh Martin (8 wins
in 2015) for most wins by an Akron reliever since 2010. Steven
Wright’s 9 wins in 2009 are the most by an Akron reliever since at
least 2005.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .362/.444/.553 with 10
runs scored, 17 hits, two home runs and seven RBI in his last 12
games. He had a career-high five RBI during his first professional
multi-home run game on June 2 against the Baysox.
