ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils stay on the road and continue a two-week road trip, and a six-game series at the Hartford Yard Goats, Double-A affiliate of the Colorado 
Rockies. It is the 10th/11th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and fourth and fifth-of-12 at Dunkin’ Park in Hartford. The Yard Goats took four-of-
six games from Reading from June 17-22 and lead the season-series 5-4. Reading returns to Hartford from Spet. 2-7 for the final road trip of the season.

Game 97 Recap
The Fightin Phils rallied for a 6-3, 10-inning, win on Friday night at Hartford. Griff McGarry started and allowed one run over four innings, with four strikeouts 
in a no-decision. Cole Carrigg singled in the bottom of the third and proceeded to steal second, third and home to give the Yard Goats a 1-0 lead. Alex Binelas 
launched a solo home run in the top of the fourth inning to tie the game. After Hartford took a 2-1 lead in the bottom of the sixth, it looked like the Yard Goats 
were poised to carry that lead to victory. After the first two batters were retired in the ninth, the Fightin Phils got three-straight two-out hits from Caleb Rick-
etts, Dylan Campbell and then Nick Dunn to tie the game at two. Jaydenn Estenista sent the Yard Goats down in the ninth and Reading proceeded to score four 
runs in the 10th to grab a 6-2 lead. Aidan Miller doubled, and Campbell and Ricketts both added knocks to drive in runs in the win. Tommy McCollum allowed 
the inherited runner to score, but retired the Yard Goats’ batters to secure a 6-3 win. Dylan Camlbell and Caleb Ricketts each had strong games, with both 
knocking three hits in the win. The 10-inning win marked just the second extra-inning win of the season for the Fightin Phils, with the other coming on May 4 
against Harrisburg. It was also the fifth time this season that Reading won a game when trailing entering the ninth inning this season.

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller turned in one of his best games of the season on Tuesday night. The 21-year old had two hits, scored three runs and had 
a double in the win at Hartford. The 2023 first round pick is second in the Eastern League and is first in the Phillies minor leagues with 37 stolen bases on the 
season. After his 37th stolen base last Thursday against Binghamton, Miller has stolen the most bases in a season by a R-Phil since Quintin Berry stole 48 in 
2009. The last Fightin Phil to steal 30+ in a season was Johan Rojas in 2023 and the last to swipe 31 or more in a year was Roman Quinn in 2016.

Alums on the Move
Two now-former Fightin Phils were included in traded at this year’s trade deadline. Mick Abel, who pitched for Reading in 2022 and ‘23, was dealt with Jersey 
Shore (A+) catcher Eduardo Tait, in the trade that acquired Jhoan Duran from the Minnesota Twins. Abel had a strong season with Lehigh Valley (AAA) and 
made a handful of stong starts with the Phillies this season as well. Hendry Mendez, who had been with Reading since Opening Day, was dealt in the deal that 
sent Harrison Bader to Philadelphia from Minnesota as well. Mendez ranked amongst the league leaders in various hitting categories. Otto Kemp, who is still 
with the Phillies, chipped in two hits for the Phillies last night.

Mashing McIntosh
Paul McIntosh’s 11-game hitting streak (July 3-26) came to an end on Sunday after going 0-4. The catcher slashed .462/.523/.692 (1.215 OPS), with six doubles, 
one home run and six RBI over the streak. His 11-game hitting streak was the second longest by a Fightin Phil this season, only trailing a 12-game one from 
Keaton Anthony. He is still currently riding a 18-game on-base streak, dating back to June 21, and has a .479 on-base percentage over that stretch. His 18-game 
on-base streak is currently the longest active on-base streak in the Eastern League.

Cabrera in Control
Jean Cabrera turned in another strong start on Tuesday night at Hartford, allowing two runs over 5.2 IP, with a season-high nine strikeouts. Since June 24, 
Cabrera is 4-1, with a 2.86 ERA (11 ER, 34.2 IP). Cabrera has tossed six-or-more innings in seven of his 19 starts this season and has five quality starts in total, 
with four of them coming since the start of June. Following his start Tuesday night, Cabrera is ninth in the Eastern League in ERA (3.61), 4th in strikeouts (99), 
T-2nd in games started (19), 1st in innings pitched (102.1), third in average against (.203), eighth in WHIP (1.20) and T-9th in winning percentage (.500).

This Day in Baseballtown History
August 2, 2023: At Hartford, Oliver Dunn has a career-night as the R-Phils win 8-2 over the Yard Goats. Dunn has three extra-base this for the second time 
that season and in his career. He also hit two home runs, which was his second multi-homer game of the season and his career. Dunn also drove in five runs, 
which set a career high. Jhailyn Ortiz and Baron Radcliff homered (Ortiz and Dunn went back-to-back in the fifth), while five relievers allowed just two runs in 
a bullpen-game victory.

Hey Hartford
Hartford enters play today with a 51-47 overall record and 15-14 mark in the second half, sitting at third place in the Northeast Division. The Yard Goats took 
two-of-five games at New Hampshire (Reading’s next opponent) last week, with the Sunday finale cancelled due to rain. After this week, Hartford is back on the 
road and travels to Altoona. The Yard Goats’ roster features eight of the Colorado Rockies top-30 prospects: Charlie Condon (1), Cole Carrigg (2), Jared Thomas 
(7), Sean Sullivan (11), Welinton Herrera (20), Jack Mahoney (24), Michael Prosecky (26) and Benny Montgomery (28).

Goats Pitcher
Lefty Ben Shileds starts game one for Hartford tonight. With four different teams in the Yankees’ system this season, Shields is 1-2, with a 3.03 ERA (12 ER, 
35.2 IP). Shields was traded to the Rockies in the deal that sent Jake Birds to New York at the deadline. Lefty Mason Green makes the start in game two of the 
doubleheader. Green has made 26 appearances and seven starts for Hartford this season, and he has a 2-4, with a 5.12 ERA (26 ER, 45.2 IP). The 26-year old was 
a 12th round pick of the Rockies in the 2021 draft out of Central Missouri.
