vs. THE STRIPERS

GARRETT NO-HITS STRIPERS, BUT SHRIMP LOSE
Braxton Garrett threw a no-hitter on Tuesday, but the
Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp lost 2-0 to the Gwinnett Stripers
at Gwinnett Field. Garrett (0-1) threw 8.0 innings, yielding
two runs, one earned, with three walks and six strikeouts.
The lone runs of the game came in the sixth inning. Garrett
hit Brewer Hicklen and Jim Jarvis with pitches to start the
inning. Hicklen scored from second on a wild pitch. After an
error on a pick-off attempt, Jarvis went to third and then
scored on Nacho Alvarez Jr.’s sacrifice fly to make it 2-0 in
favor of Gwinnett. The Jumbo Shrimp mustered the lone hit
of the game on Joe Mack’s fourth-inning single.

NOT THIS WAY

Jacksonville left-hander Braxton Garrett tossed 8.0 no-hit
innings in Tuesday's loss to Gwinnett. His no-hitter was
the 14th by a Jacksonville hurler since the rebirth of the
Jacksonville baseball franchise in 1970, and the firstin a
loss. It was the first solo no-hitter of at least 8.0 innings
for a Jacksonville pitcher since Kevin Mobley no-hit the
Tennessee Smokies on August 3, 2000. The Jumbo Shrimp
have now tossed three no-hitters in the last four seasons
after not registering one since 2010.

SHUT DOWN CYCLE

Jacksonville has yielded four runs or fewer in 14 of their last
15 games, including 13 contests of no more than three runs
allowed and eight of two or fewer tallies. In total during this
15-game stretch, which has seen the Jumbo Shrimp earn

10 wins, the club has ceded only 32 runs (2.1 per game),

28 earned on 60 hits in 135.0 innings (1.87 ERA, 4.0 H/9).
Jacksonville pitchers have compiled 175 strikeouts (33.1
percent of their 528 batters faced) against 56 walks.

'PEN PALS

Jacksonville's bullpen led Triple-A in ERA (3.64) and BAA
(.214) in 2025 while also throwing the fifth-most innings
(700.2) of any bullpen at the level. However, over the first
five games of 2026, Shrimp relievers combined to surrender
22 runs, 21 earned, on 27 hits (9.6 H/9) in 25.1 innings for

a 7.46 ERA (21 BB, 7.5 BB/9, 38 K, 13.5 K/9). The club has
turned that around over the last 17 contests, yielding only
14 runs, 13 earned, on 29 hits (3.8 H/9) in 69.0 innings for a
1.70 ERA (33 BB, 4.3 BB/9, 102 K, 13.3 K/9).

STARTER FLUID

Jacksonville starting pitchers have yielded two runs or
fewer in 14 of the last 15 games. During this stretch, Jumbo
Shrimp lid-lifters have ceded only 20 runs, 18 earned, on
40 hits (4.7 H/9) in 77.0 innings for a 2.10 ERA, totaling

30 walks (3.5 BB/9) against 89 strikeouts (10.4 K/9). On

the season, Jacksonville starters collectively lead Triple-A

in batting average against (.168) and WHIP (1.02) while
ranking second in innings pitched (103.2), strikeouts (121)
and fewest hits allowed (61), third in ERA (2.95) and GO/AO
(1.33) and fifth in fewest runs allowed (36). Of the club's 22
games this season, Jumbo Shrimp starters have surrendered
more than three runs just twice.

FRIENDS CLOSE, ENEMIES CLOSER

Ten of Jacksonville's last 11 games, and 17 of their 22 on
the season, have been decided by three runs or fewer. The
Jumbo Shrimp are now 9-8 (.529) thus far in 2026 in these
narrowly-decided matchups. In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp
went 58-34 (.630) in games decided by three runs or fewer,
meaning 65.2 percent of their 89 victories came by those
slim margins. The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp tied Indianapolis for
the most one-run victories (29) in MiLB. Those 29 one-run
wins were the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014 Suns
won 35 such games.

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT
Jacksonville has recorded double-digit strikeouts in all but
five games thus far in 2026, with two of the exceptions
being a pair of nine-punchout performances. Jumbo Shrimp
hurlers have tallied at least 12 strikeouts in 13 of the last 19
games, totaling 232 against 77 walks during that span. As a
result, Jacksonville leads all of Triple-A with 261 strikeouts
on the season. The club's pitchers have combined to fan
32.1 percent of opposing hitters (MLB average: ~24.1%).

POPCORN SHRIMP

Jacksonville is hitting just .166/.262/.271/.533 with runners
in scoring position... Over his first six appearances, Zach
Brzykcy has tossed 8.2 no-hit innings... William Kempner
has recorded 27 outs on the season, with 22 coming on
strikeouts... Dax Fulton has tossed 10.1 scoreless innings
over his last two starts, surrendering only four hits and four
walks while striking out 15.
