UPCOMING GAMES AND PITCHING PROBABLES

May 17 Recap Somerset, 7 Binghamton 3: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies dropped their third 
consecutive game and lose their fifth consecutive series. For the second straight night, Somerset 
hit a second inning grand-slam and did not look back. Binghamton hit their fifth home run of the 
series as Nick Lorusso hit his second of the week in the sixth inning. Jordan Geber did not finish 
the second inning for Binghamton and now in back-to-back games Binghamton's starter has 
gone 1.2 innings. The Rumble Ponies are 4-for-32 in the series with runners in scoring position. 
Showtime Ewing: OF A.J. Ewing, Mets' No. 2 prospect made his MLB debut on Tuesday Night 
at Citi Field (1-for-2, 2 R, 3B, 2 RBI, 3 BB, SB). Ewing is the first Met ever to record a triple and a 
home run in any order as his first two major league hits. The 21-year old played 251 games in the 
minors hitting .290 across all four levels with 101 stolen bases, 49 doubles, 15 triples, 15 homers 
and 118 RBIs. For the Rumble Ponies, Ewing was a 2025 Eastern League Champion hitting .339 
over 22 games in 2025 and hit .349 over 18 games in 2026. Ewing was promoted to Triple-A 
Syracuse on April 27 and was 15-for-26 (.326 AVG) across 12 games. From Springboro, Ohio, the 
fourth-round compensation pick in 2023, Ewing is the 19th former Rumble Pony to debut since 
2025, and is the eighth Binghamton player from the 2025 roster to debut (RHP Cameron Foster, 
RHP Anthony Nunez, OF Carson Benge, RHP Jonah Tong, RHP Nolan McLean, RHP Alex Carrillo, 
RHP Jonathan Pintaro). 
Slugging suero: C/1B/LF Chris Suero, the Mets' No. 14 prospect has kicked off May on the right 
foot hitting .323 with 3 HR and 6 RBIs and 6 SBs. Suero three straight multi hit games and has 
blasted two home runs in the last three games. In the month of May he is slugging .710. The 22-
year old has raked against Somerset with four homers and nine RBIs. This year, Suero is slashing 
.213/.387/.500/.887 with 18 RBIs, 7 HR and nine stolen bases. In 2025 Suero played in 115 games 
with High-A Brooklyn (74) and Double-A Binghamton (41) hitting .233 with 16 homers and 68 
RBIs. Suero has 167 RBIs and 36 homers in his 315 games played in the minors. He was signed by 
the Mets' on March, 8 2022 and grew up in Bronx, NY. 
Reimer Reason: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 5 prospect is 11-for-44 (.250 AVG) with a HR, and 
3 2B over his last 12 games and after a two hit game on Wednesday against Somerset  (2-for-4, 2 
R, BB) he has four multi hit games over his last 12 appearances. Reimer hit his third home of the 
season on Thursday which went 383 feet. He has eight doubles this season. The 22-year old col-
lected his third career four hit game on April 22 against Erie (4-for-4, R, 2B). Reimer collected four 
hits last season on August 14 at home against New Hampshire.  Reimer is hitting .200 through 
his first 110 at bats (6 RBIs, 8 2Bs, 3 HR). Last season, Reimer hit .282 with 17 HR and 77 RBIs across 
122 games with High-A Brooklyn and Binghamton. 
The Rumble Pen: Binghamton's bullpen has allowed 13 runs over the last 10 games even thorough 
Binghamton is 2-8 in that stretch. Rumble Ponies relivers are 9-5 on the season with a  4.14 ERA 
across 158.2 innings and have combined for 206 strikeouts, while the starters are 3-21, with a 
5.51 ERA and have struck out 163 batters in five less innings pithed. In the win over Somerset on 
Wednesday the bullpen allowed two hits and no runs over the final 4.0 innings to secure a 5-4 
win. Left-hander Felipe De La Cruz holds a 2.38 ERA over 11.1 innings pitched, left-hander Gabby 
Rodriguez has a 2.63 ERA across 13.2 innings and right-hander Ben Simon holds a 2.51 ERA 
across 14.1 innings with 16 strikeouts, two holds and one save.
The Patriot Way: The Somerset Patriots are 19-19 and sit in third place in the Northeast division. 
The Patriots offense is off to a historic start. They lead all Double-A teams with 66 homers which 
ranks second in the MiLB. From 4/26-5/8 the Patriots homered multiple times in 12 straight 
games setting a modern MiLB record (since 2005). Somerset is on a 38 game extra-base hit 
streak which is tied for the longest in Double-A and second in all of minor league baseball (ELP 
- Triple-A - 39). Tyler Hardman had 187 career RBI's with Somerset and 247 hits which are both 
franchise records. The Patriots pitching staff now has struck out 10 or more batters in eight of 
their last nine games. In the month of May Somerset is 9-5.

-Michael Collins, Binghamton's 19th manager all-time, is in his first season managing the Rumble Ponies and his first sea-
son in the Mets organization.
-Collins spent the last eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the 
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Diego Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17), 
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17. 
-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended. 
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.
-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the 
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the 
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.
-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia 
in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.

The MLB App is available on a variety of 
devices and platforms, including iOS, Android, Amazon Fire TV, Roku, Apple TV, Google TV and Sam-
sung connected TVs. Regular season games exclusively broadcast by national networks (Fox, ESPN, 
Apple) or WPIX are not included in this offering.
