JUMBO SHRIMP BLANKED 5-0

The Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp were shut out by the
Scranton/Wilkes-Barre RailRiders 5-0 on Wednesday at

121 Financial Ballpark. The game was scoreless until the
top of the sixth inning when Luis Torrens lashed an RBI
double. The RailRiders were able to pull away in the eighth.
Oscar Gonzalez collected an RBI ground out before Torrens
crushed a three-run home run to make it 5-0. Jumbo Shrimp
starter Braxton Garrett surrendered just one hit in 5.0
shutout innings in a rehab start. He worked around three
walks and struck out three.

FRIENDS CLOSE, ENEMIES CLOSER

A remarkable 17 of Jacksonville's 29 games (58.6 percent) in
2024 have been decided by three runs or fewer. The Jumbo
Shrimp have excelled in these contests, going 12-5 (.706)

in those closely-decided affairs thus far. Last season, 85 of
the club's 149 games (57.0 percent) were determined by

no more than three runs, with the club going 39-46 (.459)
in those contests. Prior to that, Jacksonville had been over
.500 in games decided by three runs or fewer in every
season from 2019-22.

TROY MEETS WORLD

Troy Johnston, the Miami Marlins Minor League Player

of the Year in 2023, got off to a slow start this season.
Through his first 16 games, the Puyallup, Wash., batted

just .203/.292/.234/.526 with two doubles, six RBIs,

four walks and three runs scored. In his last 13 games,
however, Johnston is 18-for-52 at the plate, hitting
.346/.382/.558/.940 with eight doubles, one home run, five
RBIs and 10 runs scored.

SHRIMP ON THE POND

Through 29 games in 2024, Jacksonville has mustered 131
runs (4.5 per game), a figure that ranks 25th in Triple-A in
large part due to the club's struggles with runners in scoring
position. Thus far during the 2024 campaign, the Jumbo
Shrimp are a woeful 58-for-257 (.227/.327/.373/.700, ranking
28th, 28th, 26th and 27th, respectively, in Triple-A) hitting
with runners in scoring position. In 2023, Jacksonville hit just
.247/.336/.400/.736 with runners in scoring position, figures
that respectively ranked 27th, 29th, 27th and 29th at the
Triple-A level.

ALWAYS THE BRIDE, NEVER THE BRIDESMAID
Jumbo Shrimp infielder Jonah Bride began the season with
Miami, batting just 1-for-7 in five games before getting
optioned to Jacksonville. Since coming to the First Coast,
Bride is 28-for-79 (.354/.490/.734/1.224) with seven
doubles, one triple, seven home runs, 15 RBIs, 18 walks
and 14 runs scored. Bride leads the International League
in both on-base percentage and OPS while ranking second
in slugging percentage, fifth in batting average, tied for
seventh in extra-base hits (15), tied for eighth in home runs,
tied for 15th in walks (18) and tied for 21st in hits (28).

IT IS HOW YOU START

Out of the club's 257.1 innings pitched thus far in 2024,
Jacksonville starting pitchers have accounted for just
131.1 frames, a ratio of only 51 percent. That said, those
131.1 innings are the fifth-most in Triple-A for any starting
rotation. Jumbo Shrimp starters have also provided quality
in their innings. The club's starting rotation has posted the
second-best batting average against (.238) and third-best
ERA (4.04). Jacksonville starters have collectively ceded the
10th-fewest hits (118) and walks (49). The Jumbo Shrimp's
starting staff has yielded three runs or fewer in 13 of their
last 14 games.

GRIFFIN-DOR, WHERE DWELL THE BRAVE AT HEART
In six games from April 5-14, Jacksonville outfielder Griffin
Conine suffered through an 0-for-20 stretch with seven
strikeouts. In the 10 games since, however, the former
Duke Blue Devil has gotten hot. Conine is 11-for-his-last-32,
slashign .344/.488/.656/1.144 with a double, three home
runs, five RBIs, eight walks, seven runs scored and only 10
punchouts. Conine has multiple hits in four of these last

10 contests, reaching base at least once in eight of those
affairs.

SHRIMP BITES

The Jumbo Shrimp have dropped a pair of games in a

row, their fifth two-game skid of the season. Jacksonville,
though, has not suffered three consecutive defeats since
closing the 2023 campiagn with three straight losses at
Nashville... Jacksonville's four hits on Wednesday matched
a season-low, with the club getting shut out for the second
time this season.

ABOUT DARREN

-McCaughan was originally selected by the Seattle Mariners in the 12th round of the 2017
draft out of Long Beach State. McCaughan made his major league debut for the Mariners
on July 21, 2021 by pitching 5.0 innings of one-run ball at Coors Field against the Colorado
Rockies.

-On February 9, 2024, two days after being designated for assignment, McCaughan was
dealt to the Marlins in exchange for cash considerations.

-A terrific collegiate pitcher, McCaughan earned Big West Pitcher of the Year following
both his sophomore (2016) and junior (2017) seasons at Long Beach State. He also became
the first Long Beach State pitcher since Jered Weaver (2003-04) to be receive multiple All-
American honors in consecutive seasons.

-With 414 strikeouts in 84 starts with Triple-A Tacoma, McCaughan is the “Rainiers” all-time
strikeout leader (during Seattle affiliation, since 1995), and has accumulated the third-most
strikeouts in franchise history. Ron Herbel (443 K) and Steve Luebber (431 K) from the
1960s and 70s remain the only hurlers who've fanned more batters than McCaughan during
Tacoma’s Triple-A history (since 1960).

-Tabbed as Opening Day starter for Jacksonville, tossed six innings and struck out four en
route to 5-4 win over Gwinnett.

2023 SEASON

-In 12 home starts for Tacoma, McCaughan went 4-1, allowing 31 R, 25 ER on 55 hits in 67.2
innings for a 3.33 ERA.

-Held opponents to a .218 batting average when pitching at home.
