Needing Two of the First Three...The BlueClaws are looking for their first April winning record since becoming a High-
A affiliate and would get there with wins in two of the first three games of this series...They were 6-14 in 2022, 8-9 in
2023, 9-13 in 2024, and 8-14 in 2025...In 2021, the first year the BlueClaws were a High-A affiliate, the season started
on May 4" and the BlueClaws went 9-18 in May.

The Claws and the Renegades...The BlueClaws and Renegades meet for the first time this season...All told, they will play 24 times this year (the next time will be June 9-14
at Hudson Valley)...The BlueClaws enter this week 54-75 all time against Hudson Valley (they met for the first time in 2001)...The Renegades won 11 of 21 meetings last year.

The Return of the Claws... The BlueClaws, who went 4-2 on their first homestand against Brooklyn from April 7-12, are back this week for their second home series of the
year...The BlueClaws went 5-7 on their road trip, going 4-2 at Rome and 1-5 at Bowling Green (losing the first five and winning on Sunday).

Jose Hot, Faces Former Team...Jose Colmenares, a former Hudson Valley Renegade .222 in 76 games with the Renegades last year), is 15-33 since April 12'" (seven multi-hit
games on the year, most recently on Sunday) with two three-hit games to get to 20-52 so far this season...He hit his first home run of the season in the win on April
18...Colmenares had three hits on both April 12'" and 14" (he had two three-hit games all of last year, both with Hudson Valley)...Colmenares turned 24 on Opening Day
(April 3)...He joined the Phillies in August after being released by the Yankees...Colmenares hit home runs both for and against the BlueClaws and for and against the
Renegades last year...In the winter, he hit .357 in 16 games (eight home runs in 64 PAs) to help the Adelaide Giants win the Claxton Shield as Australian Baseball League
champions.

Brady’s Days...Brady Day has four straight two-hit games (8-15 with three home runs) including a two home run game on Thursday (the BlueClaws had three last year — one
each by Zach Arnold, Carson DeMartini, and Dylan Campbell)...Day had two professional home runs prior to Thursday night (both last year with Clearwater, the last coming
on 6/15/25 at Tampa), and has three since April 23",

Locking It Down...The BlueClaws have a bullpen ERA of 3.27 so far this year, the 8™ best in Minor League Baseball (of 120 teams) and the third best in the Sally League
(Hudson Valley at 3.02 and Bowling Green at 3.05; Tacoma [AAA Mariners] leads the minors at 2.35)...Brandon Beckel has allowed one run in 10.1 innings with 16 strikeouts
and Danyony Pulido has thrown 9.2 scoreless innings with 11 strikeouts.

Starting Strong...Day’s leadoff home run on Thursday was the 10" by a BlueClaw since they became a High-A affiliate in 2021...Teammate Devin Saltiban has two (both last
year)...Nate Fassnacht also had two, both in 2021.

Reese Rockin...Reese Dutton has thrown 18 consecutive scoreless innings to open the season, including six on Sunday at Bowling Green to earn his third win of the
season...Dutton is one of four pitchers in the minors with at least 15 innings pitched and zero earned runs allowed (Hayden Frank of Myrtle Beach [Low-A, Cubs] is the only
other to not allow a run [15.1 innings], two others have allowed unearned runs).

Kodey Getting On...Kodey Shojinaga (7-30, 3 doubles, 7 RBIs on the trip) has reached base in 24 of 61 plate appearances so far this year (12-48 with 12 walks drawn)...He has
reached base in 12 of his 14 games played so far this season...Entering 2026, Shojinaga had drawn 64 walks in 399 plate appearances...He was a 6 round pick in 2024 from
the Univeristy of Kansas and originally from Honolulu.

Luis Caicuto — Just Grand...Luis Caicuto hit a grand slam on April 19™ in Rome, the first BlueClaws grand slam since 5/20/25 (Bryan Rincon vs BRK) and the 8" by a BlueClaw
since they became a High-A affiliate in 2021...Caicuto’s home run was his second of the year, after hit hit on on April 11" — his first home run since July 15, 2022 (1,366 days
prior) with the AZL-Diamondbacks...Caicuto hit .299 with the BlueClaws last year before a hamstring injury ended his season on July 18""...He was acquired by the Phillies in
the Minor League Rule-5 Draft in December of 2023.

Walk This Way...The BlueClaws are tied for second in the Sally League in walks drawn with 107 (tied with Asheville, five behind Winson-Salem)...They drew 13 on April 19"
at Rome, tied for the most in a game in franchise history...Joel Dragoo leads the team with 15 walks drawn (in 62 plate appearances)...Luke Davis, Kodey Shojinaga, and
Brady Day have 12 and Jose Colmenares has 11...Last year, Davis drew 70 walks in 287 plate appearances in 2025 (had 93 fewer plate appearances than any other minor
leaguer with at least 70 walks in 2025).

Double-Digits...The BlueClaws have already reached 10+ runs in a game four times this year (twice on the last road trip, 4/14 and 4/18 at Rome), and 19 on Opening Night in
Wilmington, a new club record...Last year, the BlueClaws scored 10+ runs in a game seven times and did not do it for a fourth time until June 8'".

Big Wins...After their 13-2 win on April 18", the BlueClaws have won by 10 runs or more three times already this year...They did so twice all of last year, four times in 2024,
once in 2023, and once in 2021 (8 times as a High-A affiliate from 2021-2025).

Running Spike...OF John Spikerman, given the nickname ESPN after going “30 for 30” stealing bases last year, is 4-4 this year and 41-42 in his professional career (he was
caught on 8/20/2024 with Clearwater against Dunedin)...He was 8-27 on the recently concluded road trip and his four hit game on April 14'" at Rome marked the first of his
career...A 3" round pick in 2024 from Oklahoma, Spikerman finished last year with the BlueClaws, hitting .217 in 24 games.

Familiar Faces...Of the 30 players on the BlueClaws Break Camp Roster, 22 are returning to the BlueClaws and only eight are making their BlueClaws debuts...By comparison,
last year, 13 players on the Break Camp roster made their BlueClaws debuts...The new faces: LHP Juan Amarante, RHP Ryan Degges, RHP Adilson Peralta, RHP Danyony
Pulido, RHP Giussepe Velasquez, IF Brady Day, IF Raider Tello, and OF Carter Mathison.
