BERNARD BURNS HOT: Derek Bernard saw his impressive 35-game on-base streak snapped Thursday
night in Rancho, ending one of the California League’s steadiest runs of consistency. Bernard still enters the
weekend among league leaders, ranking sixth in batting average (.331), eighth in OPS (.936), ninth in OBP
(.422) and sixth in hits (47), while his 22 walks continue to fuel Fresno’s patient offense.

THACH ATTACK CONTINUES: Tanner Thach keeps stacking production, carrying an active 13-game hit
streak and 13-game on-base streak into the weekend after going 21-for-hislast-2 (21 hits during the streak)
dating to May 7. Thach also rides a seven-game RBI streak with 11 RBI during that stretch while leading the
California League in RBI (50) and total bases (102), tied for the league lead in hits (60) and extra-base hits
(24), and ranking second in OPS (.979) and slugging (.580).

BRITO BRINGS THE FIREPOWER: Roldy Brito continues to ignite the Grizzlies offense, entering Friday
on active four-game run and RBI streaks after scoring six runs and driving in eight over his last four games.
Brito ranks second in the California League in batting average (.353), OPS (.971) and slugging (.571),
while leading the circuit in runs scored (43) and tying for first in hits (60). Against Rancho this season, Brito
has been especially dangerous, slashing .333/.419/.556 with 11 RBI in six games.

GRAY AREA? MORE LIKE GREEN LIGHT: Clayton Gray has turned Fresno’s meetings with Ran-

cho into his personal hitting showcase. In six games against the Quakes, Gray owns a blistering
.529/.579/.706/1.285 slash line, reaching base nearly 58 percent of the time while helping Fresno post a
.785 OPS across the season series.
