BRANMAN: Infielder Jack Brannigan has solidified the middle of the Curve order on April 18 since returning
from the Injured List, he has 6 multi-hit games and recorded 10 extra base hits in 20 games.

LET'S GET HEALTHY: Pirates General Manager Ben Cherington noted on The Pirates Radio Network and 93.7
IThe Fan on Sunday in Pittsburgh that 2023 Curve righty Jared Jones would "need a few minor league rehab
outings” before he was a candidate for the major league roster. Jones, who is returning from an internal brace
UCL repair, began a rehab assignment with Bradenton on Wednesday April 29 and then pitched 3.0 IP again on
Wednesday May 6 against Omaha with Indianapolis after their game was rained out on Tuesday, May 5. In 6.0
innings he has allowed one run and struck out 7. Baltimore Orioles infielder Jackson Holliday has gone 1-for-6
against the Curve on rehab this week and outfielder Heston Kjerstad went 1-for-3 last night, giving the Curve a
chance to have several games in a row with a major league rehab.

‘CURT SCHILLING?: Right-hander Khristian Curtis matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts over 5.0 innings
on Sunday, April 26. It was the 42nd time in franchise history that a Curve pitcher has punched out 10 hitters
in a game and the first in 5.0 innings or fewer since Kyle Nicolas struck out 10 batters in 5.0 innings on May 2,
2023 at Richmond. Following his start against Chesapeake, Curtis T-1st among Eastern League hurlers with 41
strikeouts, T-4th among Double-A arms.
