LACK OF BATS: In the first series between Hub City and Greenville, both
teams hit under .200 (the Spartanburgers batted 156 and scored 16
runs). Both pitching staffs averaged 10 K a game.

TWO TO FORGET: Hub City played a doubleheader Sunday against
Winston-Salem due to a Saturday rainout, and it was a rather dreadful
afternoon. The Spartanburgers were shut out 6-0 in game one, and lost
13-1in game two. The loss was the worst since game one of the SAL
championship series last season against Brooklyn.

HR STREAK: Prior to Sunday's DH, the 'Burger bats had homered in 11
straight games, which was the longest active streak in the SAL. After
Sunday, the streak is the second-longest in High-A [(behind Greenshoro's
13). GBO was the only team to homer in 10+ straight games last year.
Great Lakes and Peoria are currently tied with active 7-game streaks.

UP TO SWING: The Spartanburgers hitters' 81 walks are the second-few-
est in the SAL (behind Frederick's 79). However, Hub City's 205 batter
strikeouts are middle of the pack in the league.

MARTIN'S THE MAN: Maxton Martin helped carry the Spartanburgers
to a Friday win in front a new record crowd of 4,809 at Fifth Third Park.
Martin set a new Hub City record with 6 RBIs in a 10-6 W. Martin tied
his career mark with the 6 batted in, matching a June game last year v.
Columbia.

RECORD-BREAKING THURSDAY: Hub City set a new franchise record
with 17 hits, and tied a franchise record with 16 runs Thursday. The last
time the Spartanburgers scored 16 runs was against GVL on April 2B,
2025 — Hub City hit two grand slams in a 16-8 win. The 'Burgers' previ-
ous hits record of 15 was set in the friendly confines of then-McCormick
Field on August 29.

DAY OF DISLA: Arturo Disla had the best statistical game of a Spartan-
burgers hitter in franchise history Tuesday, with 5 H, 2 HR and 11 total
bases. Disla became the first Hub City hitter to mash multiple homers in
a home game.

The Hub City Spartan-
burgers, High-A affiliate
of the Texas Rangers,
were first announced in
2023. Oiamond Basehall
Holdings purchased the
Oown East Wood Ducks, the Single-A Rangers
affiliate at the time, and announced they would
move the team to a new ballpark in Spartanburg,
SC for the 2025 season. In May 2024, the team
was announced with the name of "Hub City Spar-
tanburgers”. Two months later, MiLB decided that
the Spartanburgers would be a member of the
High-A South Atlantic League and the Hickory
Crawdads would move down to Single-A. Tyson
Jeffers was announced in October 2023 as the
team’'s first general manager. The Spartanburg-
ers play in the south division of the South Atlantic
League. Chad Comer served as the first manager
in Spartanburger's histary, leading Hub City to a
SAL South Oivision Championship in 2025. The
Spartanburgers lost in the SAL Championship to
the Brooklyn Cyclones, finishing the year 67-68.

Fifth Third Park is the crown 'f
jewel of downtown Spartan- CIFTH L_uRD
burg. With Fifth Third Bank PARK
serving as the naming rights
sponsor, the brand-new ball-
park seats over 5,000 people.
The Johnson Group provided
oversight on the project while Overland Partners
served as the architect and Robins & Morton as
the general contractor. The ballpark is a part of a
$425 million development in downtown Spartan-
burg, S.C. Groundbreaking took place with a cere-
mony on November 1, 2023. The ballpark officially
opened for basehall on April 1, 2025 when Wofford
College defeated USC Upstate 5-2 in the ballpark's
first game. The next night, the Spartanburgers
hosted the Hickory Crawdads for a preseason
exhibition. The first official Sprartanburgers game
was a 5-3 win over Bowling Green on April 15,
2025. Cole Swindell headlined the first concert in
June 2025. Fifth Third Park hosted a record 4,798
fans in 2025 on the 4th of July for a Spartanburg-
ers game and the Red, White & Boom celebration.

Carlos Maldonado - Manager

Maldonado begins his 11th year coaching in the Rangers organization and first with Hub City in 2026. He

joins Hub City after spending three years as the Single-A manager and three years managing in the ACL

and OSL. In 2023, he led Down East to a championship appearance. Maldonado was baorn in Maracaibao,

Venezuela and signed as a free agent with the Mariners at age 17 in 1995. After time in the Mariners,

Astros, White Sox and Pirates orgs, the catcher made his MLB debut with Pittsburgh in 2008. He played
in 21 MLB games for the Pirates in 2006 & 2007 and 8 games far the Nationals in 2010 & 2012.

Mason Milkey - Pitching Coach

Milkey begins his 4th year coaching in the Rangers organization and first with Hub City in 202B. Milkey
served as the pitching coach for the Arizana Complex League Rangers in 2024 & 2025 after spending
his first year in the organization as a pitching coach in the Dominican Summer League. Milkey spent
this past offseasan as a pitching coach for the Caimanes de Barranquilla in the Columbian Professional
Basehall League. Milkey was born in Edmands, Washington and played collegiately for Whitman College.

Brian Pozos - Hitting Coach

Pozos begins his 5th year coaching in the Rangers organization and first with Hub City. Pozos served as
the hitting coach in Single-A for the past three seasans and spent one year in the ACL in 2022. Pozos
was a member of the 2023 Down East coaching staff that reached to the Caralina League Champion-
ship Series. Pozos was harn in Burbank, California. The former infielder spent his first three caollegiate
years playing for the University of Partland before transferring to Chico State far his final two seasons.

Landon Lassiter - Development Coach
