LABORING EARLY, COMING ON STRONG LATE: Entering play Tuesday, the St. Paul Saints staff have thrown the most pitches 

in the International League as a team so far (3,413), registered the 8th-fewest strikeouts (180), and issued the 3rd-most walks 

(108). However, the St. Paul staff punched out double-digits in four consecutive games to close their homestand vs Lehigh Valley, 

and are coming off their first game all season without a walk issued on Sunday. Over the course of the last five games, St. Paul 

pitching have combined for a 54:15 (3.60) strikeout-to-walk ratio following a 138:97 (1.42) ratio in the first 16 games, the worst in 

the league in that stretch.

E-ROD WITH ANOTHER A-BOMB: Saints outfielder Emmanuel Rodriguez  demolished his fourth home run of the season in the 

fifth inning on Saturday vs Lehigh Valley. The mammoth blast rocketed off the bat at 116.6 mph, marking the hardest hit ball in the 

Saints' franchise history. It's the 2nd-hardest hit ball in Triple-A this year, with Rodriguez now owning four of the top-20 hardest 

struck balls at the level this season. His Saturday crush job ranks among the top-25 hardest struck since the implementation of 

Statcast at the level in 2023 (currently 21st as of April 20). Two of E-Rod's five homers have now exceeded 113 mph of exit velo.

LUCKY LEFTIES: Two Saints pitchers are headed to the big leagues for their Major League debuts, with left-handers Connor 

Prielipp  and Kendry Rojas  each getting the call on Tuesday. Prielipp, the Twins' preseason No. 4 prospect by Baseball America , 

has struck out 35% of hitters faced to start the season while running a 2.30 ERA. Rojas, 23, the No. 10 ranked prospect in the 

organization, impressed in two outings after opening the season on the injured list, throwing 6.0 scoreless innings while sitting 96.8 

mph with his average fastball velocity, top-20 in the International League to start the season and nearly three ticks up from his 

average velo of 93.9 last year. They become the fourth and fifth St. Paul Saints promoted to Minnesota this year.

SWEET, SWEET VICTORY (FIELD): The Saints make their return to Victory Field for the first time since sweeping Pittsburgh's 

Triple-A affiliate in three games on Opening Weekend. The wins in three days from March 27-29 marked their first-ever sweep in 

the ballpark in franchise history. The Saints went just 1-5 in their lone series in Indianapolis last year and were just 1-11 the year 

prior. Since winning the first four games of a series from April 11-14, 2023 at Victory Field, the Saints had not even won back-to-

back games in the ballpark until Opening Weekend; St. Paul were 2-19 in their previous 21 games in Indy entering the season.

RODEN, RODEN, RODEN, KEEP THEM DOGGIES ROLLIN: Saints outfielder Alan Roden  enters the road trip on a four-game 

hitting streak where he's 9-for-his-last-17 with two doubles and two home runs. The Middleton, WI native has also reached base in 

nine consecutive games, holding a 1.027 OPS in that run. Roden homered and walked in two plate appearances on Friday to 

extend both streaks, but exited the game after an awkward slide into home in the third before sitting out Saturday and Sunday.

LONGBALL LIVING: The Saints and the IronPigs teed off for 26 combined homers over the course of their six-game series last 

week, the second-most of any series in MiLB the past 7 days, trailing only a 28-homer six-game slate between Amarillo and Frisco 

in Double-A. Home runs accounted for 34 of the 87 total runs scored (39%) in the series. The Saints and IronPigs each hit 13 home 

runs apiece over the course of the six days in St. Paul, but the team that outhomered their opponent went 0-4 in the series.

LAST TIME OUT: After failing to hold a four-run lead going into the eighth, the St. Paul Saints offense saved the day with a four-run 

eighth in a wild 12-8 victory over the Lehigh Valley IronPigs on Sunday at CHS Field. With the Saints up 8-4 after seven, it looked 

like they would cruise to their first home series victory, but three homers later the game was tied. John Brebbia , who had allowed 

just one run over his first seven appearances, allowed a first-pitch big fly to Garrett Stubbs and then a two-run shot to Robert Moore 

three batters later before Sergio Alcantara took him deep for a third time in the inning. In the bottom half, Eric Wagaman  tripled to 

lead off, eventually scoring on Kaelen Culpepper 's fisted single to left, After Tanner Schobel  and Walker Jenkins  each reached, 

Emmanuel Rodriguez  hit the second bases-clearing double of the game for the Saints to break it wide open. Wagaman finished 3-

for-4 with three extra base hits, including his first homer in the third. The Saints at one point led 7-2 after three innings.

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the season with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects according to MLB.com, 

marking the most players listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. 

Between Walker Jenkins , Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they touted four prospects on either the 

MLB.com or Baseball America Top-100 list, surpassing last year’s total of three when Rodriguez, Luke Keaschall, and Zebby 

Matthews all began the year with the Saints. The remaining ranked prospects included Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), Andrew Morris 

(13/13), Marco Raya  (18/21), and John Klein  (20/23). LHP Kendry Rojas  (10/8) also opened the year on the Saints’ injured list. 

Morris, Prielipp, and Rojas all have since joined the big league staff.

Scouting Report (2026 Triple-A Usage)

LAST APPEARANCE: Started Thursday for Double-A Wichita against Springfield (STL) and was hung with his first 
losing decision since August 21, 2024 in Single-A...Allowed a career-high 8 runs (7 ER) and exited after just 2.1 
innings...allowed three straight men to reach in a three-run first...faced the minimum in the second with the help of a 
caugh stealing before allowing four straight to reach with one out and exiting in the third...

MIKE THE INVINCIBLE: Paredes had a unique statline last season, going 11-0 across his 37 appearances (2 starts) 
with Double-A Wichita, plus one relief outing with the Saints to end the year. After pitching in his Triple-A debut to 
end the season on Sept. 19 in Memphis and getting a no-decision, he ensured just the 15th season in the last 20 
years in all of minor league baseball where a pitcher racked up double-digit wins without a loss in the same season. 
It was just the sixth season in that span in which a pitcher accrued at least 11 wins without a losing decision, the first 
since Luis Quinones went 11-0 in the Blue Jays system in 2024. Paredes' season in which he pitched 35 of 37 games 
in relief also featured 7 saves; there have only been 17 seasons of 10+ wins and 7+ saves in the minors since 2005. 
Paredes had pitched in 46 consecutive games without a losing decision (13 wins in that stretch) until he was saddled 
with a loss in his final appearance with Double-A Wichita on April 16 before a promotion to the Saints.

SALUTATIONS, MICHAEL: A native of San Diego and graduate of San Diego HS, Paredes was SDHS's 2018 
salutatorian, awarded to the student with the 2nd-highest Grade Point Average in their graduating class. He was a 
member of the Academy of Finance for one of his high school extracurriculars and went on to be named a 2020 
Mountain West All-Academic selection as a business management major at SDSU.
