E-TRAIN WALK IT OFF IN OPENER

Round Rock won 6-5 in walk-off fashion last night.
Express SS Richie Martin scored the first run in the
second inning after a one-out single, finding second
base on a wild pitch then scoring as 2B Alex De
Goti singled. Aces CF Jorge Barrosa and SS Blaze
Alexander both scored thanks to a double from
3B Tristan English to gain a 2-1lead in third inning.
The bottom of the frame saw four runs for Round
Rock as LF Kellen Strahm sent home RF Marcus
Smith, who had knocked a double. Strahm then
came in on a home run from C Cooper Johnson for
a 4-2 advantage. De Goti rounded out the scoring
and gave the E-Train a 5-2 edge with a single that
scored 1B Billy McKinney. Reno plated one run in
the fourth as 2B Andy Weber rounded the bases
on an error, sacrifice bunt and Barrosa single. The
Aces tied the contest at five apiece in the eighth
as both Weber and RF Cristian Pache scored on a
combination of a fielder’s choice and error. Strahm
walked it off for Round Rock, securing the 6-5 win
in the ninth inning thanks to a single that scored
CF Dustin Harris, who had worked a leadoff walk.

RHP Robert Dugger will get the start for Round
Rock for the third time this season. His last
appearance came on May 22 when the Express
were shutout, 8-0, by Charlotte. Dugger threw 2.1
innings allowing six hits and six runs. He struck out
two and gave up four home runs. The right-hander
holds a 21.13 ERA (18 ER/7.2 IP) with six strikeouts
and nine walks this season.

E-TRAIN RUNNING LATE

After OF Kellen Strahm's walk-off single in the
ninth inning on Tuesday, the Express now have a
league-leading seven walk-off wins this year. They
only recorded five walk-off wins in 2024. Round
Rock ranks first in the PCL with 35 runs, 36 walks
and a .954 OPS in the ninth inning or later. Strahm
is batting .316 (6-19) with the league's most plate
appearances (25) and INF Blaine Crim leads the
Express with a .389 (7-18) average after the eighth
inning.

HEUER TOSSING BLANKS

In his team-leading 19th appearance on Tuesday
night, Express RHP Codi Heuer threw the
final 1.1 innings with one hit, one walk and two
strikeouts. Heuer has held opponents scoreless
in 14 appearances and issued just 11 walks with 25
strikeouts. He has allowed just six extra-base hits
across 95 batters faced.

UNDER PRESSURE

The Express are now 10-4 in one-run games this
season. In save situations this year, the Round
Rock pitching staff is tied for first with 54.0 IP and
second in the PCL in strikeouts (57) and WHIP
(1.39). Express relievers have allowed 133 hits and
68 earned runs in the seventh inning or later, which
both rank fourth in the league. RHP Luis Curvelo
holds a 1.80 ERA (3 ER/15.0 IP) in the seventh
inning or later.
