THE LO DOWN: Brewers' no. 12-rated prospect Logan Henderson will take the
mound for Nashville in a matchup with RHP Michael McGreevy. The two are
among six International League pitchers with 7+ wins on the year so far and

tied for second behind Durham's Ilan Seymour (8). Henderson worked five-plus
innings last Wednesday in Jacksonville where he allowed two earned on three hits
and a season-low three strikeouts on 83 pitches. In his only appearance against
Memphis this season, Henderson worked five hitless innings with eight strikeouts
back on April 9th.

PERKS OF THE JOB: Blake Perkins continued his Major League rehab with the
Sounds and collected his first two hits with Nashville in three games played. He
began the game with his first home run since July 7, 2024, against the Los Angeles
Dodgers. His leadoff home run was just the third of the season for Nashville and
first since Daz Cameron hit one on April 25th. Perkins entered the day O-for-5
with a pair of walks in his first two appearances with Nashville in Jacksonville. He
drew multiple walks in each of the last two games and also stole two bases for the
Sounds on Sunday.

BIRTHDAY DOUBLES: Bobby Dalbec celebrated his birthday on Sunday with his
sixth three-hit performance in 39 games for Nashville. He now has two more three
hit games than Anthony Seigler (4) for the team lead in 2025. He is one of seven
International League players with three doubles in a game this year and it was

his first career game with three doubles. He's the first Nashville player with three
doubles in a game since David Dahl did it on August 21, 2021, at Memphis. Since
2005, Sunday was the 19th three-double game by a Nashville player.

BEEN THERE, DUNN IT: Oliver Dunn ended his series against Jacksonville with
three multi-hit performances in five games, including back-to-back two hit days
at the plate. He finished the series hitting .444 (8-for-18) with a home run, triple,
double, three RBI, a walk, and two runs scored. It was his ninth multi-hit game in
58 games for the Sounds this season.

WOO DAY: Brandon Woodruff ended his 10th rehab start of the season with 82
pitches, the second-most he has thrown in a rehab start and most since he had
83 on May 6 vs. Norfolk. The four runs he allowed were the most he has allowed
in any of his rehab starts this year and the most since he allowed three on April
18 vs. Lancaster with High-A Wisconsin. The start in Jacksonville was his first
on the road during his rehab assignments after bouncing between Nashville and
Wisconsin.

QUALITY TIME: Nashville got three quality starts on the mound in the
Jacksonville series. RHP Tobias Myers worked his third quality start over five
games in June on Saturday night. He has gone 6.0 IP in four of the five with the
only exception being the five scoreless innings he threw against lowa on June
22nd. Garrett Stallings began the Jascksonville series with his first quality start
in five tries as a starter and Bruce Zimmermann worked a quality start for the
Sounds on Thursday for his first of the season.

SOMETHING BREWIN: Brewers no. 2-rated prospect Jeferson Quero (2-for-4,
2B) had his first multi-hit game of the series against Jacksonville on Saturday
night and his first since the series opener against lowa. It was his fifth multi-hit
game of the season. He was 1-for-13 in the series entering Saturday.

OUTBURSTS: The 15 runs allowed by the Sounds on Friday night were the most
the team has allowed in a game this season. The previous high was 11 runs which
had been done twice including the third game of the year against the Jumbo
Shrimp on March 29th. Charlotte also had 11-runs in a 14-11 Nashville win on April
20th. The 17 hits allowed Friday night also match the Charlotte output from that
April 20th game. Over the final three games of the series Jacksonville tagged
the best pitching staff in Triple-A for 29 runs and 39 hits. Nashville still owns
the best ERA in Triple-A at 3.56.
