Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds were denied a second straight win over the Freder-
icksburg Nationals on Wednesday, as they were defeated 5-3. The Shorebirds took a quick
lead in the bottom of the first on an RBI single by Joshua Liranzo. Two more runs scored
in the second on a run-scoring groundout from Enrique Bradfield Jr. and an RBI single by
Stiven Martinez, putting Delmarva ahead 3-0. Fredericksburg rallied, scoring their first
run on a sacrifice fly by Eli Willits in the third, and then a two-run fourth tied the game

at three. With the score still tied in the sixth, the Fred Nats took their first lead on a solo
home run by Jack Moroknek to make it 4-3 Fredericksburg. They scored one more run

in the ninth on an error, and that would be enough as the Nationals' bullpen shut down
Delmarva's offense, even the series with a 5-3 victory over the Shorebirds.

Hot Andres: Andres Nolaya has emerged as one of Delmarva's top bats this season and is
enjoying his best stretch. Since May 9, Nolaya has the best batting average in the Carolina
League at .375 (18-for-48). During this run, he has 12 RBIs, 5 extra-base hits, and 5 multi-

most on the Shorebirds.

Hitaker: Braylon Whitaker has become one of Delmarva's most consistent hitters. He is

and he is second on the team with 31 walks. Since becoming Delmarva's primary leadoff
441 in that span, which is the seventh-best mark in the league.

Play the Hits, DJ: In his first season in Delmarva, DJ Layton has established himself as one
of the premier bats in the batting order. Layton leads the team with 36 hits and is batting
.407 on balls in play. He is also the team leader in extra-base hits (13), walks (32), slug-
ging (.423), OPS (.823), and runs scored (27). His nine multi-hit games are second only to
Andres Nolaya, who has ten.

Triples Galore: Despite being at the bottom of the league in home runs, the Shorebirds
lead the league with 22 triples. DJ Layton, Jose Perez, Juan Ortega, and Raylin Ramos are
the club leaders with three each. Delmarva had their third game with three triples as a
team in their win over the Fredericksburg Nationals on May 26.

C-Rod's Dominance: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as Delmarva's
most dependable starting pitcher. Over his last six starts, he has struck out 42 batters in
29.2 innings, including a career-high nine on May 26 against Fredericksburg. C-Rod's 53
strikeouts this season rank fourth in the Carolina League.

More Arms Go UP: Caden Hunter and Todd Kniebbe are the latest Shorebirds to be
promoted to High-A Frederick. Hunter dominated in his brief time with Delmarva, striking
out 40 batters and walking just 12 in 23 innings. Todd Kniebbe was second on the team in
appearances (13) and posted a 2.41 ERA while leading the club with three saves.

About the Nationals: The Shorebirds welcome their North Division rival, the Fredericks-
burg Nationals, to Perdue Stadium for the first time this season. The Fred Nats boast one
of the league's most talented rosters, highlighted by the No. 1 overall pick in the 2025
Draft, Eli Willits. Fredericksburg comes to Salisbury with the best record in the Carolina
