APRIL 28: FISHER CATS B, RUMBLE PONIES 0: Binghamton was no-hit for the second time in the last
eight games last night by four different New Hampshire pitchers. Right-hander Jackson Went-
worth (2-1), right-hander Nate Garkow, right-hander Irv Carter IV, and left-hander Kai Peterson
combined to throw New Hampshire's third nine-inning no-hitter in franchise history and fifth
overall no-hitter. Binghamton walked 10 times in the contest and struck out nine times. Left-
hander Zach Thornton got the loss going a season low 4.2 innings and allowing a season high five
earned runs.

WATSON'S WORLD: RHP Will Watson, the Mets' No. 10 prospect and No. 4 pitching prospect is
expected to make his fifth start in game one of tonight's doubleheader. Watson comes off a start
where he set a season high 5.1 innings pitched on April, 22 vs. Erie. In that outing he did allow a
season high four earned runs but struck out six and just walked one batter. The 23-year old holds
a 0-3 record with a 4.96 ERA in 16.1 innings pitched, but what stands out is his control striking out
16 batters with six walks. Watson, from Mount Vernon, WA was drafted in the seventh round of
the 2024 draft out of Southern California. Tonight marks his 28th start in the Mets' organization
where he holds a 2.89 ERA and his seventh start for the Rumble Ponies.

ELITE ELI: OF Eli Serrano Ill, the Mets' No. 13 prospect, has been an extra-base hit machine through
his first 18 games in Double-A. In game two on Sunday against Erie, Serrano Il chalked up his
fifth double and his 15th hit of the season. In game one of the series, he smashed his third

triple of the season and later scored. He now has nine extra base which leads all Ponies hitters.
He hit a go-ahead two-run single on Saturday at Akron and smashed the first home run of his
Double-A career with a two-run homer in the 6th inning on April, 17. He has recorded 15 hits

and 9 XBH (one HR, three 3B, five 2B) over his first 18 games at the Double-A level and is slashing
.242/.355/.486/.823. He ranked T-3rd-most 2B (21) in the High-A South Atlantic League Last
season with High-A Brooklyn. Serrano was drafted by the New York Mets in the 4th round of the
2024 MLB Draft out of NC State.

ELEVATED EWING: OF A.J. Ewing, the Mets' No. 3 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 85 overall prospect
has been promoted to Triple-A Syracuse. In his debut last night, Ewing went, 3-for-4, 2 R, 2B, 3B, 2
RBI. In 18 games for Binghamton Ewing slashed .349,.481/.571/1.052, 9 XBH (6 2B, 1 3B, 2 HR) with
17 BB and just 15 SO with 12 SB. Ewing reached base safely in all 16 of his 18 games in 2026 with
at least one hit in 14 of them. The 21-year-old ranked among Eastern League hitters: SB (T-2nd),
2B (6th), OBP (4th), AVG (6th). Ewing played 45 games at the Double-A level (.342 AVG, .413 OBP,
.891 OPS 16 RBI, 13 2B, 2 HR, 24 SB). The Springboro, Ohio, native was a NRI to Mets MLB camp
this spring (10 G, .381 AVG, .423 OBP, 1.090 OPS, 6 RBI, 4 R, 3 2B, 4 SB). He was drafted by the Mets
in the 4C round of the 2023 MLB Draft (compensatory pick from RHP Jacob deGrom signing with
the TEX).

REIMER REASON: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 5 prospect collected his third career four hit game
last Wednesday night against Erie (4-for-4, R, 2B). Reimer collected four hits last season on August
14 at home against New Hampshire. Reimer collected his fourth RBI of the year on Sunday in
game one against Erie going 1-for-3 with an RBI single. Last season, Reimer hit .282 with 17 home
runs and 77 RBIs across 61 games with High-A Brooklyn and Binghamton.

POWER WALK: C Chris Suero, the Mets' No. 15 prospect, has displayed his power and ability to
draw walks in 2026. Suero has clubbed four home runs and one triple (.455 SLG) and has drawn
17 walks (.378 OBP) over his first 17 games of the season. The 22-year-old ranks 4th among the
Eastern League in walks. Suero combined to hit 16 HR in 2025 across High-A Brooklyn (13) and
Double-A Binghamton (3) and he combined to draw 70 walks (41 in High-A and 29 in Double-A).
GONE FISHING: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats (Double-A affiliate Toronto Blue Jays), sit on top of
the Northeast division with a 11-8 record and a 6-2 record from Delta Dental Stadium. The Fisher
Cats are number two in runs scored in the Eastern League with 138. Outfielder Ismael Munguia

is third in the Eastern League with a.375 AVG. Infielder Sean Keys, Blue Jays No. 17 prospect,
leads the Eastern League with nine home runs, 21 RBIs, 22 runs scored, and is hitting .333 (10th).
