BRANDON TO BINGD: RHP Brandon Sproat was promoted to Double-A Binghamton on
Monday. Sproat currently ranks as the Mets No. 13 prospect, per MLB Pipeline. Sproat
was drafted by the Mets in the second round (56th overall) of the 2023 MLB Draft out of
the University of Florida. The 23-year-old did not pitch after being drafted and made his
professional debut in High-A Brooklyn this season. In six appearances and five starts for
Brooklyn, Sproat held a 1.07 ERA and only allowed three earned runs all season Among
pitchers with 25.0+ innings pitched, Sproat ranked third in the High-A South Atlantic
League in ERA and fifth in batting average against (.141). He is scheduled to make his
Double-A debut today against the Bowie Baysox.

CLIFFORD THE BIG RUMBLE PONY: First baseman/outfield Ryan Clifford was promoted to
Double-A Binghamton on Monday. Clifford currently ranks as the Mets No. 4 prospect
and the No. 78 overall prospect in baseball, per MLB Pipeline. The 20-year-old began the
season with High-A Brooklyn and hit. 216 with a homer and 10 runs batted in over 31
games. Clifford is currently tied for the third-most walks in all of Minor League Baseball
(32). Clifford was originally drafted by the Houston Astros in the 11th round of the 2022
MLB Draft out of Pro5 Academy (N.C.) and was traded to the Mets, along with OF Drew
Gilbert (now Mets No. 2 prospect), for RHP Justin Verlander on August 1, 2023.

DAVID PETERSON REHAB START: New York Mets left-handed pitcher David Peterson made

a rehab start for Binghamton on Tuesday night. Peterson struck out eight batters over

5.1 scoreless innings, while allowing five hits and no walks and earned the victory. The
28-year-old threw 70 pitches and 53 strikes for a 75.7 K%. In four rehab starts on this
rehab assignment (three with Class-A St. Lucie, one with Double-A Binghamton) Peterson
has a 24-to-1 strikeout-to-walk ratio in 14 scoreless innings.

JOANDERFUL: Mets No. 28 prospect RHP Joander Suarez dazzled out of the bullpen in
relief of David Peterson on Tuesday night against Bowie. Suarez allowed one hit over 3.2
scoreless innings with five strikeouts. He threw 48 pitches and 35 strikes for a 72.9 K%.
Here's how Suarez currently ranks among the Eastern League: 1st in WHIP (0.86), 2nd in
BAA (.171), 6th in IP (37.1), and 7th in ERA (2.17).

LAST TIME OUT: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies shutout the Bowie Baysox, 2-0, in the
series opener on Tuesday night at Mirabito Stadium. It marked Binghamton's second
shutout of the season. The Ponies have shutout their opponent in back-to-back home
games. David Peterson struck out eight over 5.1 scoreless in a rehab start and Joander
Suarez struck out five over 3.2 scoreless innings out of the bullpen. Peterson and Suarez
combined to strike out 13 batters and walk none. Rhylan Thomas hit an RBI double and
Rowdey Jordan hit his third home run of the season.

LET'S GET ROWDEY: Infielder/outfielder Rowdey Jordan belted a solo home run in the
seventh inning on Tuesday night against Bowie, his third home run of the season. Jordan
is riding a five-game hitting streak and is hitting .412 (7-for-17) with a 1.230 OPS, seven
hits, two runs batted in, four runs, a home run, two doubles, and three walks in that span.
Jordan has recorded at least one hit in eight of his last nine games.
