•	 recap:  The greenjackets picked up their first shutout win in 60 days, 

notching an 8-0 victory over fayetteville in a game which featured three 
rain delays. The greenjackets got 4 hits from justin janas for the second 
time in a week while jeremy celedonio launched two homers, his second 
multi-homer game of the season.  

•	 new names: The Braves added 20 new faces to their prospect pool during 
the 3-day mlb draft, highlighted by first round pick hurston waldrep 
(RHP, FLorida) and oregon 3b sabin ceballos. every drafted player who 
signs will report to the complex before some will get assigned to the 
affiliates in august.  

•	 augusta struck out 18 times in the win yesterday. they are responsible 
for 5 of the 25 (20%) 18+ strikeout games in low-a and 5 of the 14 in the car-
olina league this year. augusta became just the 20th team to win a game 
this year while striking out 18 times or more across all of minor league 
baseball.  

•	 Three true outcomes? The greenjackets are first in the league in homers 
(65) and strikeouts (912), while they enter today second in the league in 
walks (381).  

•	 Chasing the record: Justin janas has recorded 86 hits this season, which 
is tied for the sixth-most in a single campaign since the braves affiliation 
began in 2021. vaughn grissom and landon stephens are tied for fifth at 87 
hits. the record in this span is 97 hits, which belongs to willie carter in 
the 2021 season.   

•	 After yesterday's game, justin janas is first in the carolina league in 
hits with 86. the augusta record for hits in a season belongs to Brian "The 
Rabbi" Horwitz, who hit 146 hits and .349 in 2005 en route to his second 
straight batting title. Horwitz ended up with 36 major league at bats, 
slugging two homers. Janas leads chandler simpson (84) and samuel 
basallo (80) in the quest for the league lead.  

•	 Augusta manager cody gabella believes that jeremy celedonio would 
win a home run derby between members of the greenjackets. he put that 
power to the test on saturday, july 15th, recording two homers to bring 
his season total to 13 on the season. the 13 long balls are the most of any 
augusta player in the 2022 or 2023 seasons, and snapped a homerless 
drought of exactly a month. celedonio leads the league amongst active 
players and only trails tim elko (17) for the league lead.  

•	 Following jorge bautista's stellar performances in june and july, bau-
tista got rewarded with an all-star week callup to high-a rome. Spencer 
schwellenbach also got called up, while luis vargas was added to the 
augusta roster.

Career: Drafted out of Samford (Birmingham, AL) in the 19th round of the 2021 draft. Had a 30-1 strike-
out to walk ratio in 2020 before posting slightly worse numbers in the spring season of his draft year. Was 
a top-500 prospect for the 2020 draft but did not get selected as the draft went down to just five rounds. 
In his first full year of affiliate ball in 2022, he spent the entire season with Augusta, making 14 appearanc-
es and 11 starts with a record of 5-2. He struck out 60 and walked 20 with a 3.41 ERA and a 1.37 WHP.  He 
boasts a 3-1 strikeout to walk ratio over his professional career. In 4 starts in Rome this year, went 0-2 with 
a 14.46 ERA, giving up 7 homers and 15 runs in 9 innings of work.

Current Notes:  Dazzled in his season debut, going 4 scoreless innings with 6 strikeouts...picked up first decision (L) on first 
game of doubleheader 4/28...has given up hard contact in May...GreenJackets won just one game of the first five that Murphy started 
this year...picked up first professional win on 5/19, after giving up leadoff homer then pitched five scoreless innings...gave up two solo 
shots against KAN but struck out at-the-time career high 7 in 4 innings...struggled in first three starts in June against CSC, MB, CAR...
Struck out career high 12 against DEL in best outing on 6/23... 

Career: Murphy was a two-sport standout, also playing QB and WR for his high school team.  During his senior year, he gave up just 
10 hits in 58.1 innings while striking out 137 – more than 2 batters per inning. He tossed four no-hitters and two perfect games, while 
also hitting .548 with 10 homers. He was a projected top-100 pick as a two-way player, but his pitching elevated him to first-round 
status. He was named the 2022 Illinois Gatorade Player of the Year and was originally committed to Notre Dame, but after being select-
ed 20th overall by the Braves he elected to sign for $2,560,000. He pitched 5 scoreless innings in the FCL, striking out seven, before 
giving up six runs in seven innings on just five hits with ten punchouts in three Augusta starts late in the season.
