The Round Rock Express and Gwinnett Stripers (Atlanta Braves) get ready for
game four of their six-game interleague series on Friday night. The Stripers
claimed, at the very least, a share of the series after their 8-7 win on Thursday.
2B Cam Cauley tallied his first career Triple-A homer in the first inning to put the
Express ahead 1-0. Gwinnett responded with two solo home runs in the second
for a 2-1 edge. The clubs traded 11 total runs through the seventh inning as the
Stripers held an 8-6 advantage heading into the ninth. Round Rock loaded the
bags with a trio of walks before SS Tyler Wade recorded a sacrifice fly to right.
Wade's sac fly brought the Express within one. Gwinnett RHP Javy Guerra was
replaced by RHP James Karinchak with two down and Karinchak helped the
Stripers escape with an 8-7 victory.

OF Alejandro Osuna went 2-for-5 with an RBI and a strikeout on Wednesday
night, marking back-to-back multi-hit games. Osuna is batting .300 (6-20) and
leads the Express with 19 balls in play and a 47.1 hard hit percentage. Since the
start of the 2025 season, Osuna has drawn 19 walks at the Triple-A level for a
21.1% walk rate, the highest of any PCL player in that span (min. 75 PA).

RHP Sean Paul Lifan (5/17/25 for Oklahoma
City - 20 yrs, 190 days), LHP Martin Pérez (8/5/11 for Round Rock - 20 yrs, 123
days), RHP Jordan Lyles (8/10/10 for Sacramento - 19 yrs, 295 days) and RHP
Felix Hernandez (5/12/05 for Tacoma - 19 yrs, 34 days). Ironically, Fuentes was
optioned Monday to make room for Martin Pérez on the Braves 26-man roster.

Mason Thompson, RHP Marc Church, RHP Patrick Murphy and RHP Michel
Otafez held the Stripers to four hits in the final 4.1innings. Round Rock's bullpen
ranks second in all of Triple-A with a 1.67 ERA. RHP Gavin Collyer ranks second
in the PCL with a 44% whiff rate and RHP Peyton Gray is fifth at 42.9%. Round
Rock’s pitching staff, as a whole, leads the PCL in strikeout percentage (25.5%)
while holding opponents to a league-best, .207 expected batting average.

The Phillies scored on a two-out ninth-inning
balk by Astros Juan Agosto. University of Texas product and 24-year old southpaw
Bruce Ruffin tossed 5.0 innings with one run on three hits. Ruffin appeared in the Major
Leagues over 12 seasons with Philadelphia, Milwaukee and Colorado. Won Major League
Baseball “Rolaids Relief” Award for best relief pitcher in 1996 when he earned 24 saves.

During the canceled 2020 campaign, Valdez
worked with pitchers at the Dominican Republic complex and Fal
Developmental League in Arizona.

The Florida native played baseball at Alabama State Universit
from 2012-16. He attended Lake Howell (Fla.) High School, where
he posted a career 15-4 record and 2.20 ERA, and earned all-
conference honors as a junior and senior. Valdez transitioned to
an assistant coach role at Alabama State in 2017 before becoming
Director of Pitching at the Texas Pitching Institute in El Paso,
Texas. He spent two years at TPI before taking the same role at
Baseball Rebellion in Durham, N.C., before joining the Rangers.
