April 2: RubberDucks 3, Fightin Phils 1: Ralphy Velazquez 
launched a two-run home run while Akron pitchers combined to 
strikeout 12 in the RubberDucks’ Opening Day win. 
 

Tonight’s starter: Josh Hartle will start game two for the 
RubberDucks on Friday night. The left-hander is coming off a great 
2025 season where he went 10-3 with a 2.54 ERA across 24 starts 
between High-A Lake County and Akron. His dominant 10-2 record 
with a 2.35 ERA and 100 strikeouts over 103.1 innings for Lake 
County earned him Midwest League Pitcher of the Year honors. He 
enters the season as the Guardians #26 prospect according to MLB 
Pipeline. 
 
exile: The Akron RubberDucks pitching staff was exiling Reading 
hitters back to the dugout all night on Thursday. The staff’s 12 
combined strikeouts were the most by Akron arms on Opening Day 
since Gavin Williams and four relievers combined to fan 15 Erie 
SeaWolves on Opening Day 2023. Starter Khal Stephen fanned four 
of the 12 to start the night, which was the second most for the right-
hander in his Double-A career.   
 
Stanley saves: Hunter Stanley picked up the save on Opening Day 
for the RubberDucks. It was his first save since June 23, 2024 with 
Columbus. After being limited to just two appearances with Akron at 
the end of 2025 after recovering from Tommy John, Stanley looks to 
get back on the mound for a full season in 2026. 
 
Coach D in Year 3: Greg DiCenzo returns for his third season at the 
helm in Akron. DiCenzo has led Akron to a 157-118 record in his first 
two seasons including a postseason appearance in 2024. DiCenzo 
joins Joel Skinner, Brad Komminsk, Dave Wallace and Rouglas Odor 
as the only managers in franchise history to manage three or more 
seasons. Pitching coach Michael Poole, hitting coach Jordan 
Becker and athletic trainer Derrik Diaz return for a third season 
alongside DiCenzo in 2026. 
 

Rounding out the staff: The RubberDucks coaching staff features 
eight new members. Angus Adams, Cole Nieto, Yan Rivera, Gustavo 
Nava, Laura Gutierrez-Sogel, Jack Baldwin, Andie McGregor and 
Ryan Chambliss join Akron in 2026. All are making their Double-A 
coaching debuts. 
 
New name, same home: For the first time since opening in 1997, the 
ballpark in downtown Akron has a new name. Canal Park has become 
7 17 Credit Union Park starting this season. It is the first naming rights 
deal in ballpark history. 
 

RubberDucks and Fightin Phils: Akron is facing Reading for the first 
and only series of the season and first time at 7 17 Credit Union Park 
since 2024. In 2025, the RubberDucks travelled to Reading and took 
five of six from the Fightin Phils. All time Akron is 304-224 against 
Reading. Top prospects in the series includes:

I knew you were trouble when you walked in: Ralphy Velazquez 
continues to destroy Reading pitching. His Opening Night homer was 
his fifth in six career games against the Fightin Phils. The Akron 
infielder hit .545 with four home runs and seven RBI in five games 
against the Fighting Phils last August in his first week in Double-A. 
Velazquez stayed on fire during the remainder of the season batting 
.330/.405/.589 in 28 games with Akron with 16 extra-base hits, 22 RBI 
and 18 runs scored. Velazquez had a hit in 23 of the 28 games he 
played with the RubberDucks last season. In his time in the Eastern 
League, Velazquez ranked top five in RBI (tied fourth), hits (fifth), 
triples (tied first), extra-base hits (third) and total bases (third). 
Velazquez’s strong 2026 earned him a Spring Training Invitee to 
Guardians MLB camp. He hit .313 during his time in MLB camp. 
 

A Place in the World: Two members of the 2026 RubberDucks were 
featured on the big stage of the World Baseball Classic. Dylan 
DeLucia represented Team Italy. DeLucia pitched in two games (one 
start) during the tournament allowing two runs on four hits over 7.2 
innings while striking out eight. Matt Wilkinson represented Team 
Canada. He made two appearances striking out four over 2.2 innings 
pitched. Wilkinson notably struck out Bryce Harper and Cal Raleigh in 
his appearance against Team USA. 
 

In the Angel city: Angel Genao returns to Akron after 77 games for 
the RubberDucks in 2025. He hit .259 with 17 doubles, four triples, 
two home runs and 37 RBI with the Ducks over those 77 games, but 
he was most impressive in September batting .349/.429/.419 in 11 
games picking up 15 hits and scoring eight runs. Genao’s strong 
career numbers earned him a spot on the Guardians 40-man roster in 
November. He is one of two MLB top 100 prospects on the 
RubberDucks roster to open 2026 along with Ralphy Velazquez. 
Genao is ranked No. 64 and Velazquez is No. 86 in all of MLB 
according to MLB Pipeline.

#26 Manager Greg DiCenzo enters his sixth season with the Guardians organization. The 2025 season will be DiCenzo’s third as RubberDucks manager, and 
fifth as a manager in Cleveland’s organization. He’s led the RubberDucks to a 157-118 record in two seasons as Akron’s manager including an Eastern League 
playoff appearance in 2024. 
 
Prior to becoming Triple-A Columbus’ bench coach in 2023, DiCenzo spent the 2021 and 2022 seasons as the manager in High-A Lake County. He guided the 
Captains to a 141-108 record in his two seasons including a Midwest League finals appearance in 2022. 

A native of Duxbury, MA, DiCenzo was the head baseball coach at Holy Cross for 12 seasons prior to joining the Cleveland organization. The Crusaders went 
137-109 in Patriot League play during his tenure, including a 2017 Patriot League Championship, and posted 20-win seasons in 10 of those 12 years. 

#48 Hitting Coach Jordan Becker enters his seventh season with the Guardians organization and third with the RubberDucks. In 2023, Becker served as the 
hitting coach for Lake County.  
 
Becker joined the Cleveland organization in 2019 after a collegiate coaching career that saw stops at Riverside Community College and New Mexico State 
University. 
 
#43 Hitting Coach Cole Nieto enters his fifth season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Nieto joins the RubberDucks after serving as the 
hitting coach for the Lynchburg Hillcats in 2024 and their Carolina League championship season in 2025. 

A graduate of St. Ignatius High School in Cleveland, Nieto played four years at Baldwin Wallace University in Berea. While at Baldwin Wallace, he hit .341 with 
17 home runs and 109 RBI in 137 career games.  

#55 Pitching Coach Angus Adams enters his first season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Adams 
served as a performance coach for Tread Athletics and was a pitching coach at Elmira College.  

#54 Pitching Coach Michael Poole enters his fourth season in the Guardians organization and third season with the RubberDucks. He will be a pitching coach 
in 2025 after spending 2024 as Akron’s assistant pitching coach. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Poole was the pitching development coach on the Arizona 
Complex Academy staff. 

A native of Akron, Poole played at Cuyahoga Community College and Lake Erie College before starting his coaching career at Inspiration Academy (FL) in 2019. 
Poole was an assistant coach at LSU-Eunice for the Bengals D2 JUCO World Series Championship season in 2021. 

#33 Bench Coach Yan Rivera enters his fifth season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to coming to Akron, Rivera spent 2025 as 
the bench coach for Lake County and 2024 as the manager for the ACL Guardians. 

Rivera is the son of former Cleveland minor league manager and Toronto Blue Jays coach Luis Rivera. 

#47 Development Coach Gustavo Nava enters his second season with the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to 
Akron, Nava served as the Development coach for Lynchburg in their 2025 Carolina League championship season.

In addition to being symbolic of the fun, family-friendly brand of entertainment offered by minor 
league baseball, the name also honors Akron’s long history as the “Rubber Capital of the World.” Brandiose Marketing of San Diego, California designed the team 
logo, colors, and various marks and insignias. Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.”  In broadcast coverage, 
referring to the team as “the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
