For the second straight season all 138 Cardinals games can be

TOUGH STRETCH: Since taking four out of five in Tulsa at the beginning of
May, the Cardinals have entered their first prolonged rough patch of the 2024
season. Springfield has lost three straight series and is 8-13 over their last 21
games since May 6.

IN SEARCH DOF THE BIG HIT: Through the first two games of the Car-
dinals’ series in Wichita this week, both teams have struggled with runners

in scoring position. Despite 17 hits over their first two games, the Cards have
scored just 4 runs, thanks mostly to going a combined 5-for-22 (.217) with
runners in scoring position. Springfield has left 9 runners on base in each game
so far this week. Over their last 7 games, the Cards are batting .219 (14-for-64)
with runners in scoring position. The Cardinals have been solid in the clutch for
the season batting .271 with runners in scoring position this season, 3rd in the
Texas League.

BOTTOM FOUR GETTING IT DONE: While the Cardinals have struggled
to score runs through their first two games in Wichita, the bottom four hitters in
the Springfield lineup have produced. Hitters 6 through 9 for the Cards are 12-
for-29 (.414) with 2 of the club’s 3 RBIs this week and have scored all 4 runs.

GRINDIN’: Perhaps the Cardinal offense’s greatest attribute is their ability

to grind out at bats and put the ball in play. The Cards have struck out just 333
times in 47 games, the 3rd-fewest in all of full-season Minor League Baseball.

In the Texas League, Springfield trails the Frisco RoughRiders (336 K’s in 46
games) for 2nd-fewest in the circuit. The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers have struck
out the 2nd-fewest times with 328 K’s. The Cards are averaging just 7.08 K’s per
game.

NIP AND TUCK: Springfield has excelled so far this season in close games,
especially of late. After Tuesday night’s 2-1 victory, the Cardinals are 12-3 in
games decided by one run this season. Each of the Cards’ last 4 wins have
been by one run, as have five of their last six.

CARDS PLAGUED BY BIG INNINGS: So far in 2024, the Cardinals have
had a hard time limiting the big inning. Springfield has surrendered 36 innings
in which the opponent has scored 3 or more runs. In those 36 innings, the Car-
dinals have allowed 140 of the 255 total runs scored by the opposition, 54.9%
of the runs the Birds have allowed this season. Springfield has allowed that
production in just 9% of their innings pitched. In the other 362.2 IP Springfield
has allowed 115 runs, which comes out to 2.85 runs per 9 innings.

LOOKING TO LIMIT LONGBALLS: So far this season the Cardinals have
been victims of the longball, getting dinged for 56 home runs in just 47 games, 8
more than any other team in Double-A. The Amarillo Sod Poodles and Reading
Fightin’ Phils are next at 48 home runs allowed. The Cards are 1.26 HR per 9
innings.

HOT CORNER, HOT BAT: After a slow start to the season, Cardinals INF
Jacob Buchberger has gotten red hot over the last month. Since coming into
play on April 14 batting .087, Springfield’s 3B is batting .340 (33-for-97) over
his last 28 games, and has hit safely in all but 4 of them. He has two separate
8-game hitting streaks during that stretch, including a 12-game streak that was
snapped with an 0-for-4 on Wednesday.

TORRES AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS: With a recent hot streak, Spring-
field leadoff man Bryan Torres finds his name at or near the top of several Texas
League categories. Torres is the leading hitter among active, qualified hitters

in the Texas League with a .331 batting average. He is 2nd with a .410 OBP,

tied for 2nd in hits (49) and 3rd in stolen bases (15). Springfield’s leadoff man is
12-for-28 during a current 7-game hitting streak, and has led off the game for the
Cardinals with a base hit in 4 of his last 7 games.

REDMOND ON DOORSTEP OF SPRINGFIELD HISTORY: with his
go-ahead two-run homer in the 8th inning on April 23 against Arkansas, Cardi-
nals slugger Chandler Redmond tied the franchise record for most home runs.
His 59 career home runs in a Springfield uniform bring him even with Xavier
Scruggs (2010-13). Redmond already holds the Springfield record for career
RBIs with 206.

Since tying the record, however, Redmond has gone 22 straight games without

a home run.
