Leading Off
Reading continues this week’s series in Hartford with game two tonight. The R-Phils hold a 10-9 edge in the season series (5-2 at Hartford).

Hot Dogs Reign Supreme
Reading, playing as the Hot Dogs, defeated Hartford (AKA Steamed Cheeseburgers) 9-4 last night. Josh Hendrickson earned the win and had a 	
season-high eight strikeouts over five innings. The bullpen combined to throw four-shutout frames. Oliver Dunn had three hits and four RBI, 	
finishing just a triple shy of the cycle. Carlos De La Cruz drove in three runs and Max McDowell knocked in a pair with two hits. Reading batted 
around in a five-run fourth inning, marking the sixth time Reading’s batted around in 2023 and first since June 22 at Portland.

Pedrique Closing in on 1K
Reading Manager Al Pedrique sits just six wins shy of 1,000 in his Major/Minor League managerial career. Pedrique’s win totals with each 	
organization have been: Royals (102), Astros (158), Diamondbacks (225), Yankees (394), Miami (75) and Phillies (40).

Carlos De La Crushin’ It
With three RBI last night, Carlos De La Cruz now has 52 RBI on the season, to go with 100 hits. The last R-Phil to have over 100 hits and 50 RBI in 
a season was teammate Jhailyn Ortiz, who had 106 hits and 61 RBI over 119 games in 2022. De La Cruz has done the feat in 93 games so far.

Making a Home in Hartford 
Reading has enjoyed a lot of success at Dunkin’ Park in 2023. Overall, Reading holds a 5-2 record at the home of the Yard Goats. Overall, the Figh-
tin Phils are 10-9 against Hartford in 2023. The offense has dominanted Yard Goats’ pitching, hitting .316 and averaging 6.9 runs per game.

Bullpen Buzzing
Reading’s bullpen continued its dominance last night with four-shutout innings, allowing just two hits and garnering six strikeouts. Since July 1, 
R-Phils pitching leads the Eastern League with a 2.93 ERA, and much of that success can be credited to Reading’s much-improved bullpen.

Deadline Day
No members of the current R-Phils were included in any trade deadline deals. Phillies No. 5 prospect Hao Yu Lee (Jersey Shore) was traded to 
Detroit for Michael Lorenzen. Lehigh Valley’s Bailey Falter was dealt to the Pirates in exchange for Rodolfo Castro.

Around the Organization
The Phillies defeated the Marlins 3-1, thanks to a go-ahead homer from Nick Castellanos in the ninth. Lehigh Valley beat Buffalo 10-7, thanks to a 
nine-run fourth innings that included a Scott Kingery grand slam. Jersey Shore defeated Brooklyn 6-3 thanks to a double and two hits from Gabriel 
Ricones Jr. Clearwater fell 5-4 to Lakeland as Justin Crawford had three hits and two doubles. William Bergolla added two singles.

Hey Hartford
Hartford enters tonight with a 12-14 second-half record, and are 41-52 overall in 2023. Last week, the Yard Goats took three-of five from New 
Hampshire. Next week, Hartford heads north for a series ar Portland. Hunter Goodman leads Hartford with 25 home runs, which is a new Yard 
Goats’ single season record for home runs.Hartford ranks 11th in the Eastern League with a .231 average, and sit last with a 5.52 ERA.

Goats Pitcher
Righty Case Williams gets the start tonight for Hartford. It is his fourth start against Reading in 2023 and he is 0-2 over the first three (11.2 IP, 19 H, 
13 R, 12 ER, 8 BB, 6 SO). Overall, Williams is 1-8 with a 6.50 ERA across 16 starts (70.2 IP, 84 H, 35 BB, 56 SO). He last started on July 26 against 
New Hampshire, where he lasted just 2.2 innings, and allowed six-earned runs on eight hits, with two walks and strikeouts each. Williams split 
2022 between single-A Fresno (16), high-A Spokane (6) and Hartford (1). Williams was selected in the fourth round in 2020 by the Rockies out of 
high school, but was traded to the Reds in November of 2020, along with current Phillie Jeff Hoffman. He was traded back to Colorado in 2021.
