FIRST HALF CHAMPS!: With the win over Hill City on June 7, the FredNats secured the Carolina League North’s first-half title, the only
first-half championship in Frederickshurg history. The title is the first for the franchise since the Potomac Nationals’ 2018 win, a roster
that featured many future Major Leaguers (and some current big leaguers rehabbing), including Juan Soto, Anthony Rendon and more.

BANGED UP: With yesterday’s two additions to the injured list in Ryan Minckler and Cesar Rojas, the FredNats current roster now contains
10 players on the 7-Day Injured List, the highest total of the season.

TITLE DEFENSE: Since moving to Frederickshurg, the franchise has traditionally been stronger in the second half. Qualifying for the
playoffs for the fourth time since moving to FXBG this season, 2026 was the first season since relocation where the FredNats have brought
home the Carolina League North’s first-half title. Now, the FredNats seek to defend their second-half title from last season.

SCHEDULE STRENGTH: The FredNats have not opened a series against a team over .500 since April 28 against Hickory. While Kannapolis
briefly moved over .500 to 31-29 during the FredNats’ last road series, they've face just four teams over .500 this season, playing just 15
games against such teams. Currently, the FredNats have just two more series against teams with winning records after this week.

A GRAND SLAM FOR THE SECOND HALF: INF Jorgelys Mota rejoined the FredNats on a Minor League rehabilitation assignment last week,
and will be staying for this series with the FredNats. Mota, who just turned 21 years old, is responsible for one of the most memorable
moments in FredNats history, a walk-off grand slam to secure last season’s Carolina League second-half title against the Carolina Mudcats,
sending Fredericksburg through to the playoffs during the final series of the reqular season.

NEW ROLES: After the FredNats clinched the first-half title, they’ve experience a pitching shakeup. Both Grant Manning and Liam Sullivan
have shifted into starting roles, with Leuris Portorreal coming back out of the bullpen for the first time since last year. With no MLB rehabs
set for this week, Portorreal has been inserted back into the rotation.

THE ARTIST FKA THE MUDCATS: A staple of Minor League Baseball and member of the Carolina League since 2012, the Carolina Mudcats
relocated and rebranded this season, staying with the Milwaukee Brewers as the Single-A affiliate. Now known as the Wilson Warbirds,
the team plays at the brand new Wilson Ballpark. The FredNats knew the Mudcats well, including the memorable clinch of the second
-half last season.

A RECORD BREAKING FIRST HALF: The FredNats’ first-half was filled with records in 2026, with final record falling in game 65. Clinching
a title on June 7 with a win against Hill City, the FredNats followed their title by winning their 46th game of the first half on Wednesday,
besting the 1982 Alexandria Dukes’ 45-20 first half to break the franchise’s all time wins record in half one.

SHUTTIES: The FredNats picked up their eighth shutout of the season Sunday, the most in the Carolina League. After shutouts on back
to back nights by the Hickory Crawdads over the weekend, the FredNats are now tied for Carolina League lead in shutouts, including a
whopping five in the month of June, the most at the Single-A level.

THE FRIENDLY CONFINES: The FredNats have been the top team at home in the Carolina League this year, holding a 25-9 record in FXBG.
The FredNats also got off to one of their best starts overall and at home this season, beginning the year 12-1 at home.

ABOUT LAST YEAR: The FredNats finished last season at 65-64 overall, winning the North division’s second-half title to advance to the
playoffs for the second straight year. The FredNats’season ended in a 2-0 series loss to Hill City in the Division Series.

FREDNATS BASEBALL NETWORK IS BACK: Once again, all 132 FredNat games this season will be broadcast live on the FredNats Baseball
Network, with Luke West Poley and Adam Gotkin beginning their first seasons calling the action in Fredericksburg. Home games are
broadcast on MiLB.tv and the Bally Sports Live App to go along with the audio-only stream at frednats.com/broadcast or the MiLB App.
For road games, the radio broadcast is available at the same link. In addition, all FredNats games preceeded by a 20 minute pregame show
and postgame coverage following each night of action.

A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back
to 1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...
the Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons
(1999-2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in Woodbridge, Virginia...the franchise has won
six Carolina League championships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Potomac Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014.
The franchise won its first league title as the Fredericksburg Nationals in 2024, defeating the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers and winning the
title at Virginia Credit Union Stadium. The franchise has appeared in the Carolina League playoffs in three out of the last four seasons.
