TEEING OFF
SERIES OF PITCHING: Pitching remains the headline for both teams
through the first two games of this series as Augusta overcame a 2-1 loss
on Tuesday with a 1-0 victory in Game 2 on Wednesday. Tyler Owens started
and pitched five, shutout innings. Estarlin Rodriguez would follow him up with
three scoreless frames with Juan Mateo getting the final three outs to secure
the save. Myrtle Beach was limited to just three base runners all night, none
made it past first base.

STRIKING EARLY: For the fifth straight game to open the season, the
GreenJackets scored first and did not look back after a second inning RBI sin-
gle from Geraldo Quintero en route to a 1-0 victory to even the six-game set.

SETTING THE TEMPO: The Augusta starting pitchers complete their first
turn through the rotation with 2.69 ERA, 33 strikeouts and 9 walks in 20.1
innings of work.

GETTING TO THE FINISH LINE: The GreenJackets bullpen has carried

on the success of their starting unit by allowing just two earned runs since

opening. In particular, Kris Anglin, JJ Niekro, Luis Vargas, and Estarlin Rodri-
guez all have relief outings in that stretch where they threw 3+ innings and
did not allow a run.

CLEAN DEFENSE: Wednesday's 1-0 victory was the first game this season
Augusta committed zero errors, which played a major part in the shutout win.

CURRENT NOTES: (4/8) One of the best starts in Salinas’ professional career as he struck-out a
career-best 11 batters in 4.1 IP. He did not factor into the decision

2021I: Pitched for the GCL Braves to begin 2021 where he took his game to a new level. The right-
hander was promoted to Augusta on September 7 and showed much promise between the two teams.
With the GCL Braves, worked as reliever and as an opener and kept opponents off the board in 7 of

his 10 outings. Salinas’ strikeout ability is what caught the most attention as he struck out at least 3
batters in all his 10 appearances, including a 10 strikeout performance in 4 innings on August 31, his
final outing with the GCL Braves. He was then promoted to Augusta in September where he impressed in
3 starts. In 14 innings of work, he allowed just 1 run and struck out 18. In the process, he earned 2 wins
as a starter.

CAREER: Signed as an International Free Agent by the Atlanta Braves out of Venezuela in November of
2018. Pitched all of 2019 with the Dominican Summer League Braves and appeared in 17 games as a re-
liever. He dealt 33 innings over the course of the season with a 3.82 ERA while collecting 37 strikeouts.

Following the season, Salinas was promoted to the GCL Braves.

1 saves with a .188 batting average against him. Transferred to Catawba College in Salisbury, North Carolina after one season at Pfeiffer and continued dominated. In his one season at
Catawba, made 31 appearances for the Indians as he paced the pitching staff with a 2.43 ERA and 31 appearances that covered 37 innings. Struck out 55 batters with 17 walks while
opponents hit just .181 against him.

Spent the ensuing season split between the GCL Braves and the Rookie affiliate Danville where he
finished the season with a combined 0-3 record with a 4.23 ERA in 10 appearances and 9 starts that covered 27.1 innings. Collected 32 strikeouts throughout the course of the year with
12 walks while holding opponents to an impressive .184 batting average against him.

Was used almost exclusively as a reliever making 26 appearances with one of those being a short start against Myrtle Beach on July 10 where he dealt 3 innings to begin
the game. Had a tough start to the season as he allowed earned runs in all 4 of his outings in May but started to settle-in towards the end of the season. Pena finished the year with a 3.35
ERA in the months of August and September combined and started to get a feel for his stuff during that stretch with 23 strikeouts in the two months in 16.1 innings, earning him a 12.8
K/9 during that run.

CAREER: Signed by the Braves as an international free agent in 2017 from the Dominican Republic. Following his signing, the Braves designated him to the Dominican Summer League
where he pitched well with a 3.96 ERA in 15 appearances and 25 innings all out of the bullpen.

Was assigned to the GCL Twins following his selection and pitched well during his
brief season there. Made 5 appearances with 2 starts and finished with a 2-0 record with both of wins coming in relief. Showed his potential in his best outing when he struck out 5in 3
innings of relief against the Red Sox affiliate on August 11. Pitched for the GCL Twins again in 2018 but missed most of the season due to a significant injury and was also out all of 2019.

Myles Schroder returns to the GreenJackets for his second year as a
coach. Schroder was drafted in the 27th round by the San Francisco
Giants in the 2007 Amateur Draft from Diablo Valley College. He
played in the Giants minor league system from 2007-2018, includ-
ing a season with the Augusta GreenJackets in 2012.
