A Trip to the Capital
Reading continues a six-game series at Harrisburg, after splitting their series in May. Harrisburg won the first three and Reading the final three.

Looking Back
Reading’s offense matched a season-low with just three hits in a 5-1 loss to Harrisburg. David Parkinson started and suffered his first loss since July 
1. He allowed four-earned runs over 5.1 innings of work. Carlos Francisco and Andrew Schultz combined for scoreless outings out of the bullpen. 
Marcus Lee Sang drove in the R-Phils’ lone run with a double in the ninth inning. Reading;s other hits came from Carlos De La Cruz and Max 
McDowell. Dylan Crews had a hit and run scored in his Double-A debut.

The Month of Dunn
Oliver Dunn’s strong August coninued with four home runs last week against Somerset. In August, Dunn’s slashing, .329/.398/.795 with a 1.193 
OPS. He has 10 homers, 27 RBI and 16 runs scored over 19 games this month. His Eastern League Ranks in August are as follows: Runs (2nd), Hits 
(5th), HR (1st), RBI (1st), SLG (1st) and OPS (1st). In 2023, Dunn ranks second amongst Eastern League second basemen in average, first in home 
runs and leads the pack in RBI with 75, which is also the active Eastern League lead. Dunn’s next hit will be his 100th this season.

Parkinson Powers
David Parkinson suffered his first loss since July 1 last night to Harrisburg. Between July 7 and August 17, Parkinson was 5-0 with a 1.13 ERA, with 
41 strikeouts and a .194 opposing batting average. Over that span his season ERA went from 5.32 to 3.81 as well. His league ranks currently sit at: 
ERA (6th-3.96), Wins (T7th-7), Strikeouts (8th-109), IP (5th-104.2), WHIP (9th-1.39) and winning percentage (6th-5.83).

Prospect Watch
Tonight’s starter Mick Abel is the Phillies No. 2 overall prospect, trailing Andrew Painter. He also ranks 49th overall on the Top 100, according to 
MLB Pipeline. Other Fightin Phils in the Phillies’ Top 30 are Carlos De La Cruz (7th), Orion Kerkering (8th), Ethan Wilson (17th) and Tommy 
McCollum (22nd). Other Phillies in the Top 100 are Andrew Painter (29th), Justin Crawford (82nd) and Aidan Miller (96th).

Around the Organization
The Phillies deafeated the Giants 4-3 last night thanks to a Trea Turner two-run single to walk it off. Lehigh Valley fell to Scranton Wilkes-Barre 
14-1 last night as Darick Hall and Scott Kingery both had doubles. Jersey Shore toppled Wilmington 10-3 as Justin Crawford, Jared Carr and 
Anthony Quirion each had two hits. Clearwater lost 6-5 to Lakeland as Felix Reyes homered. The FCL Phillies won 15-5 over the Blue Jays to finish 
their season at 30-25. DSL Phillies Red finished 27-26, while DSL Phillies White went 42-13 and will begin their playoff quest today.

Hey Harrisburg
Harrisburg enters tonight with a 23-23 record in the second half and 54-60 record overall. Last week, the Senators took just one-of-five from 
Richmond, while dropping the last-four games. Next week, Harrisburg will begin a 12-game road trip at Binghamton, then Altoona. Currently, 10 
of Washington’s top-30 prospects are on Harrisburg’s roster: Dylan Crews (1), James Wood (2), Brady House (3), Robert Hassell (8), Trey Lipscomb 
(14), DJ Herz (16), Cole Henry (19), Israel Pineda (22), Mitchell Parker (26) and Jacob Young (30).

Patriot Pitcher
Lefty Dustin Saenz will get the start tonight for Harrisburg. It’ll be Saenz’s 12 start of the season for the Senators, as he is 3-4 with a 5.04 ERA (50 IP, 
58 H, 16 BB, 25 SO). He also has a 1.48 WHIP and opponents are hitting .309 against Saenz. He went two innings at Richmond last week, allowing 
no runs and two hits in a no decision. Saenz began the season with High-A Wilmington, going 2-2 with a 1.97 ERA over 10 games and eight starts. 
He split 2022 between Single-A Fredericksburg and Wilmington, combining to go 6-8 with a 4.73 ERA over 21 starts. Saenz was drafted by the 
Nationals in the fourth round in the 2021 draft out of Texas A&M. He spent 2018-21 with the Aggies, owning a 4.13 ERA over 47 games. He led 
Texas A&M in starts, wins, innings pitched and strikeouts in 2021 with the Aggies.

Committed to Oregon State after Freshman Year of high school.
Scouting Report: With a tall frame, Abel projects as a right-handed starter. Has a quick arm and fastball sits in mid-to-upper 90s. Also showcases a mid-80s slider, which is a plus pitch 
for Abel. Has a slower curveball and changeup. As Abel develops, scouts look for him to hone in on his command and improve strike throwing. Growing in that area could help him 
reach ceiling as front-half of the roation big league starter.
