
Meet the Boss: Scott Steinmann is the 16th manager in Lugnuts team history. Born in Dayton, Steinmann joins the Lugnuts after three straight seasons 
assigned to manage Double-A Midland (though the 2020 season was canceled). Steinmann previously managed against the Lugnuts with Wisconsin (2005), 
Clinton (2009, 2014-15) and Beloit (2017). More info about the skipper can be found on the next page of these notes.

Roster Move: Outfielder Jake Suddleson was promoted to Double-A Midland on Tuesday. (Suddleson has opened 0-for-12 in his first three games with 
the RockHounds.) His spot on the roster was filled yesterday by outfielder Enrry Pantoja, who was called up from Extended Spring Training.

A Hail to Arms...: The Lugnuts’ pitching staff tops the High-A Central with a 3.31 earned run average despite allowing 15 earned runs in the last two games. 
The Nuts have issued only 105 walks, the second fewest in the circuit, struck out the second-most hitters (357), allowed the third-fewest home runs (23) 
and recorded the best GO/AO ratio (1.33) in the league.

Crime Doesn’t Pay: Catcher William Simoneit nabbed a pair of Whitecaps attempting to steal second base last night, giving the Lugnuts 18 attempted 
base-stealers caught this year, tied for most in the league with South Bend. The Cubs, however, have caught 18 of 94 attempted base-stealers while the 
Nuts have thrown out 18 of 53.

A Breath of Relief: The bullpen has been a strength for the Lugnuts, with a 2.92 ERA and 221 strikeouts (compared to 57 walks) in just 166 1/3 innings. 
Lugnuts relievers Aiden McIntyre leads the league with 14 relief appearances.

Getting Hits and Getting Hit: The Nuts lead the league in at-bats (1138), doubles (74) and HBPs (36); and rank second in fewest strikeouts (299) and tied 
for second in sacrifice bunts (7); third in hits (271); and fourth in total bases (437).

Individual Efforts: Infielder Max Schuemann (Portage Northern H.S. / Eastern Michigan University) is tied for first in the league in HBPs (10), fourth in 
steals (20), fifth in runs scored (28) and tied for fifth in doubles (9). Schuemann’s HBP total is tied for second in all of Minor League Baseball.

Highs and Lows: The Lugnuts have scored at least seven runs in a game 13 times this season, but have also scored two runs or fewer in a game 14 times.

Keys to Success: When Lansing scores more than two runs in a game, the club is 14-6. When it scores two runs or fewer, the record is 2-12. Additionally, 
when the Nuts outhit the opposition, they are 13-1 this season. When they get outhit, however, they are 1-16.

Tonight: The Lugnuts play the fifth game of a six-game series at the West Michigan Whitecaps, the fifth of 24 meetings between the intrastate archrivals this season. This is the 385th 
all-time meeting between the Nuts and ‘Caps; the teams are 192-192 against each other. The Nuts outscored the Whitecaps 10-1 in winning each of the first two games of the series 
but have been outscored 19-4 in dropping the last two games.

Last Night: Whitecaps 9, Lugnuts 4. First baseman Spencer Torkelson went 3-for-3 with a single, triple, homer, sacrifice fly and four runs batted in, helping the ‘Caps rally from 
deficits of 3-0 and 4-1 with nine unanswered runs for the victory. Dillon Dingler added a solo home run for West Michigan, going back-to-back with Torkelson in a six-run game-turning 
sixth inning against relievers Charles Hall and Aiden McIntyre. Lazaro Armenteros homered in defeat.

What’s New in 2021: Entering this season, the Lugnuts’ stadium name changed from Cooley Law School Stadium to Jackson® Field™, the Nuts moved up to the High-A Central, and they 
accepted an invitation to affiliate with the Oakland A’s, the Nuts’ fourth MLB partner, following the Kansas City Royals (1996-98), Chicago Cubs (1999-2004) and Blue Jays (2005-2020).

2012: The TinCaps defeated the Lugnuts, 1-0, in one hour and 54 minutes at 
Parkview Field. It was a heartbreaker for Nuts starter Jesse Hernandez (8 IP, 1 
H, 1 R, 1 BB, 8 K), who allowed a run on a sacrifice fly in the first inning but didn’t 
allow his first hit until Travis Whitmore’s infield single off Hernandez’s glove lead-
ing off the bottom of the 8th.

•  On May 7, 2014, Steinmann’s Clinton LumberKings overcame a 17-1 
deficit entering the 6th inning, scoring 19 unanswered runs for a 20-17 
victory in 12 innings. It remains the largest deficit ever overcome in a 
professional baseball game.

•  In addition to the managerial seasons above, Steinmann worked 
as a roving catching instructor in 1999 for Seattle and was a mem-
ber of the coaching staff for Wisconsin (2000-01), San Bernardino 
(2002), Peoria (2006), Everett (2010, 2012) and Tacoma (2013).

Major League Lugnuts: Two former Nuts have made their Major League debuts this season, pitcher 
Ty Tice ‘18 and outfielder Josh Palacios ‘16-’17, with the duo making their first MLB appearance 
in the same game for the Toronto Blue Jays on April 9th. It was the seventh time in team history 
that two Lugnuts made their MLB debut in the same game, with the first occurring on September 
14, 1998: Carlos Febles and Carlos Beltrán for the Kansas City Royals.

Familiar Settings: 14 of the 30 Lugnuts active players came through the Midwest League in Beloit 
on their way up the Athletics’ ladder, and coaching staff members Scott Steinmann, Don Schulze 
and Anthony Phillips all have experience in the league.

A Lineup of Starters: The Lugnuts have used ten starting pitchers this year, namely Brady Basso, 
Reid Birlingmair, Jeff Criswell, Stevie Emanuels, Richard Guasch, Rafael Kelly, Colin Peluse, 
Seth Shuman, Shohei Tomioka and Brock Whittlesey.

A Pleasant Peninsula Surrounds You: Max Schuemann (Portage Northern H.S.) is the first Lugnut 
from Eastern Michigan University and Jack Weisenburger (Rockford H.S.) is the fourth and fifth 
Michigan Wolverines to play in Lansing (following Troy Miller, Jake Fox, Rich Hill and Jeff Criswell).

Finally: Pitchers Stevie Emanuels and Shohei Tomioka, catchers Jared McDonald, Drew Millas 
and William Simoneit, first baseman Patrick McColl, and outfielder Michael Guldberg are all 
making their pro debut this season.

Front Office Connections: Lugnuts pitching coach Don Schulze was drafted 11th overall by the 
Chicago Cubs in 1980, 12 picks before Oakland Executive Vice President of Baseball Operations 
Billy Beane was drafted by the New York Mets. Lugnuts first baseman Patrick McColl set a new 
Harvard baseball single season record with 70 hits in 2019, breaking the previous record held by 
Athletics General Manager David Forst.

Clubhouse of Higher Learning: The Ivy League is well represented on the Lansing roster. First 
baseman Patrick McColl played for Harvard, reliever Michael Danielak was drafted from Dartmouth 
and catcher William Simoneit spent four years at Cornell before grad-transferring to Wake Forest.

Power Five Baseball: The Lugnuts also represent the ACC (Michael Guldberg, Georgia Tech); 
Big 12 (Brady Basso, Oklahoma State); Big Ten (Jeff Criswell and Jack Weisenburger, Michigan; 
Dalton Sawyer, Minnesota); and the SEC (Cobie Vance, Alabama, and Ryan Gridley, Mississippi 
State); and the Pac-12 (Stevie Emanuels, Washington).

International Appeal: In addition to 16 different states (Arizona, California, Delaware, Georgia, 
Illinois, Louisiana, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan, Minnesota, Nevada, North Carolina, Ohio, 
Texas, Virginia, Washington) represented by Lugnuts players and coaching staff, seven nations 
are represented: USA, Colombia, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Japan, South Africa and Venezuela.

Representing His Country: 1B/3B Jordan Díaz played for Colombia in Olympic Baseball Qualifying 
play, blasting a game-tying home run in the 9th against Venezuela, but Colombia lost all three games 
in opening pool play and was eliminated. Team USA won the tournament, punching a ticket to Japan.

Teammates Then, Teammates Now: Several of the Nuts are familiar with one another. Reid 
Birlingmair and Charlie Cerny pitched together at the University of Illinois at Chicago, and Jeff 
Criswell and Jack Weisenburger pitched together in Ann Arbor. The Lugnuts also have a pair of 
Wake Forest Demon Deacons, but William Simoneit played only one year at Wake, 2020, thus 
missing Colin Peluse by a year.

Last Outing: Started June 5 vs. South Bend and overwhelmed the Cubs with 10 strikeouts in 5 2/3 innings, allowing four 
hits, one walk and one run... struck out the side in the 1st... allowed only run in the 2nd inning on a Bryce Windham RBI 
single... struck out two more around a Josue Huma double in the 3rd... whiffed two in a perfect 4th... struck out two in a 
perfect 5th... departed after allowing a two-out single to Nelson Velazquez in the 6th... relievers Bryce Nightengale (2 1/3) 
and Aiden McIntyre (1 IP) combined for six more strikeouts in a 9-3 Lugnuts win.

2021 in Lansing: Celebrated his 23rd birthday yesterday!
- Made 2021 debut by piggybacking Jeff Criswell and Shohei Tomioka on the fifth day of the season, Saturday, May 8th 
vs. Lake County, tossing three scoreless innings in the Lugnuts’ 2-0 four-hit shutout victory... worked with catcher William 
Simoneit, a fellow Demon Deacon, to form an all-Wake Forest battery... picked Bryan Lavastida off 1st base in the 6th 
inning... opened the ninth with two walks and was taken out in favor of Aiden McIntyre, who sewed up the win with two 
strikeouts and a comebacker.
-  Pitched at Dayton, Saturday, May 15th... after Seth Shuman started and fired two perfect innings, twirled five strong 
innings of relief, allowing two hits and one run, one walk and seven strikeouts... gave up a Brian Rey solo homer while 
striking out the side in the 6th... departed with a 2-1 lead, but Michael Danielak gave up a two-run homer to Spillane in 
the 8th, leading to a 3-2 Lugnuts loss.
- Made first start of the season, May 22nd - heavily anticipated prospect match-up vs. Fort Wayne southpaw Ethan Elliott 
never materialized, as Lugnuts hammered Elliott for three solo home runs while Peluse gave up 10 hits and eight runs in 
3 1/3 innings, en route to 12-7 Lugnuts loss... allowed two hits but stranded the bases loaded in a scoreless 1st inning...

Prospecting:  Rated Baseball America’s No. 26 A’s prospect... “Not assigned to the alternate training site, Peluse committed to an at-home workout plan tailored to increase his leg strength and 
added 10 pounds of muscle. He arrived at instructional league showing significant velocity gains, much to the A’s surprise... Peluse’s fastball sat 96 mph and touched 98 at instructs, a marked increase 
from his low-90s readings in college. His slider was already a plus pitch, showing late life and more drop than a typical slider”... MLB Pipeline’s No. 28 A’s prospect, grading his fastball at 55, slider 
at 55, change-up at 50 and control at 45, writing about Peluse, “A ninth-round pick in 2019, Peluse has put himself on the prospect radar for the A’s after showing up to the instructional league that 
consistently hit 97-98. Now carrying a power fastball, Peluse also brings a strong slider that flashes plus, as well as a changeup that is still developing. His command has always been solid going back 
to his days at Wake Forest, and it showed up in his debut season in the Class A Short Season New York-Penn League, walking just six batters across 24 innings.
