On the Road Again
The Fightin Phils begin a six-game series on the road at the Hartford Yard Goats on Tuesday night. It is the seventh-of-18 matchups between the teams this sea-
son, and the first-of-six in Hartford. Reading holds the season-series edge over the Yard Goats 5-1, after taking five-of-six from Hartford in early May. Reading 
won the season-series over Hartford 14-10 in 2023, which included a 9-3 record at Dunkin’ Park.

Sunday Funday
Reading earned a split, and finished its series with Binghamton on a high note, with a 3-2 win over the Rumble Ponies on Sunday night. Caleb Ricketts was all of 
Reading’s offense with three RBI, which included a double and two-run home run, that proved to be the eventual game winnter. Jose Rodriguez also had three 
htis in the win. Efrain Contreras starred on the mound, going four innings, allowing one run, with right strikeouts, in relief of starter Kolby Allard. Sunday also 
marked Reading’s third win this season when scoring less than five runs in a game. Reading is 3-22 when scoring less than five runs and 17-3 when going over 
the five-run mark in a game.

A Good Week Offensively
After not hitting a single home run during its series at Richmond from May 14-19, Reading’s offense responded in a big way with 13 home runs last week. That 
marked ranked as first in the Eastern League by four home runs. Reading also hit .294 last week, with 39 runs (6.5 per game), 22 extra-base hits and four more 
sacrifice flies. In the series with Binghamton, Kendall Simmons had three homers and Bryce Ball had two. 

Rodriguez Rolling
Jose Rodriguez has been red-hot at the plate in May. After hitting just .176 in April, Rodriguez is slashing .371/.394/.597, with a .991 OPS in May. He’s added 
six doubles, one triple, two homers, 10 RBI, 17 runs scored and is 6/7 in stolen base attempts in May. A key to Rodriguez’ May success has been his lack of 
strikeouts. He has struck out just five times in 66 plate appearances, which is 7.6%. In three games last week, Rodriguez was 8-12 (.667), with six runs scored, 
two doubles, one home, one RBI, and just one strikeouts. Rodriguez has multiple hits in three-straight games and has back-to-back three-hit games. 

Caleb Crushing It
Caleb Ricketts had a strong week against Binghamton. He finished it on a very-high note, having two hits on Sunday. In Sunday’s game he drove in all three 
runs, coming on an RBI double and a two-run home run, his first homer at the Double-A level. Last week, Ricketts slashed .350/.409/.600, with a 1.009 OPS. He 
also added four runs, two doubles, one homer and seven RBI. Ricketts is establishing himself as Reading’s primary catcher, starting 5/6 games last week.

Bounce Back for Contreras
Efrain Contreras posted his best outings as a Fightin Phil in Sunday’s win over Binghamton. Contreras tossed four innings out of the bullpen, allowing two hits, 
one run and he had a season-high eight strikeouts. He also earned his first winning decision of the season. His eight strikeouts also marked the most by a R-Phil 
reliever in a game this season.

This Day in Baseballtown History
May 28, 1999: At Reading, the Phils beat New Britain, 15-14, in a wild, 13-inning affair.  Each team collects 22 hits.  Six players (4 from New Britain) have three 
or more hits and 15 players (8 from New Britain) have two or more hits.  Reading keeps the game alive in the 9th with a 2-run rally and the 12th with a single 
run.  David Francia, who had tied the game in the 12th with a pinch-hit RBI single, drives in the winning run (Larry Huff) with a bunt single at 1:07 in the 
morning.  The date, 5/28, is the same as the time of the game, 5:28.  Evan Thomas gets the win.

Hey Hartford
Hartford enters today with a 22-22 record, which is third in the Eastern League’s Northeast Division. The Yard Goats were at Portland and split an eight-game 
series, which featured two doubleheaders, after the teams had two games snowed-out in April. After this week, Hartford hits the road and heads to Somerset 
for a six-game series. Hartofrd’s roster features 13 of the Rockies’ top-30 prospects: Adael Amador (1), Yanquiel Fernandez (3), Sterlin Thompson (5), Zac Veen 
(6), Benny Montgomery (10), Ryan Ritter (12), Carson Palmquist (14), Gabriel Hughes (15), Warming Bernabel (16), Mason Albright (21), Angel Chivilli (24), 
Jaden Hill (26) and Connor Van Scoyoc (28).

Ponies Pitcher
Righty Andrew Quezada makes the start tonight for Hartford. This season, Quezada is 2-1, with a 2.56 ERA over eight starts. He’s pitched 38.2 innings, allowed 
33 hits, 13 walks and 27 strikeouts. Quezada last pitched May 22 at Portland, allowing no-earned runs on seven hits over six innings in a no-decision, with one 
walk and one strikeouts. Quezada pitched at Reading on May 11, earning a win with one run allowed over five innings. Quezada spent all of 2023 with Hartford, 
going 4-8, with a 5.52 ERA. In 2023, Quezada faced Reading four times (three starts) and went 1-1, with a 3.26 ERA. He struck out 14 Fightin Phils hitters over 
19.1 innings pitched against them. The Rockies drafted the 26-year old in the seventh round of the 2018 draft out of Cal State Fullerton.
