
About the Last One: It took 11 innings in the series finale against Reading 
on Sunday, but the Baysox ended their road trip on a high note, winning 
their fourth game in a row with an 11-8 win over the Fightin Phils. Toby 
Welk and Andrew Daschbach homered in the contest, and Logan Gillaspie 
earned his second save in as many days. 

Playoff Push: The top two teams in the Double-A Northeast League by 
winning percentage, regardless of division will compete in a Best-of-5 
playoff series beginning the Tuesday after the regular season concludes. 
With 25 games remaining in the season after today, Bowie is in sole 
possession of the second playoff spot, with a 1.5 game advantage over the 
Portland Sea Dogs. Akron holds the top spot in the league.

Starting with Stallings: In the series opener for the Baysox, making his 
first start at the Double-A level, and his 17th start of the season overall, 
will be right-hander Garrett Stallings. This will be his second appearance 
for Bowie, having thrown four innings against Reading this past week. He 
allowed just one run on five hits, but was saddled with the loss. He carried 
an 8-3 record through his time with High-A Aberdeen this year, and went 
at least four innings in all but three of his appearances for the IronBirds. For 
more information on Stallings, see page two.

In the Other Corner: The SeaWolves will turn to left-hander Joey Wentz on 
Tuesday night. This will be his 11th start with Erie, and his second against 
Bowie this year. In his first, on July 18th, he threw three innings and allowed 
two runs on two hits with five walks and five strikeouts.
