Peraza began the season on the injured list with a right shoulder strain right at the 
end of spring training. He still remains on the Yankees 40-man roster.

SAVE CENTRAL - The RailRiders recorded a save in both of their wins last week. The team now has the most 
saves in Minor League Baseball with 17 total. Phil Bickford leads the way with four of his own. Syracuse 
follows them in the International League standings with 14 as a team.
