SWEPT BY SAN JOSE ON SUNDAY: The Lowriders de Fresno (8-16, 46-43) were sent to the shop by the San Jose Giants (18-6, 55-34) 
9-1 Sunday evening from Chukchansi Park. Fresno suffered a three-game series sweep and dropped their sixth straight contest to San 
Jose. The Lowriders are 1-10 in their last 11 affairs and 9-15 overall on the year against the Giants, who now hold a 10-game lead in the 
North Division second half. Fresno has scored five runs over their last six games dating back to July 12th at Lake Elsinore. Four of those 
five runs have come on a Sunday. The Lowriders only plated one run in three games during the short homestand. The Giants grabbed a 
1-0 lead in the top of the first after an infield single by Jack Payton. Andy Perez and the Lowriders drove in their only run in the bottom 
of the first following a sacrifice fly to center. Luis Mendez was the recipient of the run. San Jose would go on to score eight unanswered 
runs, which included a five-run seventh inning. The Giants offense finished with 17 hits, with six of them landing for extra bases. Every San 
Jose starter found their way on at least once. Jean Carlos Sio reached base five times, spanking a two-run homer and a double. Drew 
Cavanaugh swatted his first longball of the season, a two-run clout as well. Elian Rayo and Payton combined for five hits at the bottom of 
the San Jose order. Fresno starter Jack Mahoney (4-6) was tagged with the loss after four laboring frames. Mahoney scattered seven hits 
and a career-high three walks, allowing a pair of runs. Sam Weatherly fanned four batters over two innings of action. Austin Becker was 
fantastic, with one and two-thirds scoreless frames of baseball. Becker punched out two batters in his appearance. Kannon Handy also 
notched a clean outing.

STOCK-PILING SOME STATS: The Fresno Grizzlies and Stockton Ports (Oakland Athletics Single-A affiliate) start a six-game series tonight 
at Banner Island Ballpark. This is the fourth of five series between the clubs in 2024 and the third set in Stockton. The Grizzlies are 75-27 
all-time (18-12 last year, fourth most wins all-time in a single-season vs. one team) against the Ports with a 40-8 all-time record (10-2 this 
year) at Banner Island Ballpark. In 2022, Fresno went 26-4 against Stockton with a +123 run differential (239-116). Those 26 wins broke the 
team record for the most victories against an opponent in a single season.

COUPET GETS THE NOD: Tonight, the Grizzlies hand the ball to LHP Isaiah Coupet. Coupet was selected by the Rockies in the 4th round 
(Pick 109) of the 2023 MLB Draft out of Ohio State. The lefty joined Fresno for three games at the tail end of the 2023 season, all in relief. 
Coupet is known for generating more than 3,000 RPM on both his slider and curveball. 

KAMINSKA NAMED CALIFORNIA LEAGUE PITCHER OF THE WEEK: Grizzlies RHP Jace Kaminska was tabbed by Minor League Baseball as 
the California League Pitcher of the Week for July 8-14. Kaminska (5-4, win) was unbelievable Sunday afternoon (July 14) in Lake Elsinore. 
Kaminska weathered the Storm offense for a career-high seven shutout innings (89 pitches, 62 strikes). He gave up three singles and 
did not issue a walk, striking out a professional-best 10. Kaminska has walked one batter over his last six outings (three straight games 
without a walk), spanning 35 innings. He has 42 punchouts over that timeframe (six games). The University of Nebraska-Lincoln product 
enjoyed his first California League award this season, giving the 2024 Grizzlies their seventh weekly and monthly honors in 2024 (Welinton 
Herrera, Isaiah Coupet, Braylen Wimmer and Jack Mahoney, three times). Fresno won 10 California League honors (Weekly and Monthly) 
in 2023 and 14 California League honors (Weekly and Monthly) in 2022, a franchise record.

ANDY PEREZ JOINS THE GRIZZLIES CAREER RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies’ INF Andy Perez joined the Grizzlies record books after logging 
his 13th career triple with two outs in the top of the first June 29 at San Jose. He is now tied with Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick for ninth 
all-time with those 13 triples. Up next for Perez are Clay Timpner and Jason Ellison, who have tallied 14 triples apiece.

MORE RECORDS FOR ANDY PEREZ: Andy Perez’s triple on June 29 at San Jose was his sixth triple of 2024, putting him one triple shy of 
joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records AGAIN. Perez (2023), Preston Tucker, Nate Schierholtz, Jason Ellison and Calvin Murray 
each recorded seven triples in their respective seasons. The Cuban native would become the second Grizzlies player (Nate Schierholtz, 
2007-08) to join the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Triples list twice.

NEW MAN AT THE TOP OF THE LINEUP: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has relished his role as the team’s leadoff hitter. When Hobson has 
been plugged into the leadoff spot, he has reached base 67 times in 174 plate appearances (37 games; 39% he is reaching base in the 
leadoff spot). In 11 of those 37 games, Hobson has made it on base three or more times, combining to score 32 runs. Part of Hobson’s suc-
cess is in his first plate appearance of the game, where he is 9-for-29 (.310) with a double, seven walks and one hit-by-pitch (17-for-37, 46% 
of the time he reaches base in first plate appearance). Eight of his nine hits have been singles with three of them landing as bunt singles. 
Hobson has also swiped 18 total bags as a leadoff hitter, picking up two stolen bases in five of those leadoff games (26/30 in stolen bases 
on the season).

RUNNING CLOSER TO THE RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has swiped 26 bases this season. Hobson is currently nine stolen 
bases shy of joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records in that category. Tyler Graham (2010), Darren Ford (2014), Jonathan Villar 
(2015) and Myles Straw (2018) are tied for ninth all-time with 35 stolen bases. 

THERE IS NO E IN HOBSON OR CRUZ: Grizzlies’ OFs Caleb Hobson and Fadriel Cruz have both not committed an error this season. 
Hobson has a no error streak of 67 games (66 in CF and 1 in RF) in 567.2 innings. Hobson has had 173 total chances in the field, making 167 
putouts with six assists and two double plays. Cruz has a no error streak of 41 games (has played all three OF positions) in 330.1 frames. 
Cruz has had 68 total chances with all ending in a putout.
