Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies erased two deficits and scored two 
runs in the ninth to go up 5-4, before Nate Lavender slammed the door on Hartford 
on Friday night. JT Schwartz belted a go-ahead two-run homer in the seventh, but 
Hartford re-took the lead 4-3. Brandon McIlwain smoked a go-ahead RBI double in 
the ninth, which was eventual game-winning hit. The Ponies have taken three of the 
first four games in this series. 

Multi-Hit Madness: The Ponies’ first five hitters in the batting order recorded 
multi-hit games on Friday in the 5-4 win, combining for 11 of the team’s 13 hits. 
Wyatt Young, Matt Rudick, JT Schwartz, and Jose Peroza all totaled two hits and 
Brandon McIlwain totaled three hits. Young, Rudick, Schwartz, and McIlwain also 
combined to score all five runs in the game.

JT Smoove: With his second home run of the series last night, JT Schwartz now 
leads the Eastern League with 15 RBIs this season. Schwartz has recorded four multi-
hit games and three three-RBI games this year. The former fourth-round pick has 13 
hits, seven extra base hits, five doubles, two home runs, seven runs, and five walks 
in 12 games this season.

Bullies in the Pen: The Rumble Ponies bullpen has been electric over the last three 
games. Dedniel Núñez, Nate Lavender (2 APP), Sammy Tavarez, Hunter Parsons, 
Marcel Rentería and William Woods have combined to throw 11 scoreless frames 
in relief with 12 strikeouts. Lavender has two saves in the series, including a seven-
pitch ninth inning with two strikeouts in Friday’s game. Núñez and Tavarez both 
threw three scoreless innings with seven combined strikeouts in their outings.

Let’s Win The Series: With a win in Hartford on Saturday, Binghamton will claim its 
first series win of the 2023 season. In 2022, the Rumble Ponies did not win their first 
series until May 24-29 at Reading, when they won four out of six games.
 
Upcoming Schedule: Binghamton will face Hartford at Dunkin’ Park on Sunday
at 1:10 PM in the series finale. The Rumble Ponies return home Tuesday for a 
six-game series with the Akron RubberDucks (Double-A, Cleveland). Games are 
broadcast on WNBF News Radio 1290 AM and 92.1 FM, and MiLB.TV/Bally Live App.

Was the 2017 
Massachussetts Player of the Year and Perfect 
Game’s No. 1 overall player out of Mass. and 
the No. 7 pitcher in the country out of high 
school.

Reid Brignac -  Manager - 2nd season with Binghamton - 4th year in the Mets organization.
In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staff members selected to be a part of the 
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas. Following his retirement as an active 
player in 2018, Brignac was the manager of the St. Lucie Mets (Low-A) in 2021 before coming to Binghamton last year. As 
a player, Brignac appeared in parts of nine seasons in the major leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, At-
lanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins.
