CLOSING OUT THE HOME SEASON: The Augusta GreenJackets de-
feated the Salem Red Sox in their home finale on Sunday night by a score of
9-6 to earn a series split. After taking a 2-0 lead in the fourth, the Red Sox
came back with a four-run fifth to take the lead. But the offense led by Ethan
Workinger who delivered three hits and four RBIs helped the GreenJackets
take over to win in their final home game of 2022 by three runs.

DOING WORK: Ethan Workinger had an incredible run to finish the series
against Salem as he had five hits and six RBIs in the final two game combined.
His four RBIs on Sunday were a career-high as he used a two-run single and
two-run double to manufacture those runs. Workinger has played in 12 games
for the GreenJackets and has reached base at least once in 11 of them.

DRAKE EYES: Drake Baldwin has found his way on base reliquary for Au-
gusta with a strong on-base percentage of .395 in 16 games. Atlanta's fourth
round pick has drawn 14 walks and has 14 hits in 16 games for the GreenJack-
ets.

FINAL SERIES OF 2022: The Augusta GreenJackets will finish the 2022
campaign in Kannapolis where they'll play in the new Atrium Health Ballpark
for the first time ever. Augusta won their previous series over Kannapolis 4-2.

Assumed the role as the team’s closer upon his
return from the injured list as he converted 3 saves each in the months of August and September. Finished the season strong by not allowing any runs in his final 7 appearances and just
once in his final 10.

CAREER: Drafted by the Minnesota Twins in the 2nd round and 37th overall pick in the 2017 MLB Draft. Was assigned to the GCL Twins following his selection and pitched well during his
brief season there. Made 5 appearances with 2 starts and finished with a 2-0 record with both of wins coming in relief. Showed his potential in his best outing when he struck out 5in 3
innings of relief against the Red Sox affiliate on August 11. Pitched for the GCL Twins again in 2018 but missed most of the season due to a significant injury and was also out all of 2019.
Did not pitch in 2020 due to COVID-19.

HIGH SCHOOL: Played at Pickering High School in Ajax, Ontario. Was regarded as one of the top amateur pitchers in Canada due to a dominate fastball that worked low-mid 90’s and
topping at 96 while complimenting that with a slider and change up. Had the attention of professional scouts as a high draft pick in 2017. He committed to the University of Texas but
ultimately was drafted by the Twins and elected to go to the pros rather than college.

A native of Mantanzas, Cuba, Perez played in the Minor
Leagues from 1998-2005 with the Tampa Bay Devil Rays and Colorado Rockies as a
shortstop before signing to play in Spain at the highest level. Perez most notably played
for Spain in the 2013 World Baseball Classic when the country appeared in the event for
the first time.

Mike Steed makes his way to Augusta from Beamsville in Ontario, Canada. Steed previ-
ously served as the Pitching Coordinator of the Ontario Blue Jays, Canada’s top amateur
baseball program as well as the Manager of the Thunder Bay Border Cats of the North-
woods League. Steed was entering his second stint as the Border Cats’ Manager in 2020
and 2021 but the team was unable to participate in either season due to the COVID-19
Pandemic. He was the team’s Pitching Coach in 2009 and was promoted to Manager in
2010 where he then led the Border Cats for two seasons.

Connor Narron follows Nestor Perez from the GCL Braves to the GreenJackets. Narron
comes from a baseball family as his father, Jerry Narron, played in the big leagues for
eight seasons (1979-1987) and is currently a coach with the Chicago White Sox. Connor
was a player himself and was drafted by the Baltimore Orioles in the fifth round of the
2010 Amateur Draft straight out of high school. He would play Minor League Baseball
with the Orioles and Milwaukee Brewers from 2010-2014 before getting into coaching
where he’s been in the Braves organization since 2019.

Myles Schroder returns to the GreenJackets for his second year as a coach. Schroder was
drafted in the 27th round by the San Francisco Giants in the 2007 Amateur Draft from
Diablo Valley College. He played in the Giants minor league system from 2007-2018,
including a season with the Augusta GreenJackets in 2012.
