LAST TIME OUT: This past Sunday afternoon, the Captains fell to the Fort Wayne TinCaps in the finale of a five-game road series by a final score of 8-7 at 
Parkview Field in Fort Wayne, Indiana. This defeat extended Lake County’s losing streak to three games, extending its first multi-game losing streak of the 
season. The Captains lost the final three games of the series after winning the first two. 
 
The Captains had a strong start offensively, as they held a 7-2 lead after the top of the seventh inning. C Cooper Ingle hit a pair of RBI doubles, CF Guy 
Lipscomb tallied a two-run single, 1B C.J. Kayfus and RF Jorge Burgos each recorded an RBI single, and 3B Tyresse Turner hit a solo home run, his second 
long ball of the year. RHP Carter Spivey (ND) turned in a solid second career Minor League start, allowing 6 hits, 2 earned runs and no walks, while throwing 3 
strikeouts in 5 innings of work. 
 
However, Fort Wayne staged a late-game comeback, plating 4 runs in the bottom of the seventh inning, and 2 more in the bottom of the eighth. First, LHP Adam 
Tulloch pitched 2 innings of relief, allowing 3 hits, 4 earned runs, and a walk, while throwing 1 strikeout. Then, RHP Zane Morehouse (0-1) recorded just 1 out in 
the bottom of the eighth inning, allowing 2 hits, 2 earned runs, and a walk. Finally, RHP Alaska Abney retired the only two hitters he faced. 
 
CAPTAIN CONNECTION: Former Captain Kevin Kouzmanoff is back in town this week as the hitting coach for the Lansing Lugnuts. The former third baseman’s 
2004 season, his only one with the team, was a historic one for Lake County. He holds the Captains’ single-season records (min. 2.7 plate appearances per team 
game) for batting average (.330) and OPS (.920), while also holding team single-season records for hits (156) and doubles (35, since tied). Additionally, 
Kouzmanoff recorded the first 5-hit game in Lake County franchise history on July 3, 2004, when he tallied 5 hits. 
 
He eventually became the fourth Captain to reach MLB, and made baseball history in his big league debut with Cleveland. On September 2, 2006, Kouzmanoff 
became the first player in MLB history to hit a grand slam on the first Major League pitch of his career. The home run proved crit ical in Cleveland’s 6-5 victory over 
the Texas Rangers. He ended up playing seven MLB seasons across five different teams, hitting .257 with 650 hits, 143 doubles, 8 triples, 87 home runs, 371 RBI, 
and a .726 OPS. 
 
21ST SEASON OF CAPTAINS BASEBALL: 2024 marks the 21st season of Captains Baseball. After the Columbus RedStixx were purchased in 2003, they were 
moved to Eastlake and became the Lake County Captains. In 2,742 regular-season games, Lake County has an all-time record of 1,377-1,365 (.502). 
 
WINNING WAVES: The Captains have had a winning record in 13 of their first 20 seasons, including in each of their last four campaigns. Lake County has made 
7 playoff appearances in franchise history (5 Midwest League, 2 South Atlantic League), with its 2010 Midwest League Championship being its sole title in 
franchise history. 
 
LAST YEAR AGAINST THE LUGNUTS: In 2023, the Captains finished with a 15-9 record against the Lugnuts in their 24-game regular-season series. 
Offensively, Lake County batters hit .270 with 208 hits, 44 doubles, 4 triples, 13 home runs, 97 RBI, 94 walks, 191 strikeouts, and a .739 OPS against Lansing. 
They also stole 21 bases, and were caught stealing 6 times. Captains pitchers recorded a 3.14 ERA, 2 shutouts, 9 saves in 12 opportunities, 200 strikeouts, 71 
walks, and a 1.25 WHIP in 200.1 innings of work against the Lugnuts. 
 
 

TRENDS & NOTABLES 
 

AN EVEN SPLIT: Of Lake County’s 30 active players to begin the 2024 season, 15 played for the team last year. Of the 15 players who did not, 13 were 
promoted from Single-A Lynchburg, and two were promoted from the Arizona Complex League (OF Jonah Advincula and RHP Carter Spivey). 
 
PLENTY OF ’23 IN LC: Seven players on the Captains’ initial 2024 roster were selected by the Cleveland Guardians in the 2023 MLB Draft. INF C.J. Kayfus was 
drafted in the third round, and was followed by C Cooper Ingle in Round 4, INF Alex Mooney in Round 7, OF Jonah Advincula in Round 8, RHP Jay Driver in 
Round 9, C Johnny Tincher in Round 11, and RHP Zane Morehouse in Round 14. 
 
MOONEY’S MONSTER SERIES: Captains INF Alex Mooney, Cleveland’s No. 20 prospect according to MLB Pipeline, fared very well at the plate in Lake 
County’s last series against Fort Wayne. In four games, the 2023 seventh-round pick hit 5-for-14 (.357) with 2 runs scored, 1 double, 2 home runs, 5 RBI, an .857 
slugging percentage, and a 1.214 OPS. Also, his 5-game hitting streak is currently tied for the third-longest active hitting streak in the Midwest League.  
 
DRIVING IN RUNS: Lake County C Cooper Ingle, OF Jorge Burgos, and INF Alex Mooney, Cleveland’s No. 20 prospect according to MLB Pipeline, are the 
only three Captains with at least 5 RBI so far this season. Ingle leads the way with 6, while Burgos and Mooney have each driven in 5 runs apiece. As a team, 
the Captains are hitting 18-for-66 (.273) with runners in scoring position so far this season, which ranks third in the Midwest League and tied for fourth in High-A.

LAST TIME OUT: Back on April 9, Trenton Denholm earned his first win of the season in a road start 
against the Fort Wayne TinCaps. The right-hander pitched 5 efficient innings, allowing just 2 hits, 1 
earned run, and no walks, while throwing 4 strikeouts in 72 pitches (48 strikes). Denholm’s lone 
earned run was courtesy of a solo home run in the bottom of the fifth inning. 
 
AGAINST LANSING IN ‘23: Denholm made 3 appearances (2 starts) against the Lugnuts last 
season, going 0-0 with a 1.93 ERA and 1.14 WHIP. The right-hander allowed 14 hits, 5 runs (3 
earned), 2 home runs, and 2 walks, while throwing 10 strikeouts in 14 innings of work. 
 
CAPTAIN ON THE MOUND: In 2023, Denholm played a versatile role in his first season with Lake 
County’s pitching staff. The right-hander made 23 appearances (six starts), recording 3 wins and 3 
saves in 5 opportunities out of the Captains’ bullpen. He was also very efficient on the mound last 
year, tallying 67 strikeouts to just 18 walks, and compiling a 1.14 WHIP. 
 
HILLCAT ON THE HILL: Denholm pitched his first professional season in 2022, making 23 starts for 
the Single-A Lynchburg Hillcats. The right-hander finished the season with a 5-5 record, 4.79 ERA, 
and 107 strikeouts in 97.2 innings pitched. 
 
AWESOME ANTEATER: Denholm had a strong collegiate career in his four seasons at UC Irvine. As 
a sophomore in 2019, the right-hander was named the 2019 Big West Pitcher of the Year, as well as a 
Collegiate Baseball Newspaper 3rd Team All-American, after finishing the campaign with a 9-4 record, 
1.81 ERA, and 93 strikeouts in 99.2 innings pitched. This season resulted in Denholm being invited to 
the USA Collegiate National Team training camp, and being named to the Golden Spikes Award 
Watch List prior to both the 2020 and 2021 seasons. 
 
BASEBALL IN THE FAMILY: Denholm is related to former MLB catcher Rod Barajas. He played 14 
MLB seasons with seven different teams, notably winning a World Series with the 2001 Arizona 
Diamondbacks. Barajas hit .235 in his MLB career, with 812 hits, 136 home runs, 480 RBI, and 187 
doubles.
