The Express beat the Space Cowboys by a final
score of 10-2 on Thursday night and have now won
three of the four games in the series so far. Round
Rock 2B Alex De Goti opened the scoring with a
solo homer in the top of the third. The Express then
drew five walks in the inning, resulting in two more
runs for a 3-O advantage. In the bottom of the
fourth, RF Abimelec Ortiz recorded an RBI single
before SS Richie Martin and LF Aaron Zavala tallied
back-to-back two-run singles and Round Rock led
8-0 after four complete. Sugar Land got on the
board in the top of the fifth as RF Kenedy Corona
reached on a fielding error and LF Chas McCormick
belted a two-run home run. The Space Cowboys
trailed 8-2. The Express added two more runs in
the seventh with back-to-back RBI singles from CF
Billy McKinney and 1B Justin Foscue. Round Rock
held Sugar Land scoreless in the final three frames,
cruising to a 10-2 victory on Thursday night. RHP
Cal Quantrill earned the win in 6.0 innings with two
runs, both unearned, without issuing a walk and
collecting seven strikeouts.

Texas Rangers RHP Tyler Mahle is scheduled for his
third rehab start with Round Rock on Friday. Mahle
was placed on the Injured List on June 15 with right
shoulder fatigue. He was 6-3 with a 2.34 ERA (20
ER/77.0 IP) in 14 starts to begin the 2025 season.
He last threw on Sunday in Albuquerque and went
2.1 innings of scoreless baseball with one walk and
three strikeouts.
