FRES-NOTES

MIDDLE-TON OF THE ORDER: JB Middleton gets the ball tonight in Stockton looking to
build off a solid first month as a pro. The right-hander has allowed two earned runs or fewer
in three of his first four starts and owns 16 strikeouts over 17.1 innings. His best outing came
against the Ports on April 10, when he worked a career-high five innings and allowed just one
run while striking out five. Middleton has been especially sharp at night, posting a 2.70 ERA
with 13 strikeouts to three walks over 13.1 innings.

PORT AUTHORITY: Fresno has already seen plenty of Stockton pitching, and several Griz-
zlies bats have made the most of the matchup. Derek Bernard owns a .373 career average
and .448 OBP against the Ports, while Ethan Holliday has reached base at a .500 clip in 10
career games against Stockton. Cameron Nelson has also done damage, batting .304 with
three triples and a .565 slugging percentage in seven games against the Ports.

RUNNING ON SECOND: Fresno’s offense has done some of its loudest early work in the
second inning. The Grizzlies have scored 43 runs in the second frame alone, by far their most
productive inning of the season. That early-inning pressure has helped Fresno build momentum
before opposing starters can settle in.

PEN IT IN: The Grizzlies bullpen continues to provide several of the club’s cleanest run-pre-
vention stretches. Austin Emener has yet to allow an earned run over 12.1 innings, holding
opponents to a .100 average. Seth Clausen has paired a 1.86 ERA with 22 strikeouts in 9.2
innings, while Dylan Crooks has limited hitters to a .111 average with 10 strikeouts over 5.1
frames.
