SETTLING THE BEEF: Fresno has already claimed the series victory this week after winning 
four of the first five games against Visalia and now owns five wins in seven meetings against 
the Rawhide this season. The Grizzlies have outscored Visalia 52-34 across the eight games 
while hitting .305 as a club against Rawhide pitching.

RAPID RUG PULLING: Fresno’s offense has consistently stampeded through the Visalia 
pitching staff this season, posting a .480 slugging percentage and .855 OPS in the season 
series. Five different Grizzlies own an OPS above .900 against the Rawhide: Roldy Brito 
(1.017), Jack O’Dowd (1.297), Ethan Holliday (.920), Derek Bernard (.920) and Tanner 
Thach (.929).

THE BEEF IS BRISKET: The middle of Fresno’s lineup has cooked Visalia pitching throughout 
the season series. Tanner Thach leads the California League with 42 RBI, Roldy Brito ranks 
third with 36 RBI and Ethan Holliday enters tonight tied for the league lead with nine home 
runs. Fresno also leads the California League in both slugging percentage (.453) and OPS 
(.823).

NO COUNTRY FOR RAWHIDE: Fresno pitching has turned the series into a strikeout-heavy 
showdown, punching out 88 hitters in 72 innings against Visalia while limiting the Rawhide to 
a .216 batting average. Dylan Crooks has been especially dominant against Visalia, allowing 
no hits over four innings with three saves in three opportunities during the season series.
