Parker Bates highlighted game two
with his second home run of the season, while
Kale Emshoff drove in his 12th RBI in the month

of May and recorded sixth multi-hit game of the
season.

EMSHOFF THE CHARTS: Since May 11 (9 games),
Kale Emshoff in slashing .367/.441/.600 with two
home runs, five RBIs, and hits in eight of his last
nine games .. owns a four-game hitting streak
entering the Bandits' series against Fort Wayne.

SPEED KILLS: Ranking tied for first and sixth
respectively, Tyler Tolbert (18) and Diego Hernandez
(14) own a combined 32 stolen bases, the highest
active mark among any duo in the Midwest League
.. Tolbert has not been caught stealing in 2022 and
owns 101 stolen bases in 104-career attempts (173
games).

THE NEW GUYS: LHP Rylan Kaufman (5/19)

and LHP Noah Cameron (5/22) combined for 20
strikeouts in 9.0 innings across their High-A debuts
against Dayton last week.

ON THE MOVE: After seven starts (211 IP) with
Columbia (A) to start the season, 2021 fifth-round
selection RHP Eric Cerantola joins the Bandits
and a High-A roster for the first time in his career,
while LHP Patrick Smith rejoins Quad Cities for the
second time in 2022, after three appearances with
NW Arkansas (AA).

the Lexington Legends to a South Atlantic League
Title in 2019 and was honored with the Dick Howser
Award, which is given annually to one Royals

player development employee for outstanding
contributions to the organization .. coaching
career follows a playing career in which he played
parts of six seasons in the Majors with Oakland
(2008), Atlanta (2009-11), Milwaukee (2012), Tampa
Bay (2012), and San Diego (2014). He was selected
in the eighth round of the 2001 Draft by Houston,
where he played seven seasons in the minors.

PROSPECTING: The River Bandits 2022 roster
features five prospects in MLB Pipeline’s Royals'
top 30: Peyton Wilson (14), Noah Murdock (23),
Luca Tresh (26), Tyler Gentry (27), and Christian
Chamberlain (30).

Q.C. CONNECTIONS: River Bandits' bench coach,
Eddie Rodriguez makes his return to Modern
Woodmen Park after serving as the manager of
the 1988 and 1989 Quad City Angels ... infielder
Cam Williams' father Reggie, played four seasons
with the California/Anaheim Angels and the Los
Angeles Dodgers and spent the 1989 season in the
Midwest League with the Clinton Giants (A) prior
to winning a Midwest League title with the Quad
Cities Angels (A) in1990.

ATEAM TO REMEMBER: The River Bandits' 2021
championship squad featured four High-A Central
postseason all-stars in Michael Massey, Vinnie
Pasquantino, Logan Porter, and Anthony Vene-
ziano .. Quad Cities also collected seven High-A
Central Player of the Week awards and one Player/
Pitcher of the Month award with Massey earning
the honors for July ... on June 18, Zach Haake and
Dante Biasi combined for the 12th no-hitter in Quad
Cities Baseball history, blanking Wisconsinin a
9-0 victory.
