Notched his 1,000th career
managerial victory June 4, 2023 at Salt Lake, when the Isotopes defeated the Bees 7-1 ...
Managed in the Texas Rangers (2001-05, 2007) and New York Mets (2011-19) organizations
while claiming the 2014 Eastern League Championship with Double-A Binghamton. Lopez was
drafted in the 21st round by the San Diego Padres in the 1988 MLB Draft and spent 13 years
in the minor leagues, reaching Triple-A on four occasions.

CRAIG BJORNSON: Begins his first season as Isotopes pitching coach, and 27th year in the
professional coaching ranks ... Was previously in the Rockies organization from 2009-11 as
the pitching coach for the Casper Ghosts of the Rookie Level Pioneer League ... Most recently
spent three seasons in the Braves organization as a pitching coach (Triple-A Gwinnett, 2023),
roving pitching instructor (2024) and bullpen coach (Gwinnett, 2025). Was in the Major
Leagues as a bullpen coach for the Houston Astros (2012, 14-17) and Boston Red Sox (2018-
20) ... Won back-to-back World Series championships with the Astros in 2017 and Red Sox in
2018 ... Spent a total of 13 seasons as a Minor League pitching coach from 1999-2011 in the
Montreal/Washington, Kansas City, Los Angeles (NL), and Colorado organizations. Signed as
a free agent by the Astros in 1991 and pitched for parts of three seasons in their Minor League
system. Attended Arizona Western Junior College where he was teammates with Pedro
