RED SOX TAKE GAME 1: The Delmarva Shorebirds dropped the series opener to the Salem Red Sox on Tues-
day night by a score of 6-2. After a scoreless first, the Red Sox scored four times on run scoring hits by Marvin 
Alcantara and Lyonell James in addition to a wild pitch to put Delmarva in a 4-0 hole. The Shorebirds would 
chip in the third as Jalen Vasquez scored on a wild pitch. Vasquez would touch home again on an infield hit by 
Enrique Bradfield Jr., making it a 4-2 game after five innings. But the Red Sox would register a key, unearned 
run in the top of the seventh inning to go up 5-2. They'd strike for one more in the ninth to put away Delmarva, 
sealing a 6-2 win for Salem.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Juan Rojas gets the ball for game 2 of the series and he'll face Elvis Soto for the Red Sox 
who will be making his fourth start for Salem on Wednesday night. It's been an up-and-down start for Soto 
with the Red Sox as he's allowed 8 runs (7 earned) in 8.2 innings while allowing 10 hits. Soto was excellent in 
his first start for Salem on July 27 against Carolina, allowing no runs in four innings but has struggled since. The 
right-hander has 4 runs in each of last two starts, covering 4.2 innings combined. 

SPEED, I AM SPEED: Enrique Bradfield Jr. has quickly made his presence known with his speed upon his arrival 
last week. The 1st round pick from Vanderbilt 10 bases without being caught in his first five starts as a Shore-
bird and swiped 4 bases on Sunday against the Carolina Mudcats, the most by a Delmarva player in a single 
game this season. More impressively, Bradfield has reached base at a .622 clip so far thanks to 9 walks he's 
drawn in his brief Single-A tenure.

FEAR THE BEARD: 10th Round pick, Matthew Etzel has been on fire since he made his debut with the Shore-
birds on August 8. In five games so far, Etzel is batting .391 with 2 home runs, 9 RBI, and has stolen 6 bases. 
His highlight performance was on Sunday against the Carolina Mudcats where he drove home 6 runs with 4 
of them coming on his go-ahead grand slam in the fifth inning. his 6 RBI is the most by a Shorebird in a single 
game this season.

ON THE RUN: The Shorebirds currently ranked 11th in the league in stolen bases, but have been running much 
more lately as they have 32 steals in the month of August, which is the second most in the league in that span. 
Delmarva ran often last week against Carolina swiped 21 bases and were caught only three times. Enrique 
Bradfield Jr. stole 10 bases without being caught while Matthew Etzel stealing 6 bases on 7 attempts.

A LITTLE EXTRA: The offense for Delmarva leads the league in extra-base hits this season with a total of 263. 
They are top five in the league doubles (161), triples (28), and home runs (74). The Shorebirds had 11 total 
extra base hits in the previous series against Lynchburg.

MORE ARMS ON THE WAY: The Delmarva Shorebirds added more players from the 2023 Orioles' Draft Class 
including 3rd Rounder Kiefer Lord, 12th Rounder Blake Money, and non-drafted free agent Ty Weatherly. In ad-
dition, Zach Peek joins the Shorebirds staff on MiLB Rehab Assignment who is currently on the IL for the Bowie 
Baysox.

LAST BATTLE WITH SALEM: The Shorebirds will look to finish their season series against the Boston Red Sox af-
filiate with a winning record. Delmarva is currently 10-8 versus Salem and have take 2/3 in a pair of three-game 
sets, and won 4/5 in Salem's only trip to Delmarva at the end of April.

Felipe returns to the Shorebirds for his second season as manager and his 16th in the Orioles or-
ganization. Previously, he served as the Director of the Orioles' Dominican Republic Academy.  He 
was a 40th round pick by the Kansas City Royals in the 1998 amateur draft, he played in the minor 
leagues for the Royals from 1998 to 2001, and in the short-lived Canadian Baseball League in 2003. 
His father, Felipe, played in the Majors for 15+ years before managing the Expos ('92-'01) and Giants 
('03-'06). Alou's brother, Luis Rojas, was the manager of the Mets and is currently on the Yankees 
coaching staff. This will be Felipe's 16th season in the Orioles organization.

Bleday enters his first season as the Shorebirds Pitching Coach in 2023 after spending last season as 
a O’s Pitching Coach in the Florida Complex League. Bleday played his college days as a Left-handed 
Pitcher for the University of Pennsylvania before being drafted in the 27th round of the 2017 MLB 
Draft by the Houston Astros. From there, Bleday spent two season in the Astros minor league ranks 
before making the jump to coaching in 2019. He is the brother of current Oakland A's Outfielder J.J. 
Bleday.

Josh Bunselmeyer takes over as the Shorebirds Hitting Coach in 2023 after spending the last three 
seasons as a hitting coach for the Orioles between the Florida Complex League and the Dominican 
Summer League. Before coaching, Bunselmeyer played independent ball for the three season in the 
Frontier League as a utility player after playing college baseball for Saint Louis University.

Daniel Fajardo Is back in Delmarva for his second season as the Shorebirds Fundamentals Coach. 
After playing eight seasons in the Orioles minor league system and parts of two with the Shorebirds, 
Fajardo made his professional coaching debut with the ‘Birds in 2022 bringing a wealth of knowl-
edge from his time as a catcher. A 2019 Shorebirds Mid-Season All-Star, Fajardo was a Shorebirds 
fan-favorite hitting for a career .251 average with 124 RBI and 106 Runs Scored.

Collin Murray is the Shorebirds Development Coach and this is his second season as a coach in Del-
marva and in the Orioles’ organization. Prior to joining the Orioles, Murray worked with three other 
MLB clubs (Tigers, Marlins, and Angels), most recently as a Baseball Information Assistant with the 
Detroit Tigers in 2021.

(6/6) Transferred from Bowie To Delmarva... Played one game with the Shorebirds on May 9 against Down East where he drove in a run on a ground 
out in three at -bats before being transferred to Bowie. Began the season with High-A Aberdeen where he played in just six games and was 6/23 at 
the plate (.261). Appeared in 22 games for the Bay Sox and batted just .145 (10/69) with a home run and 5 RBI.
