
Clifford Crush: Mets No. 4 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 75 overall 
prospect Ryan Clifford crushed two-run home run in the first inning on 
Saturday night, after hitting a walk-off two-run shot on Friday. It marked 
Clifford's seventh Double-A home run and his sixth this month. Clifford 
already has the second-most home runs for Binghamton this season, and 
he's only played in 27 games at the Double-A level.

The Month of Clifford: Ryan Clifford has been on a tear since the calen-
dar turned to June. In 12 games this month, the 20-year-old is slashing 
.306/.500/.917/1.417 with six home runs, four doubles, 14 runs batted in, 
15 runs scored, and 15 walks with just nine strikeouts. The Mets acquired 
Clifford and Drew Gilbert from the Houston Astros in the Justin Verlander 
trade at the deadline last season. 

Clifford the Double-A Dog: After hitting a home run and a double on Satur-
day, Ryan Clifford has now reached base in 16-straight games and in 21 of 
his last 22 games. Over his 16-game on-base streak, Clifford holds is hitting 
.298 with a .485 OBP and 1.293 OPS with six homers, 16 runs batted in, and 
18 walks. Clifford is tied for the most walks (54) in Minor League Baseball 
with MLB Pipeline's #1 prospect Jackson Holliday. Clifford has drawn a walk 
in 19 of his 27 games at the Double-A level. In 27 games in Double-A, Clif-
ford has 18 hits, including 15 extra base hits (eight doubles, seven homers). 

Jordan's Brand: Infielder Rowdey Jordan singled in the ninth inning 
on Saturday night to extend his hitting streak to seven games. Over his 
seven-game hitting streak, Jordan is hitting .346 (9-for-26) with a homer, 
a double, three runs batted in, six runs scored, three walks, and two stolen 
bases. Jordan was in the midst of an 0-for-20 stretch in the six games prior 
to his seven-game hitting streak.

Jackson #5: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson singled twice and recorded a sea-
son-high two stolen bases on Saturday to extend his hitting streak to four 
games. Over his last four games, Jackson is hitting .375 with a 1.000 OPS, a 
homer, a double, three runs batted in, two runs scored, and two stolen bas-
es. He belted a go-ahead two-run homer in the sixth inning against Blane 
Abeyta on Friday night, for his team-leading eighth homer. 

Last time out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Somerset Patriots, 
6-4, in 10 innings on Saturday night. Ryan Clifford belted a two-run homer 
in the first inning and has homered in back-to-back games. Clifford went 
2-for-4 with a homer, a double, two runs batted in, and two runs scored. 
Paul Gervase spun two scoreless frames with three strikeouts in relief. The 
Ponies scored two runs in the ninth inning to force extra innings. Bingham-
ton is now 4-3 in extra innings this season.

This Just-in: RHP Justin Jarvis is slated to start for Binghamton today. Jar-
vis earned the win with four strikeouts over four scoreless innings, while al-
lowing just one hit in the series opener against Somerset on Tuesday. Jarvis 
retired 12 of the 13 batters that he faced. He has spun at least four scoreless 
innings and allowed two hits or fewer in three of his last four outings.
