Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (32-25) vs. Nashville Sounds (35-22)

FOUR-RUN SEVENTH HELPS JAX TOP CHARLOTTE
Andrew Pintar homered for the third game in a row and 
Deyvison De Los Santos also went deep during a four-run 
seventh as Jacksonville defeated Charlotte 6-5. Matthew 
Etzel put Jacksonville in front with an RBI single in the first. 
The Knights grabbed the lead with a pair of runs in the 
fourth, only for De Los Santos to tie the score with an RBI 
double in the fifth. Pintar and De Los Santos each went 
yard during the four-run seventh inning. Charlotte pulled to 
within one with three runs of their own in the bottom of the 
seventh, but the Knights could get no close.

THE CHICKS DIG IT
Jacksonville homered just two times in the seven games 
from May 2-9 - the fewest total of any Triple-A team. The 
Jumbo Shrimp have now gone deep in 18 of the last 19 
games since that point, including an International League-
season-best 13 consecutive contests from May 10-24. 
During these last 19 games, Jacksonville has bopped 39 
long balls, the most of any team in Triple-A. Thus, 39 of the 
Jumbo Shrimp's 180 hits, or 21.7 percent, have been home 
runs since May 10. 

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT!
Jacksonville's pitching staff has recorded a whopping 603 
strikeouts through 56 games, a rate of 10.6 per game. The 
Jumbo Shrimp have 60 more punchouts than Norfolk, the 
team that ranks second in Triple-A. Thus, the Tides' 543 
strikeouts are closer to 17th-place Indianapolis (486) than 
they are to Jacksonville in first. In addition to the swings 
and misses, the Jumbo Shrimp have also shown an ability to 
limit hard contact; their 87.5 average exit velocity against is 
the third-best such figure in Triple-A.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, I LIKE ETZEL DAY
Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season, 
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of 
the season. Over the last 22 contests, however, the Texas 
native is a scorching 28-for-89 at the plate, slashing a robust 
.315/.390/.562/.952 with two doubles, one triple, six home 
runs, 24 RBIs, 11 walks and 23 runs scored. Since this stretch 
began on May 3, Etzel ranks tied for second in the IL in both 
RBIs and runs, tied for 14th in homers, tied for 13th in hits, 
17th in SLG, 19th in average and 23rd in OPS. 

APRIL SHOWERS BROUGHT MAY FLOWERS
The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games 
on April 30 at Durham, dropping the club a season-high 
6.0 games out of first place in the International League. 
Jacksonville responded by rattling off 18 wins during the 
27 games during May - the first time a Jacksonville team 
won more than 17 games in May since the 2006 Suns, who 
went 20-10 in May. Over these last 27 games, the Shrimp 
have outscored their opponents 174-140 (+34). The club is 
collectively hitting .270/.350/.463/.813 while holding their 
opponents to a .239/.342/.416/.758 line. Jacksonville has 
out-hit their opponents 254-209 over these last 27 games.

ON THE OFFENSIVE
Heading into play on April 22, Jacksonville had scored at 
least five runs in a contest just three times in 22 affairs, 
ranking last in Triple-A in runs (68, 3.1 per game) and each 
slash line category (.186/.296/.282/.578). The Jumbo 
Shrimp have now plated at least five runs 25 times in the 
35 games since. During this stretch, the club ranks seventh 
in Triple-A in runs (226, 6.5 per game). They also place in 
the top 11 in home runs (T-3rd, 52), hits (7th, 332), average 
(10th, .271), OPS (10th, .807) and slugging (11th, .454). 

PINTAR-EST
Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar 
was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful 
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven 
RBIs, 13 walks, nine runs and 24 strikeouts (25.3 strikeout 
rate). The BYU product has changed his season around 
significantly since then; over the last 23 games, Pintar is 
27-for-85 (.318/.417/.612/1.029) with five doubles, one 
triple, six homers, 22 RBIs, 15 walks and 21 runs. During this 
23-game stretch, he has lowered his strikeout rate to 20.4 
percent (21 strikeouts in 103 PA). Since this run began on 
April 28, Pintar ranks eighth in the IL in SLG, ninth in OPS, 
tied for 15th in RBIs, 18th in average and 19th in OBP.

SHRIMP BITES
Jacksonville's 67 stolen bases in the 33 games since April 24 
are by the most in Triple-A. The Jumbo Shrimp's 29 steals 
through the first 24 contests was tied for 13th... Jacob Berry 
ranks tied for 11th in the IL in 2B (12), 16th in OBP (.402) 
and 24th in batting average (.292).

The Marlins picked him in the second 
round, 40th overall, and signed him away from his commitment to the University of 
Oklahoma for $2.4 million - a record for a prep pitcher who missed his entire senior 
season with injury.

-In his spare time, Fulton enjoys playing the guitar. While with Double-A Pensacola, 
he roomed with right-handed pitcher Evan Fitterer, who also plays the guitar.

-Fulton made his major league debut on May 6 for the Miami Marlins in a game 
against the Baltimore Orioles at loadDepot park. Fulton filled a long-relief role for 
Miami, working 4.0 innings of relief.
