TODAY’S GAME: The Memphis Redbirds wrap up a six-game homestand
against the Gwinnett Stripers (Triple-A, Atlanta) on Sunday afternoon at
AutoZone Park. Right-handed pitcher Hunter Dobbins is scheduled for his first
start of the season for Memphis. Right-handed pitcher Didier Fuentes is slated
for the start for Gwinnett.

YESTERDAY’S RECAP: The Memphis Redbirds continued a six-game series
against the Gwinnett Stripers (Triple-A, Atlanta Braves) with a 2-1 extra-inning
loss on Saturday afternoon at AutoZone Park. Third baseman Blaze Jordan
drove in the lose Memphis run with his team-leading 22nd hit of the season.
The Redbirds continued to struggle with runners in scoring position. Memphis
went 1-for-14 with RISP and stranded 11 runners on base. Starting pitcher
Pete Hansen made his Redbirds season debut in the loss. The left-handed
pitcher tossed 4.0 scoreless frames, worked around four hits and struck out
three batters. Matt Pushard allowed two walks in his second MLB Rehab
Appearance of the week. Memphis fell into a first-place tie with the Gwinnett in
the International League entering Sunday’s series finale.

ITS THE BEEST STAART E-VER!: The Memphis Redbirds set a franchise record
for an unblemished start (5-0) with a 4-3 walk-off win over the Norfolk Tides
(Triple-A, Baltimore Orioles) on April 1 at AutoZone Park. Memphis improved to
5-0 when third baseman Blaze Jordan was hit by a pitch with the bases loaded
in the 10th inning, the best-ever start for the franchise. The bruiser proved to
be the Southaven, Miss. native’s first walk-off RBI as a Redbird. The record
ultimately reached 7-0 with the club’s Thursday night and Friday afternoon
victories over Norfolk. The win streak was snapped in game one of Easter
Sunday’s doubleheader. Memphis became the first professional baseball team
to 10 wins with April 8's victory at Charlotte. The Redbirds have played .500
baseball since the club’s 7-0 start.
